The Burnt** of the Second.
Further particulars have beeu re- 

received by J. Willard Smith from Eat­
on ville, N. 8., concerning the burning of 
the schooner Second. The Second had 
on board a general cargo from St. Jonn, a 
large portion of which was lime stowed 
in her hold. She attempted to reach her 
discharging berth at Eatonville when 
the tide was ebbing, and got with­
in a short distance of the W'harf when 
she grounded. She listed over and the 
water running into her bilge set the 
lime on fire. The fire gained rapidly 
and in a short time the vessel was in 
flames and was burned to the water’s 
edge. A small amount of the cargo was 
saved. The vessel was owned by the cap­
tain, Walter Smith, and w as insured for 
$409 with Messrs Edwards & Ewing of 
this city. The cargo was valued at about 
$4,000 and was uninsured.

A BEAR TRAP SAVÉÛ HIM. AMUSEMENTS. LARCESTOCKOFTHE GOTHENBURG CITY. SHOWme Trouble Experienced In Getting 
Her * Kerth.

The steamship Gothenburg City, 1657 
tons register, of the Furness Li ne,arrived 
here at six o’clock last evening with 
general cargo from London via Halifax. 
The agents, Messrs. Schofield <& Co., as 
well as Captain Harrison,e complain 
strongly about the detention that is 
being
want of proper accommodation for dis­
charging the cargo, and importers are also 
complaining about the delay in receiving 
their goods. The facts of the case are as 
follows :
the agents imformed the harbor master 
that she was coming and were told by 
him that she must discharge in the 
usual berth at the corporation pier, in­
side a large sailing ship that is lying 
there loading deals.

As the "Gothenburg City” was ex­
pected to arrive about low water, when 
it would be unsafe to unmoor the sailing 
ship to let the steamer inside, Messrs. 
Schofield &Co., requested the harbor 
master to have the sailing vessel moved 
at high water yesterday (before the stea­
mer arrived) to the next wharf (Pettin- 
gell’s) which was vacant and equally
suitable for her, and they also
offered to pay the expenses of removing 
her there and back again to the Cor­
poration Pier after the "Gothenburg
City” had finished her work
and left for Halifax. This would not 
have been any disadvantage to the sail­
ing ship, and would have, enabled the 

’‘‘Gothenburg City” to have come, in to 
the wharf at whatever time of tide she 
arrived; and at once to commence dis­
charging her general cargo as well as 
load deals from the outside at the same 
time. The harbor master, however, re­
fused on the ground that such a course 
was contrary to his instructions from tbe 
Common Council.

The agents then called upon Mr. T. 
Nisbet Robertson, chairman of the har­
bor committee, and informed him of the 
circumstances, requesting him to author­
ize the haibor master to carry out the 
proposed arrangement. He, however, 
declined to interfere in the matter, say­
ing that the control and direction of such 
affaira was vested in the harbor master. 
It was therefore impossible for the 
agents to make any arrangements to 
avoid the inevitable delay that was 
ahead, and when the s'eamer arrived at 
six o’clock in the evening, she had to be 
anchored in the stream and await 
events to-day, it being intended to 
get her into the wharf about eight 
o’clock this morning. When that tide 
arrived it was however blowing a gale 
and unsafe to move either the steamer 
or sailing vessel, and consequently tbe 
•‘Gothenburg City” is still lying at 
anchor in the stream, and importers are 
waiting for their goods, which would all 
have been landed by tomorrow morning, 
if the steamer had been able to com­
mence discharging on arriv «1, as it was 
a beautiful clear night last night, and to­
day, though blowing strongly, the weath" 
er is fine and there is nothing to prevent 
landing cargo.

It is of course impossible to tell when 
the steamer will now be able to get to 
her wharf, but apparently it will not be 
until tomorrow morning, by which time 
she will have been about forty hours in 
port doing nothing.

Captain Harrison is very much annoy­
ed about the delay, and states that he is 
certain Mr. Furness will not allow his 
steamers to continue running here unless 
some better and. more reliable arrahge- 
ments can be made for their acconqmoda- 
tion. He states that the Gothenburg City 
has been calling at Halifax for twelve 
months padt on her way to Boston, and 
has never yet hadto drop an anchor in the 
harbor there, or been delayed a moment 
waiting for a discharging berth. There 
is splendid wharf and warehouse accom 
modation there, both for discharging, 
loading and coaling, all of which can be 
carried on at the same time, and in 24 
hours there his steamer can discharge 
one thousand tons of cargo, besides load­
ing six hundred tons of coals.

The whole matter has been laid before 
Mr. Spurr, the President of the Board oi 
Trade, who promptly called a meeting 
of the Council for eleven o’clock to-mor­
row morning to consider the situation, 
and it is to be hoped that some good will 
result, as it is evident that the present 
state of things cannot continue without 
serious injury resulting to the reputation 
and trade of our port

5] «Found Badly Frosen and Gathering
Hie Winding Sheet of Death About
Him—His Story Vouched For.

[Bangor Commercial.)
Reference was made last week in the 

Commercial, to the flight from the lum­
ber camp of Morison & Hunting, while 
crazed by liqnor, of one Robert Pye, said 
to have lived and worked in this city, 
and that the efforts of the crews there­
abouts, devoted to the thorough search, 
were of no avail. As at the time he was 
known to have been but poorly dressed, 
weak from sickness and of unsound mind 
he was given np as a lost man, hence 
the report about this city of his 
death. But he is not dead, or was not 
at last accounts of him, which are given 
in the Commercial through the court- 
sey of Mr. "Con” Murphy, Old Town’s 
well known lumberman.

Some fourteen miles from this particu­
lar camp of Morison & Hunting is a 
camp operated by Mr. Murphy. One , 
morning last week, one of *be choppers 
whilejon his way to work, paw something 
moving in the eighteen inches of 
snow which in the early daylight could 
not be well defined, but which on fcloser 
inspection proved to be a man seeming­
ly trying to cover himself with snow, as 
one might with bedding when cold. The 
chopper pulled the man out, finding him 
badly frozen, half dragged, half carried 
him back to camp, On his body was a 
remnant of one stocking, drawers and 
part of a shirt, the upper part of this 
having been torn away exposing the 
flesh. The temperature was below freez­
ing. The man had his senses.

It was found his legs, arms, face and 
ears were frozen, but under the kind 
treatment given him he revived quite 
rapidly, and later told his rescuers the 
following story in substance. Mr. Mur­
phy, being very familiar-with the ground, 
sees no reason to doubt it, and adds the 
man must have climbed hills and went 
into valleys, travelling fully twenty 
miles, over a part of the roughest section 
of Maine.

Pye does not know when he left tbe 
camp, but it is said to have been towards 
night, bnt first knew of being in the wil­
derness with a black sky overhead. He 
had^on^he shirt and drawers mentioned, 
two pahs of stockings and a pair of shoes. 
Flakes of snow were striking him in the 

bift/iè'.^ould not see them and 
there were 8 inches of old snow upon the 
ground and bitter cold for the woods. 
Weak and daaed as he was, he at once 
ktiew he must fight for life, and as dark­
ness prevented forward locomotion, he 
shouted and jumped about in the snow. 
He could not keep warm but he did not 
freeze and with the daylight, even now 
well exhausted, he began a march in 
search of some camp. Of his where­
abouts and how he came there he had 
no knowledge.. On and on he went, now 
stopping to shout and listen but only 
echoes came back to him through the 
white and silent woods.* He grew weaker 
and weaker,till exhausted almost and just 
about to give tip the fight, he came upon 
a bear trap built against a tree. Trent- 
lingly he investigated this, finding a 
piece of frozen meat there as bait, which 
when warmed with his breath, proved 
to be tainted, showing the trap had not 
been visited by the hunter for weeks. 
He knew by this he was far from aid 
bnt when a moment later he espied un­
der thf snow an old barrel, and from 
this secured two or three handfuls of 
mouldy cracker crumbs, hope lifted him 
again and his march was renewed. His 
shoes had now so galled his swollen feet 
that he .was obliged to remove them ; 
the first night he had torn part of the 
shirt from the body, he knew not 
when, and every blast of winter 
and every flake of snow which fell 
as he shook the bushes, struck 
ihe* flesh direct. Already his face 
and ears bad frozen. In this shape he 
marched through the day, too hoarse to 
shout, and through the night kept up the 
dance of the previous one. The next 
morning he gave out and lay down in 
the snow for his last sleep, and here, 
while just succumbing to the creeping 
cold, he was found as has tyeen stated.

Of him, Mr. Murphy’s clerk writes: 
“We gave him food and shelter, and if 
he gets able we will give him work. 
Robert Hawkes worked with him last 
summer and says he is a good workman. 
His name is Robert H. Pye, 30 years old 
mighty strong and rugged you may be

Halifax, N. S. Nov. 25.—The Domin­
ion Jjine steamer Sarnia arrived this 
morfimg from LiverpooL She had a 
terrible passage.

Stje left port on the 13th and on the 
following day bad weather was exper­
ienced. On the 16th, 17th and 18th, a 
regular hurricane was experienced and 
much damage done.

Three boats were smashed to pieces, 
the iron stanchion of the cattleshed wash­
ed away. The after bulwarks were 
stove in on both sides to the extent of 
thirty feet or more; all the ventilators 
on tbe main and saloon decks were car­
ried away and the ateam pipes ripped 
from the deck and whirled through the 
air like shavings.

Ttid after hatches were tom off and the 
water rushed with tremendcus force into 
tbe intermediate quarters ; trunks were 
thrown round in all directions and the 
bunks were deluged. Two women pas­
sengers were dashed out of their bunks 
and remained unconscious for some

The after wheel honse skylight was 
smashed and the intermediate wheel- 
house partly .destroyed. It looked at 
times as though the steamer would 
founder. The hullj was completely 
covered with water on many occasions. 
Forced to lay to several 'times the *8688 
were tremendous aud smashed 
the boats as though they were 
pipestems. The bulwarks were 
whirled high in the air and carried into 
the sea. One of the stewards had a nar­
row esaape from being killed. The wa­
ter smashed the cook house sky-light 
and put out the gas and damaged part 
of the range.
