THE BOSTONS’ NEW MANAGER

Says the Boston Herald :—The Boston 
Base Ball Clnb has signed Mr. Frank G. 
Selee as its manager for next season. 
Mr. Selee has had a long experience, and 
a very successful one, as abase ball man­
ager. His first experience in that line 
was in 1884, when he took charge of the 
Waltham club in the Massachusetts state 
league. In the fall of that year he went 
to Lawrence and took charge of the team 
there and won the championship. In 
1885 he managed the Haverhill club 
of the New England league and 
won third place, and in 1886 he 
managed the same team and won second 
place. In 1887 he wont to Oshkosh (Wis.) 
and steered that team to victory and the 
chamionship of the Northwestern league. 
He was with the Oshkosh team in-1888. 
This year he was secured by the Omaha 
club as its manager, and again his men 
won the championship of the Northwest­
ern league. Mr. Selee is a firm disciplin­
arian and has a faculty of getting good 
work out of his men.

These things all go to 
show that our country is making steady 
and solid progress and the savings banks 
returns show that our farmers are not 
only livinglwithin their means, but are 
actually, while improving and beautify­
ing thesr farms and dwellings, laying up 
money. m

In Halifax Chief Justice McDonald 
yesterday gave judgment in the case of 
the American fishing schooner David J. 
Adams, confiscating the vessel for violat­
ing the treaty of 1818. The David J- 
Adams was the first vessel seized after 
the abrogation of the Washington treaty. 
She was captured at Digby for purchas­
ing bait and ice. This was made a test case. 
The trial took place two years ago, and 
delivery of judgment was delayed. The 
Chief Justice gave an elaborate review of 
the whole question and sustained the 
treaty and tne statute of George III. in 
every particular. The principal point 
made by the defence was that the pur­
chase of bait made by the Adams was 
not for the purpose of fishing in British 
waters but outside the limit The chief 
justice held that that the treaty did not 
permit American vessels to come into 
British waters to prepare to fish any­
where or under any circumstances. The 
whole intent of the treaty was to prevent 
Americans making British waters a 
base for carrying on their fisheries.

By act of the Dominion parliament in 
1886, now chapter 94, revised statutes, 
American fishing vessels are not allowed 
to enter Canadian ports for any purpose 
except wood, water, shelter, or repairs.
