Five Members of a Family Prostrated 
Through Bating Porridge.

floronto Globe.)
A rather mysterious case of poisoning 

occurred on Sunday afternoon, by which 
a whole family was prostrated and some 
of the members brought very near to 
death’s door. Mr, Robert Fleming, a 
clerk at Raymond Walkers’ store, Queen 
street west, resides with his wife and 
three grown up -daughters at 7 Carlton 
avenue, a short thoroughfare running 
east from Ontario street, north of Carlton. 
Mr, Fleming had been at Hamilton on 
Saturday, and in consequence of bis 
late return, the family did not rise early 
on Sunday. One of the young ladies 
made porridge about noon, and the five 
members of the family partook of this 
usually wholesome diet Mr. Fleming 
complained at the time that there was 
something queer about the porridge, and 
said he did not feel like eating anything 
else. Strange to say, his wife and daugh­
ters felt disinclined to eat anything after 
the porridge, although there was some 
broiled steak on the table. None of 
them felt any injurious effects, however, 
until about three o’clock, nearly three 
hours after. Then one of the girls was 
seized with violent vomiting and terrible 
cramps. Five minutes later Mr. Flem­
ing was taken in the same way, then 
the two remaining daughters, and lastly 
Mrs. Fleming. There was no one in the 
house to go for a doctor, and the matter 
was getting very serious, when, fortun­
ately, James H. Pirie happened to call and 

ding how things stood, immediately 
called in Dr. J. E. White. The doctor and 
Mr. Pirie worked for severaljhours before 
the sufferers were out

of danger, and 
then the doctor proceeded to investigate 
the cause of the trouble. Finding that 
nothing bnt porridge had been eaten he 
seenrea what remained of the milk, and 
after thinking the matter over, decided 
that it was the poisoned article. Dr. 
Canniff, Medical health Officer 
tied, and he at once instructed Dr. Gregg 
to investigate the matter. Dr. Gregg visit­
ed the house and secured about a pound 
of the oatmeal, and also got from Dr. 
White a sample of the milk. Dr. 
Canniff further ordered the milkman. 
Daniel Forsyth of the Claremont 
Dairy,242 Jarvis street not to deliver 
any more milk until it is analysed, and 
a health officer, in company with the 
milkman, visited each of the customers 
and instructed them not to receive any 
milk from the Claremont Dairy for a day 
or two.

The milk in question was left at the 
house about 7.30 Sunday morning. by 
Charles Morden. A basin had been left 
in the vestibule, between the two doors, 
and the milk remained there until about 
eleven o’clock, when it was used in the 
porridge. Morden was seen by a Globe re­
porter, and he stated that he had de­
livered the same milk to dozens of other 
people, none of whom were injuriously 
effected. He was very careful in hand­
ling the milk, and kept the cans scrupul­
ously clean. Daniel Forsyth, who is 
manager of the Claremont Dairy, also 
feels very sore over the whole business,

With reference to the case, Dr. White 
said last night :—“It cannot be one of the 
ordinary irritant poisons used from mal­
ice for this reason. None of the symp­
toms of poisoning came on for three 
hours after the taking of the food. Had 
an irritant poison similar to arsenic been 
taken, the symptoms would have come 
on within twenty minutes, and would 
have been largely vomiting. In this case 
the sjmptoms didn’t come on for three 
hoars and were chiefly internic purging 
cramps, with less stomach irritation than 
would be found in the ease of an 
irritant like arsenic. Now, the only 
poison I know of that will produce these 
effects three or four hours after taking is 
tyrotoxicon. This is a poison which is 
found in milk, resembling what is known 
as ptomaines. It will be rapidly devel­
oped from germs in the milk, and will 
show the toxic symptoms within th 
four hours. It might be further stated 
in justice to the milk vendor, that he 
could hardly be held responsible for this 
kind of poison.”

The New York Tribune in an editorial
says:—

“If the Canadian Pacific Railway had 
not been built, it is altogether probable 
that Manitoba would already have been 
drawn into political relations with the 
American union. That great stroke of 
Canadian and Imperial enterprise defer­
red the development of annexation ten­
dencies and brought a transition stage in 
the Jortunes of confederation. How long 
that tentative stage will last it is as idle 
for Americans as for Canadians to hazard 
conjectures; but one thing is tolerably 
certain; a change in the existing status is 
inevitable after the death of Sir John 
Macdonald.”

The Canadian Pacific
would therefore receive $45.98 for carry­
ing the flour from Galt to Sk John, while 
the Intercolonial would have $16.52 for 
carrying it from Sk John to Halifax, or 
to any point between Sk John and Hali­
fax. It does not appear to us that there 
is anything unreasonable in these rates, 
or that the Canadian Pacific Company 
are likely to gain any advantage over the 
Intercolonial by reason of them, especi­
ally when it is considered that the bridge 
tolls of $4 a car would have to be paid by 
the Canadian Pacific.

We utterly fail to understand on what 
principle the rates we have mentioned, 
as being granted to the Canadian Pacific 
between Helifax and Moncton, should 
be refused between Sk John and Halifax, 
unless the intention of the government 
was to decoy theCanadian Pacific into lea­
sing the Harvey-Salisbury line, and then 
to cut under them by making lower rates 
from Halifax to Levis and Montreal over 
the Intercolonial, than they could possi­
bly offer over the Short Line. Under the 
arrangement embraced in the original 
agreement, on a 50 cents per barrel freight 
tariff between Halifax and Galt, the In­
tercolonial would receive $11.55 for 
hauling a car of flour from Moncton to 
Halifax, while with the same tariff
