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ATTEMPTED T0 ROB
EXPRESS TRAIN

INGINEER KILLED AND
FIREMAN WOUNDED

Bandits Who Tried to Hold up North
Coast Limited Flee to
~Mountains.

‘Welch's Spur, Montana, May 7.—A
faring attempt was made this morning
to hold up the North Coast, Limited,
the Northern Pacific transcontinental
train, eighteen miles east of Butte.

The engineer, Frank Claw, who has
fun on the North Coast Limited for
several years, was killed, while James
Sullivan, the fireman, was wounded in
the arm,

There was a large amount of cur-
rency on the train bound east from
Portland, Seattle and Spokane banks,
And it is believed the bandits were
aware of the fact and that this
prompted them to attempt the hold up.

The bandits fled after the shooting.
They did not secure any booty.

A big posse with dogs has just ar-
rived, and is taking up the chase for
the bandits.

The robbers have fled into Some of
the wildest country in the Rockies,
tributary to Welch’s' Spur.

Another Report.

Butte, Mont.,, May 7.—The North
Coast Limited, the crack train on the
Northern Pacific railway, has been
held up at Welch’s spur, about 11
miles east of here, and the engineer
killed.

The sheriff’s office has just been in-
formed of the robbery and officers are
now preparing to leave for the scene.

The object of the robbery, it is pre-
sumed, was to secure the contents of
the safe, as the train carried consign-
ments of currency from Seattle and
Spokane to eastern points.

The bloodhounds of the penitentiary
will be wired for.

This is the fourth time the North
Coast eastbound has been held up in
three years. The other three times this
train was robbed near Bearmouth,
pbout 80 miles west of here. This
morning’s hold up is near the scene of
the robbery of the Burlington flyer,
two years ago, in a rough mountainous
section,

THE DELIVERY: OF
SUNDAY NEWSPAPERS

Montreal Company Supported By
American Publishers Will Fight
Question--News Notes.

Montreal, May 6.—This city felt the
first effect yesterday of the new Sun-
day law by the non-arrival of the New
York Sunday papers. When the news
dealers went to the Grand Trunk rail-
way station they found no papers. All
the express clerks could say was the
papers had been stopped on the fron-
tier in accordance with the new law.
The Montreal News Company will
fight the question with the support of
the American publishers, who will
vontend that the delivery of papers is
not a breach of the law.

Sunday Observance.

Ottawa, May 6.—Preaching in Ers-
kine church last night Rev. Mr. Moore,
secretary of the Dominion Alliance,
stated that the Sunday Observance
Act, which came into force on March
1st, had given a day of rest to 50,000
men in Canada who previously had
been working on Sunday. He was in
communication with five attorney-gen-
erals of the provinces in respect to the
enforcement of the act, and expected
within a short time it would be in
complete operation all over Canada.

Sheriff Hossie Dead.

Stratford, Ont., May 6.—John Hossie,
gheriff of Perth county, died to-day
after a few weeks’ illness. Mr. Hossie
was born in Moore township in 1836.
He entered the sheriff’s office in 1856
and had been in service 51 years. He
was appointed sheriff in 1872 on the
retirement .of the late Sheriff Moder-
well. Deceased was widely known
throughout the county and universally

esteemed.

Beéautifying Toronto.
Toronto, Ont., May 6.—A deputation
from the Guild of Civic Art, which is
taking up the work of beautifying To-

ronto, waited on the board of control |

this morning and asked a grant of
$5,000. The deputation consented to
supervise the plans, and they would
require services of a draughtsman at
%35 per week for six months. The con-
trollers will consider the matter, but
doubt if they have power to make any
guch grant.

Crushed to Death.

Port Arthur, May 6.—The remains of
Ben Daniels, who was crushed so
badly at Schreiber between a locomo-
tive and the side of a turntable that
he died while en route to the hospital
here, were sent East to be interred.
Violent deaths, it is said, have over-
taken ten residents of Schreiber in as
many days.

Bay Blocked By Ice.

Fort William, May 6.—The outlook
for quick dispatch of vessels from this
port is not very hopeful at present, as
the whole bay is blocked with ice, and
there are no immediate prospects of its
being cleared away. The ice-breaker
Whalen is busy endeavoring to keep
the channel open, but with every shift-
ing of the wind the channel fills up
and has to be again broken open.

There is no prospects of the ice-leav-
ing the bay. The Ottawa reached port
yesterday after a hard trip, but sev-
eral other vessels had to turn for an-
other port.

PRISONERS RELEASED,

Revolutionists ' Exploded Bombs in
Chapel and in Confusion Several
Terrorists Made Their Escape.

St. Petersburg, May 6.—A plot, which
resulted in the liberation of 13 political
prisoners, was daringly execuied at
Alexanderovik yesterday. Whils high
mass was being, celebrated in the pris-
on chapel, a band of revolutionists en-
tered the building, killed the chief in-
spector and exploded two bombs. Un-
der cover of the confusion which fol-
lowed, 13 political pgisoners, including
several important Terrorists, escaped.

POOR TRANSPORT SERVICE,

Lack of Adequate Facilities Responsi-
ble For Failure of Turks to
Suppress Rebellion.

London, May 7.—The Times this
morning published a letter from Cairo,
dated April 27th, which describes the
situation in the province of Yemen,
Turkish Arabila, as very -unfavorable
to the Turkish forces. The failure to
suppress the rebellon is, according to
this communication, due to the ab-
sence of an efficient transport service.

FUGITIVES MAY
HAVE PERISHED

—

NO-TRACE IS FOUND
OF PETER AND SIMON

Two Indians Sought By Police in
Northern B. C. Cannot Be
Located.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

There is reason for believing 'that
Feter and Simon, the Indians who are
wanted in the northern part of this
province for the murder of two half-
breeds last summer, may have perished
during the severe weather this winter
while evading their pursuers. Advices
received from Hazelton say that the
pvarty of Indians sent out to search
for the two alleged criminals have re-

turned without finding any trace of
their men.

The opinjon. is expressed by’ someé of
those who -have .been out with the
search party that the two Indians may
have mek death during the past winter
on account of being inadeguately pre-
pared for the severe weather.

It will be remembered thet the wife
of Peter succumbed to consumptiom,
being unable to withstand the trials
she was put to during the flight from
justice. Peter was regarded as the
real instigator of the trouble which re-
sulted in the murder of the victims of
the affair. There are those who be-
lieve, however, that the Indian was not
so much to blame but that the inter-
ference with This domestic affairs
brought the Indian to a point where he
could not withstand the temptation to
take the life of the one whom he held
responsible. There has always been a
question whether Peter did not com-
mit both murders alleged.

Peter was a well to do Indian, but
crazed by liquor and suffering under
wrongs he felt had been done him, le
committed -the deed. This at least is
the construction put upen the affair by
those who defend the Indian’'s action.

There were those who prophesied that
the Indians would never be taken alilve.
According to the information received
from Hazelton it would seem that
their words have come true and the
two fugatives have perished from hun-
ger -and cold rather .than yield -to un-
dergo a trial for the crimes alleged.

Mackenzie King Early and Late to
Bring Dispute to

Fernie, May 7.—There was great re-
joicing in Fernie yesterday when the
news became known that the distriet
executive board of the TUnited Mine
‘Workers of America had met and de-
cided to sign an agreement which sends
men back to work on advanced wages
for at least twe years.

Mackenzie King made the announce-
ment about noon, and in a few moments
general smiles, handshakes and jubila-
tion prevailed all over Fernie.

The executive board of the United
Mine Workers of America wired the
outlying camps and notices are to be
posted immediately, ordering men back
to work.

The “majority of the miners talked
with, seem well satisfied to return to
work, but the feeling runs strongiy
against Sherman. The men realize now
that work need never have ceased, that
without the loss of a day’s work they

could have secured the present termsi

by an award of the conciliation board.

Throughout the entire proceedings,
Mackenzie King has worked early and
late, and there can be little doubt that
it is to his unending efforts that the
present settlement is due.

Work will be resumed gradually, the
operators- state, but it will be a few
days before everything is running
smoothly again.

HOW THE LEPERS
WERE DEPORTED

m—

PITEOUS SPECTACLE
IN THE ROYAL ROADS

Eight Chinese Transhipped to Steamer
and Sent Back to the
Orient.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

The passing of the Chinese colony of
lepers from the shores of the Pacific
was a truly piteous sight, Branded by
what has been stigmatized as the most
lcathsome. of diseases, some practically
untouched and others in the last stages
of the dread infliction, the eight lepers
crawled from the scow to the deck of
the steamer lying in the Royal Roads
yesterday evening.

Harly yesterday morning the lepers
were shipped on to the scow from Dar-
cey island, With their belongings, in-
cluding clothing, mattresses, buckets,
shovels, bags of rice, hatchets, spades,
knives and various other personal ef-
fects, the colony :was towed by the tug
Earle from the island to the steamer.
On reaching Royal Roads, the scow was
moored astern -the vessel and through
the better part. of the day lay there
while Dr. Watt, the quarantine officer,
who has had charge of the deportation
was making final arrangements in the
city.

Some little difficulty had arisen with
the unfortunate men as to the sum of
money with which each should be fur-
nished. To explain to the lepers the
arrangements which the Dominion gov-
ernment had made in their behalf the
services of Lee Mong Kow, the customs
interpreter were requisitioned. With
Dr. Watt and the interpreter on board
the quarantine launch put out from
the marine and fisheries wharf shortly
after 5 o'clock yesterday afternoon and
proceeded to the Royal Roads where the
steamer was lying.

On arriving there, Lee Mong Kow
boarded the scow and commenced to
explain to the huddled up forms of the
lepers the arrangements which had
been made in their behalf. Some ob-
jections were raised but as the inter-
preter expiained to the men that six
of them were to be furnished = with
sufficient money to, buy themselves
hemes, while the other two who were
in the last stages of the disease would
be removed to the Chinese Mission

_station at Canton the objections of the

men were obliterated 'and they signi-
fied their desire to’ be ‘transhipped on
to the vessel

Two, of the’ lépers “whe st¥ere but
lightly touched by the diséase then pro-
ceeded to place on bodrd the steamer
the goods of the colony.” The captain
of the vessel raised objections when
he found that the unfortunate men had
guns, hatchgts, and knives in their
possession. At his command these
were taken away and stored in another
part of the ship to be restored to the
men on their arrival at Hongkong.
.When the property of the colony was
placed on board, the stricken men who,
in the meantime had been located in a
house on board the scow, commenced to
pass on to the steamer. One by one,
assisting each other as best they could,
the lepers, swollen and distorted by tne
dread disease, passed up the gangway
and boarded the vessel. Two of them
who for some iime past have been re-
duced to the use of crutches, had a
difficult task. Bent double, the most
abject wrecks of humanity that it is
possible to conceive, these victims of

the leprous scourge, who could count |

their - brief span of life .by hours,
crawled, or were dragged, on board.
One of them on reaching the deck near-
ly collapsed, and it was some minutes
afterwards, when, raised by  his com-
rades, he regained the use of his legs
and passed  into the quarters which
had been selected for the lepers in the
after part of the vessel.

The entire after portion of -the «ves-
sel had’ been set aside for the use of
the lepers. There, in roomy quarters,
they will spend the thirty days occu-
pied in the trip across the Pacific.
The poop has been reserved exclusively
for their use and they. will lack noth-
ing in"‘the’ way of fresh air.' Every
possible precaution has been taken fo
prevent the crew-from.coming in con-
tact with the lepers and the process of
segregation as exemplified  on - the
steamer” last night was of a most
thorough character.

At the last moment the Chinese at-
tendant who had previously signified
his willingness to go with the lepers ‘o
Hongkong, changed his mind and stated
that he would not go. This hitch
threatened to upset the plans of Dr.
Watt, until finally one of the crew 6of
the vessel undertook to look after ‘the
stricken men and supply them with
food during the trans-oceanic voyage.
A sum of money was agreed upon be-
tween Dr. Watt and this man, and the
matter was finally clinched.

The Canadian Pacific coast has now
no - leper ceolony. The stigma has
passed away forever. When the men
and the goods were immured in the
quarters selected for them on the
steamer, and when Dr. Watt had made
his final arrangements with.the cap-
tain, the quarantine launch with the
now empty scow in tow cast off from
the side of the vessel, the anchors were
lifted and the steamer got under way
and soon passed out of sight ¢n her
four weeks’ voyage to the Ofient.

During the rest of their lives, some
of which, judging by yesterday's
piteous spectacle, must be of short
duration, the Dominion government
will continue to keep the lepers. In
China, however, the cost will be only
one-folirth of what it was on the shores
of the Pacific. The men will undoubt-
edly be happier in the land of their
nativity. Six of them have been sup-
plied with enough money to buy homes
and in China they will enjoy a free-
dom which could not be vouchsafed to
them here. The other two who are ai-
ready on the very threshold of -the
grave, will spend their remaining brief
span qf existence in a mission hospital
at Canton, where they will be thor-
oughly looked after and provided with
all they can require in the unclean ax-

PASSES AWAY

Was Stricken By lliness  While on
Lecture Tour and Died
at Burlington.

Dr. Watson-came to Mount Pleasant
on April 23r@ from Minneapolis to de-
liver a lecture to the students of Iowa
Wesleyan University.

Monday
and Tuesday the patient was able to
be up and transacted some business.
On Wednesday -an abscess formed in
the right ear, and in 24 hours serious
symptoms developed. The physiciars
regarded the case as critical, but hoped
to. arrest the disease. Blood poisoning
set in, and on Saturday other abscesses
tegan to form in the left ear and
throat. His condition was aggravated
by a 'bad attack of rheumatism. This
morning ths physicians sent for a Chi-
cago specialist, who arrived this after-
noon. Dr. Watscn's end was unexpected
and ‘was hastened by heart weakness,
His wife wag constantly with him in
kis last illness:.

DIVISION IN
BRITISH CABINET

OVER PROVISIONS OF
IRISH COUNCIL BILL

Asquith and Haldane Opposed to
Anything Which Resembles
Home Rule.

London, May 6.—With negotiations
extending up to the last moment, and
all participating in trem bound . to
secrecy, little is known as to the pro-
visions of the Irish council bill, the
main proposals of ° which Augustine
Birrell, chief secretary’' for Ireland,

promises to explain in the House of
Commons to-morrow.

There has been a keen contest in the
cabinet between the Home Rulers, re-
presented by Sir Henry Cainpbe!l-Ban-
nerman and Mr. Birrell, and the anti-
Home Rulers, led by Mr. Herberl
Asquith, chancellor of the exchequer,
and Richard Haldane, secretary for
war, with the Home Rulers desirous of
giving Ireland at least a foundation
for self-government, and Messrs.
Asquith and Haldane demanding that
the bill shall not bear any resemblance
to Home Rule. - Mr. ‘Asquith has gone
so far as to say that if the bill contains
anything in letter or in spirit inconsis-
tent with or in violation of the pledges
he has made against Home Rule, he
will resign; and there is little doubt
that he would be followed by Mr. Hal-
dane and probably other members of
the oabinet. ;

John Redmond 'has taken a promin-
ent part in the negotiations. The La-
borites, all of whom are Home Rulers,
have been supporting the Nationalists,
but even this would not justify Sir
Henry Campbell-Bannerman losing two
members. of his cabinet in whom the
people have the greatest  confidence.
Faced with the imposgibility of obtain-
ing an’ Irish parliament,’with 'an ex-
ecutive responsible to it, Mr. Redmond
is carrying on the fight to get as large
an installment of Home Rule as is pos-
sible, and now it is announced that if
this scheme lays a foundation on which
Ireland can build, the Nationalists will
consider whether it is worth accepting.

Mr. Redmond had a conference Sat-
urday with his chief advisers, includ-
ing John Dillon, Edward Blake and T.
P. O’Connor, when the government pro-
posals and the attitude the National-
ists-would adopt were discussed. This
will be followed by a convention at
Dublin, during the Whitsuntide recess,
when the question will be gone over

and the Irish members of parliament-

will be instructéd as to tlfe coursethey
shall pursue. :

The only expression of opinion ob-
tainable was from a more conservative
Irish member of the House, who said:
“I think the bill will be found to be
fairly favorable,” indieating that while
the Nationalists are far from satisfied,
they realize that Mr, Birrell has gone
as far as possible without requiring a
disruption of the government, and will
accept the bill as a start toward self-
government.

The most sanguine now only hope
for a measure giving administrative
power through control of the expendi-
ture to an Irish counecil, which will be
predominantly elective, all the Irish
members of Commons being members
thus obviating the necessity for sep-
arate elections. The Unionists will be
represented by a nominative element.
Even this administrative power, it is
anticipated, will be limited, excluding,
it is said, control over the Lord Lieu-
tenancy, the Privy Council, the judi-
ciary forces and the Crown police.

A concession may be made by hand-
ing over the Dublin metropolitan police
to the council. The council will ad-
minister the local Irish government
board, which controls public institu-
tions, and. also the Irish board of
works, two departments the affairs of
which occupy so much time in the
House of Commons.

The departments of agriculture and
education doubtless will be .handed
over to the council. It was originally
intended that a government official
should be president of the council, but
this was strongly opposed by Mr. Red-
mond, with the result that the re-
election of the presiding officer is left
for the council to decide. This is far
from a settlement of Ireland’s claim
for Home Rule, in the opinion of Home
Rulers, but they express the hope that
the bill will be so framed that the pow-
ers of the council can be enlarged as
the Irish prove their fitness for self-
government. Being purely an adinin-
instrative body, the great question is
what will be the amount the govern-
ment can obtain from the House of
Commons for the council to spend.
While the present large Demoeratic
majority might not have any diffi-
culty, under a less friendly govern-
ment the council must have trouble in
securing funds. for the carrying out of
schemes to which a majority in par-
liament are opposed.

BURNS AND O’BRIEN,

GASOLINE SCHOONER
CAPTURED IN NORTH

Seattle-Owned Craft Alleged to Have
Violated the Canadian
Customs Laws.

Vancouver, May 7.—The gasoline
schooner Iris, fifty tons, built in Se-
attle, and operating out of Ketchikan,
Alaska, was ‘seized on Sunday by the
Dominion government fishery -cruiser
Kestrel.

The Iris/ is charged with ‘breaking
Canadian customs laws and will be
howed to Vancouver. Both vessels are
now lying at Port Simpson.

The Iris is alleged to have landed a
trapper and his outfit at Kungent, Can-
adian territory, thereby .breaking the
coasting laws.

The Iris is worth $5,000 and has for
four years been engaged in trading in
the North.

MORE STRIKES IN
SAN FRANCISCO

Street Railway Employees Quit Work
and Citizens Are Forced to
Walk.

San Francisco, May 7.—Frisco is
again in the throes of a bitter struggle.
For the third time since the disastrous
fire, a year ago, 'Frisco is walking be-
cause of the declaration of a strike on
all the street car lines of the city by
the carmen’s union. The telephone
girls are out on strike, as are alsg the
iron workers. There are no transpor-
tation facilities, and with a crippled
inadequate telephone. service business
is greatly handicapped. A committee
from the Civil League of ’Frisco yes-
terday called on Henry T. Scott, presi-
dent of the . Pacific State 'Phone &
Telegraph Co.; President Calhoun, of
the United railways, and President
Cornelius, of the carmen’'s union, and
requested them, in the interests of the
city and of the public; to submit their
differences to arbitration. The com-
mittee met with no success.

The carmen have organized an exten-
sive picket detail at each car barn.
The pickets are changed every four
hours, and according to President
Cornelius have been .instructed to per-
mit no violence. Large crowds sur-
rounded the car barns at Turk and
Fillmore streets, where 100 strike
breakers are lodged. Beyond hooting
and jeering no overt act was attempt-
ed. Heavy shutters and iron screens
were placed at the windows of all the
barns and car houses. At the car
barng at Hayes and Central avenue,
where is situated the company’s prin-
cipal commissariat department, intense
activity prevails to prepare for the
housing and feeding of a large number
of strike breakers. .

An interesting ‘debate took place be-
tween- various members of the council
and Beaumont Boggs, regarding the
continuation of Tyndall avenue through
the Scott estate, which is being sub-
divided. A slight technicality had
arisen. The plang according to the reg-
ulation should be filed with the coun-
cil prior to the sale of any of the prop-
erty. This had been neglected and
some slight difference of opinion as to
the course the road should take has
cropped up. This was left over until
the next meeting, when it will be
amicably settled, it is stated.
