more practical assistance to the farther 
and horticulturist.

The interest shown by members of 
farmers' institutes during 1908, indi­
cated by increased attendance at meet­
ings and an intelligent appreciation ot 
the work, is very encouraging. There 
are now thirty-five institutes in the 
province, and petitions for the forma­
tion of others are being received. These 
institutes held 250 meetings during the 
year and were attended by T,496 mem­
bers,

I am glad to be able to say that the 
agricultural interests have not suffered 
during the past year, the report of 
progress being very satisfactory and 
abundant crops the ririe.

The Dairying Industry.
There has been a substaritlai^grbWth 

In the dairying Industry, the nurilber of 
creameries, the output of butter and 
the number of patrons showing consid­
erable increases. The DairymeH’e As­
sociation has more than doubled in 
membership and a lively interest is 
being taken in the work. In 1907 only 
eight members attended the «muai 
meeting, while this year 137 members, 
owning an aggregate of over 3,600 dairy- 
cows, were present, 
have increased from 18 to 22 and thé 
number of patrons from 944 to 1,214. The 
output ef butter has increased by 195,- 
000 pounds, representing an ihcrêased 
value of $20,900, and the average price 
advanced from 32 to 34 i-f cents per 
pound. Last year the gross receipts 
were $570,368, and the amount paid to 
patrons was $691,267. These figures ,ào 
not include the dairy butter, which is 
estimated at 460,000 pounds, valüed at 
$125,000, which would bring the grand 
total to two million pounds, valued at 
$659,367, or $123,500 more than the out­
put of 1907.

There has also been a notable til- 
crease in cfieese making and in the 
milk business. Another cheese factory 
has been established and the output 
shows a gain of 84,000 pounds, which 
sold at 1314 cents per pound, 
number of companies selling milk and 
cream has doubled and the amount paid 
to patrons totals $286,942, as compared 
with $117,776, an increase of $109,166. 
Taking the totals of returns made by 
the dairy Inspector the dairy farmers 
received for their products in 1908 about 
$2.700,000, while the addition to the 
wealth of the province would be over 
three million _doliars.

Room for More Dalriès.
While these results are encouraging, 

showing a steady progress in dairying, 
there is room and to spare for more 
creameries and dairy farms, for we Still 
import about two-thirds of the butter 
locally consumed and shipped to Yukon. 
The high price secured for butter at 
first hand should prove an incentive to 
the establishment of more oreamerles.

The sanitary conditions of the dair­
ies are being looked after by the in­
spectors, who are instructed to enforce 
the regulation so as to secure the 
greatest possible cleanliness in the 
housing of stock and handling 0t milk. 
It is also the intention to use the ser­
vices of lecturers and demonstrators to 
a greater degree in future to Instruct 
the farmers in the most approved 
methods used in the older provinces 
and in Europe,

The

Raising of Poultry.
The raising of poultry, looked Upon 

by farmers as Unimportant and there­
fore a much-neglected branch of farm 
work, is a very profitable business, and 
offers good opportunities to all who wilj 
take It up seriously. Men experienced 
in the business cotint upon a elear 
profit of from one to upwards of two 
dollars per year from each hen. Com­
paré that with the average profit de­
rived per head Of dairy cows and the 
difference in the cost of feed and la­
bor, and all the advantage would lie 
with the poultry yard. The demand 
for poultry and eggs Is great and ever 
Increasing. Like fruit growing there Is 
no fear of glutting the market, tot 
overproduction is an extremely remote 
possibility.

The average price Of eggs in 1905 was 
30 cents per dozen; in 1906, 84 cents; i# 
1907, 3714 cents; and in 1908, 40 cents, 
on increase in three years of ten cents 
per dozen in spite of the fact that there 
was a very considerable increase In 
local production in those years. The 
prices of poultry have also Increased 
20 to 25 per cent, in the same period, 
and the demand is always greater titan 
the supply. Poultry raisers in 
instances are handicapped from want 
°f facilities for marketing thetr pro­
ducts to the best advantage, but a rem­
edy for this is promised through a 
scheme for oo-operation by which the 
creamery companies will handle poul­
try and eggs as well as their own out­
put of butter aad cream.

Farm Produce Imported.
Notwithstanding a substantial in­

crease In agrléultural produce, the lo-

votes for civil government and the ad­
ministration of justice salaries show a 
considerable increase over last year, 
largely due to the increase of public 
business; necessitating additional clerks 
and other officials as well as increasing 
in many instances the responsibility 
of those already in the Service, 
same remarks apply to maintenance of 
public institutions, increased about $26,- 
000, administration of Justice, increased 
$42,000, and education increased by 
$105,000.

The Vote for Public Works.
,To public works We have been able 

to devote the handsome eum ot $2,810,- 
000, by far the largest vote for that pur­
pose ever placed in the provincial esti­
mâtes. For the last four years the ex­
penditure undèr this head has been 
$368,000 in 1905, $452,726 In 1906, $854,135 
In 1907, and $1,418,916 last year, so that 
as I pointed out, it is proposed this year 
to Spehd double as much as in last 
year, the larger portion being for roads, 
streets and bridges, while I am sure the 
House will be glad to find a very liberal 
allowance has been made for surveys.

Among these items are two sums 
which partake more of the nature' of 
investments. I refer to the expenditure 
on Point Grey and South Vancouver of 
$75,000 ând clearing land at Prince Ru­
pert of $80,000, while of another vote 
of $200,000 for roads and sewers at 
Prince Rupert $150,000, or three-fourths 
will be returned by the Grand Trunk 
railway oil completion of the work. 
I may say this vote is placed in the 
main estimates instead of the supple- 
mentaries, as the money will not be re­
quired until the beginning of the new 
fiscal year. The special warrant for 
$200,000 made on the day succeeding the 
late Dominion elections, to which sinis­
ter designs were attributed, was in­
tended for this purpose, but will be can­
celled, as none of the money was 
quired as early as expected when the 
arrangemeht was entered Into.'

In passing from this Item, I can only 
express the Hope that our friends on 
the opposite side of the House, after 
looking over the district appropriations, 
will acknowledge that there has not 
been any attempt to discriminate but 
an honest desire to administer fairly to 
the requirements of all constituencies.

Clvtl service Increases.
The last Item, miscellaneous, $378,240, 

Is an Increase over the last nine months 
estimate, which was at the rate of 
$258,000 for the full year. The. expan­
sion of general business has rendered 
it necessary to increase most of the 
ordinary items, Such as advertising, 
stationery, etc.

I may call attention to the item of 
$25,000 for salary increases under the 
Civil Service Act. This act provides for 
a commission which will grade the civil 
service and adjust the increases of 
salary, and goes into force on April 
1st. The commission desired to have 
at their disposal an amount for this 
purpose.

The grant for game protection has 
been raised to $20,000, of which it Is 
timated at least $10,000 will be realized 
from game licenses. In asking for this 
grant the provincial game warden 
points out that constant complaints are 
made of infringement of the game laws 
and the need for a launch to patrol the 
coast which, in addition to game pro­
tection, could give assistance to the po­
lice and fire wardens, 
sum will be devoted to the protection 
of the wapiti on Vancouver Island, 
how being exterminated, and for simil­
ar purposes elsewhere. Mr. Brykin 
Williams points out what has been 
done in East Kootenày in the last four 
years in the ihcrease of game.

Increases are asked In the agricul­
tural votes and for fighting forest fires 
a sum of $37,000, while, as explained 
before, the log scalers are Included 
der this head. There are three 
missions, including revision 
statutes, for which $20,000 is provided, 
while the increased rent qf our Lon­
don offices and other expenses will 
quire a farther $5,000, all of which go 
to accounts for the Increased1 sum ask­
ed for under miscellaneous. Our Lon­
don offices have been moved down 
from the eighth story to the ground 
floor. They are now a credit to the 
province. The work ie being carried 
on effectively by Mr. Turner, who de­
votes himself heart and soul to the pro­
vince.

Progress of Agriculture.
In leaving further explanation Of the 

various amounts until the House goes
into committee, when all necessary de­
tails will be supplied, I would like be­
fore closlhg to make a few remarks 
about the general conditions of the In­
dustries of the province, and more par­
ticularly of the department over which 
I have the honor to preside.

“He put them back knowingly 
and deliberately.”

“Do you say the voters had no right 
to vote there?” persisted Mr. Bowser.

“The names were removed at the 
request of the people themselves, and 
after the collector took them off and 
gave a certificate that he had done so 
lie put them on again,” Mr. Oliver 
said.

The attorney-general did not see 
that any great harm had been done, 
af. the registrar had enfranchised men 
and not disenfranchised them. It was 
proposed by the department to Issue a 
set ot regulations to all registrars as 
to the proper practice and the depart­
ment's view of the law. No registrar 
could be allowed to act improperly.

“Has any registrar the right to fal­
sify the lists?” the member for Delta 
asked.

“No, certainly not,” replied Mr. 
Bowser. “But it is surprising that 
this matter was not brought to the at­
tention of the department.”

“Not at all surprising,” retorted Mr. 
Oliver, “for the "men who have gone 
up against this thing year after year 
have no confidence that they will get 
justice.”

“In the administration of justice the 
attorney general’s department has no 
political bias whatever,” declared the 
attorney-general.

Attorney-General to Investigate

Legislative Press Gallery, Feb. 17.
This was a busy day in the House. 

Not only was the budget speech de­
livered, the estimates brought down, 
but the members remained till 6 o’clock 
discussing the amendments to the Pro­
vincial Election Act. The leader of 
the opposition had a lengthy amend­
ment to proposa, the object of which 
vas to make the act perfect in a very 
Important point. There has been no 
specific provision as to the causes for 
which a registrar may strike names 
off, nor has it been clear that he 
must do so in open court.

These amendments the attorney-gen­
eral agreed to accept, but he would not 
gécept a proposal that no man be 
Struck off for non-residence until a 
year had elapsed from his leaving the 
electoral district. Mr. Bowser stated 
that he intended to give thirty days’ 
time for the service of notice on men 
Who were objected to.

A propos of the striking of some 
names off I* Revelstoke prior to the 
Dominion election the minister of pub­
lic works made a statement, the 
suit of Which was to start the Social­
ist delegation off on allegations ot col­
lusion between the two old parties to 
commit all ebrtS of Injustice on the 
workingman, and especially on the So­
cialists. •

Struck Off in Revelstoke.
J. H. Hawthomthwaite stated that 

in his own constituency, Nanaimo, thé 
names of Socialists had been left off.

J. A. Macdonald drew attention to 
the striking off -of some 250 names on 
the Revelstqke lists prior to the last 
Dominion general election, a matter 
which had been referred to in the Con­
servative Daily News of Nelson and in 
other papers.

“It was not brought to my atten­
tion,” Mr. Bowser said.

Hon. Thomas Taylor, Who came ita 
soon after, stated that the names had 
beén struck off ift the Usual way. The 
list had beén given to th* secretary ot 
the Revelstoke Liberal Association and 
he approved of it. The only desire had 
been to clean up thé lists and get rid 
of a lot of names that had accumu­
lated ofu persons dead- or no longer to 
<tlî|'■'dfiïffititifetfcy. '

“Then as the hon. minister is at one 
with iis in that desire he will doubt­
less support my amendment,” remarked 
Mr. Macdonald.

The reference which the minister ot 
public works had made to the ap­
proval of the Liberals of Revelstoke 
was like a red rag to a bull to the So­
cialist leader. He saw in this a clear 
case of conspiracy between Conserva­
tives and Liberals to defeat the So­
cialists, and to deprive a number of 
workingmen of the franchise, 
was a deliberate deal between the Lib­
erals and the minister of public works, 
he said, and he claimed that the de­
cision of the Liberals, hot to oppose 
the re-election of the minister was 
part of the deal.

of the outstanding $660,000 debentures 
were redeemed at par, leaving only $24,* 
000 still 'remaining. This transaction
will, I know, please my friends opposite, 
as I remtmber one of their objections 
to the loan was that it should have 
been made for three ox five years in­
stead of ten. It will be satisfactory 
to them to learn that it has (except the 
$24,000) been all paid off In less than 
four years, in addition to which the 
country has had the safeguard that, 
had conditions not improved as rapidly 
as has fortunately been thé case, the 
loan Could have ruh its course of ten 
years. Later on it came to our knowl­
edge that $100.060 in value of our 3t4 
per cent, dyking debentures were being 
offered on the London market, and 
after some hegotiation these were pur­
chased for $91,000, a transaction which 
has caused favorable comment in Lon­
don, and will, i think, stand criticism, 
as they were bought from us ten years 
ago for $102,000.

In addition to these expenditures it 
was deemed advisable to use a portion 
of these funds in undertaking some of 
the more urgent public works which 
had either previously not been provided 
for, owing to lack of means, or had 
been rehdered necessary owing to the 
growing needs of the provinces rather 
than delay its progress for the months 
to elapse before the annual meeting of 
the legislature.

The larger portion of this money, 
however, was left in the bank at inter­
est and produced the greater part of 
the $69,000 credited under the head of 
interest in the public accounts. So that 
while we have not thought it prudent 
to reduce our indebtedness further by 
the purchase of 3 per cent, inscribed 
stock, the money In hand offsets, as 
far as It goes, the interest on that 
stock, and I sincerely hope a portion at 
any rate will be retained to meet the 
probable demands of the near future. 
The opening up of the northern coun­
try from Queen Charlotte Islands, as 
well as thé requirements that the great 
development setting m over the Whole 
province will shortly render necessary, 
will call for heavy expenditures, but

Finance Minister Tells of Gén­
éral Progress and Prosper­

ity of Province.

finance, who had a surplus of $1,431,447 
to announce, and the prospect of à year 
equally as prosperous as that Which 
has just passed.

Hé was also listened to with 
great attention by the opposition, who 
joined in the applause Which greeted 
the minister when hé sàt down.

Prosperity in all branches of industry

fortune to tell of, and he looked for an 
even greater expansion of business this 
year. The growing revenue permits a 
large expenditure on public works dur­
ing the approaching fiscal year, over 
half of the estimated expenditure of

The total Indebtedness of the’ province 
on the 30th June last stood at $10,998,146, 
against which we hold in sinking fund 
$1,589,538, leaving thé net debt of the 
province $9,408,608. In 1905 this liability 
amounted to $11,382,786. Consequently 
since that period our indebtedness has 
been decreased by $1,974,178, and if we 
add the $100,000 dyking debentures re­
cently bought 4n London, we obtain 
total reduction of $2,074,178.

end developed atid hot from any addi­
tion to the direct taxation of the peo­
ple. By turning tb the public accounts 
you will find the total rêvèhu'e for the 
year was $5,979,054, and thé expenditure 
$4,590,673, leaving a surplus of $1,431,447.

Comparative Resources.
Perpaps there is no better. criterion 

of the advance made by the province 
than a comparison of HR revenue for 
the last six years, showing that the 
receipts have very nearly trebled in 
that period. The figurée !for 
$2.009,412; for 1904, $2,597^67;
$2,874,554; for 1906, $2,993,-900; for 1907, 
$4,338,632, a gret&t incrç&f?e;'over 1906; 
ahd for 1908, $5,931,372; stepdily increas­
ing, but the greatest iliXSiease of all is 
that of the year With which we are 
dealing over that of 1907, being about 
one and a halt millions, or nearly 50 
per cent.

This ihcrease is the more satisfactory 
when we consider that it is largely de­
rived from crown propért 
lands* timber, minerals 
sources which point to the advance­
ment and development of the province, 
and not from increased taxation; In 
fact, owing to these conditions we have 
been able to make material reductions 
in thé rate of real and personal pro­
perty taxés twice in the coarse of the 
last five years, ànd this In spite of the 
fact that fourteen municipalities have 
been Incorporated during that period, 
segregating from the provincial assess­
ment rolls a very large amount of val­
uable real property, with the result that 
the total amount of taxes collected un­
der the heads of provincial revenue, In­
come, personal and real property, were 
last year otily a litie more than ten 
per cent, greater than in 1904, when 
they constituted over 30 per cent, of the 
total revenue, and now are only 13U per 
cent., or less than one-half In propor­
tion. I hope if all goes well to be able 
to announce a still further reduction 
next session.

The total revenue from these four 
sources, which partake more particu­
larly of the nature of direct taxation 
on the ordinary Individual as apart 
from the speculator in wild lands or 
the holder of timber, côal or mineral 
rights was $683,760 In 1963, $709,105 in 
1904, $699,908 In 1905, $700,311 in 1906, and 
$764,572 in 1907.

The revenue for last year, amounting 
to $5,931,372, It will be seen Is largely 
in excess of the estimate of $3,286,476.
It must be remembered that this esti­
mate was made in the early spring of 
1907, and based on the receipts for the 
previous year, which were under three 
million dollars. At that time there was 
little to indicate the subsequent sud­
den increase in timber revenues from 
licenses and royalties,- which in 1906 
amounted to $509,000, and last year re­
alized $2,258,000, or a million and one- 
half more than the estimate. Again In , 
1906 nothing was received under the | 
terms of the Chinese Restriction Act, I 
and it was supposed that the $600 head ' 
tax had effectually stopped this im­
migration, so nothing Was placed un­
der this head In the estimates, while 
in 1908 the province received $345,000 as 
its share of the tax collected by the 
Dominion government.

Also, under the arrangement 
made by the premier at the 
conference at Ottawa in the fall of 
1907, the province received an addition 
of $215,000 to the former subsidies. In 
these three items alone ah Increase of 
considerably over two millions is ac­
counted for, which could hardly have 
been foreseen at the time the estimates 
were framed, a circumstance not likely 
to occur again now that the meeting 
of the legislature is held so close to the 
commencement ot the fiscal year, 
changed at last seesion -from July 1st 
to April 1st. This unexpected excess 
led to the large surplus referred to- in- 
my opening remarks, and naturally left 
a considerable cash balance to the 
credit of the provlttoe.

No Deal at All.
The leader of the opposition said this 

was another example of how much 
the member for Nanaimo could make 
out of nothing.

Let Time Limit Stand Over.
Mr. Macdonald offered to allow his 

proposal as to time limit to stand for 
discussion separately if the attorney- 
general Would discuss the other fea­
tures of the amendment. He desired to 
have it made Clear to the voter in the 
notice sent him what the objection was 
which was made to the retention of 
his name on the list. His amendment 
aisb made it clear that names could 
only be struck off at the court of re­
vision in open court

The attorney-general expressed his 
willingness to consider these and re­
draft the section. At the same time he 
said he intended to extend the time of 
noticé of objection from fifteen days 
to thirty days.

Mr. Hawthomthwaite said it was 
apparent the government was trying 
to rush legislation so as to get rid of 
the whole hippodrome—for that was all 
the legislature was—and settle down 
to enjoy office and salary.
