The premier-en comiug te the frent was
feebly applanded. The opposition can-
didate, Mr. Wm. Herd, and Major Mut-
tér, ‘were inviteld Ito the front and ‘toek

ts ‘on the platform.
"e‘ir. Tumerpcraved the indalgence of
his slim’ audiénce for his lack of pre-
paration and the dryness'of his subject.
He was aware from the public' press
that there were complaints against the
government, but he wonld ounly assume
responsibility for the -aets of the past
three years. He was not entitled to do
more than that, seeing “the opposition
would not take upon them the odivm of
the ‘old Beaven iegime. One %reat com-
laint against the government was ex-
gravagangce, but. he cons?:lzred though
they had expended largely and though
they had looked well after their own in-
terests the expenditure had also been
in the interests ef the province; the only
way to help the proviiice-was to spend
money. Speaking of the revenue, though
it had declined a few yeams ago owing
to stoppage of land wales; and dull times
generally, the government had facad the
difficulty and borrowed largely, so th‘at
the rovenue had ingreased to double its
former amount. . #he government rail-
way-policy ‘had been a progressive one;
the railways in the Kootenay country
had increased the revenue
from $40,000, as formerly, to $230,000
at present. Tn dealing with the Nakusp
and Siocan guarantee, Mr. Tnrner mada
a- very, bitter attagk on the late MrT.
Kitchen, who had .opposed that arrange-
ment, ‘which the audience did not se:m
to think was very good taste on Mr.

Steamer Willapa, Capt. Foote, which
returned this afternoon from the west
coast brings news that the launch, life-
boat, canvas boat and dory of the lost
schooner Jane Gray, together with a
quantity of miscellaneous freight and
wreckage have been . found by west
coast Indians, buf no trace of more sur-
vivors or the remains of the unfortun-
ates have been found. The Willapa was
off Kyaquot on her up trip wher Capt.
sen, looking like an upturned object ot to

sea, looking lie an upturned vessel. He .

at once ‘ma:de out to it, only to find that
it was a dead whale. - On: arriving’ at
‘Kyugquot he reported sighting the whale

Indians and a party started out to secure :

the carcase.  Instead‘of finding it, How-
ever, they enme across ‘the thirty-foot
lannch  belonging' to. the Italiam:party,
who were passengers on the Jane Gray
en route to Mount 8t."Blias. 'The lnunch
was right side up and in almost as géod
condition as when she left her makers’
shop. Saving a_few books and papers
there 'was nothing on“her to show that
she had any passengers. Fourteen of the
siwashes towed the launch to Kyuquot,
and are holding it until each one is ‘paid
$10 salvage. - The dead 'whale was se-
cured by Neuchatlitz Indians. On ar-
riving at "Abousétt” Capt. Foote found
that the Indians there had found  the
life-boat and a eanvas boat of the Jane
Gray. Both were picked up at seat over
three miles from the shore, floating right
side up, and in good condition. Neither
‘had anything in it to show that men had
been board. The dary was also pieked
up afloat, and ifi gocd condition by ‘the
Xootka Indians,

About thirty of the Victoria sedling
fleet will go to the Behring sea this ‘year
to. make their last cruise in the misty
northern waters. Aecording to the terms
of the modus vivendi the sea will- be
