From this it will be seen that whilst
trad > increased from 1868 to 1896, barely
$108.000,000, in the eight years frqm
1897 to 1904 the increase was $215,564,-
176. in other words the increase in the
volume of trade since July 1st, 1896,

Has Been Just Double
what it was between July 1st, 1867, and
June 30th, 1896,

Taking the amount of exports and im-
ports, it appears that from 1881 to 1896
the imports, less settlers effects, were
$1,863,080,629, whilst the exports were
$1,398,989.755, being an excess of im-
ports over exports of $464,000,874;
whilst in the eight years 1897 to 1904,
the imports were $1,482,584,411, " settlers
effects being again deducted, and the ex-
ports $1,500,393,441, being an excess of
exports over imports of $17,809,030. i

Tius it will be seen that whilst the
total trade for the period of sixteen
years, less gettlers effects, was $3,262,-
089,384, so great has been the prosper-
ity of the country in the last eight years
that the trade amounts to $2,982,977,852
or within one-tenth of an equal amount.

It is worthy of special notice that a
great change has, during the last years,
taken place in the relative positions of
the imports and exports. In the first
period of sixteen years it will be noticed
that the imports are very largely in ex-
cess of the exports; whilst in the latter, |
or eight year period, the exports are
glightly in excess of the imperts. Thus
whilst for sixteen years the country was
importing more than one-third more
goods than it was_ exporting, during the
last eight years it has exported slightly
more than it has imported. The prin-
ciple has been laid down by fiscal ex-
perts that the dmports of a country
should balance, or thereabouts, its ex-
ports, this being regarded as a proof
that trade is in a wholesonre

and the conditions of Canada during the
¢ight year period have been in accord-
ance with that principle. = Again there
are many who believe that the exports
should be in excess of the imports, and
to those the statement for the last eight
Years must be productive of intense
sati i The fact that for sixteen
years our exports were twenty-five per
cent.

NEW YORK TRAGEDY.

Woman a Self-Confessed Accomplice in
Murder of Two-Year-Old Daughter.

New York, Sept. 6.—A confessed aec-
complice insthe murder of her two-year-
old daughter, whose mutilated body was
subsequently bathed and neatly clad in
its best clothes and then tossed into the
open doorway of a West Side tenement
house, Agnes Hyland, aged 25 years, was
locked ‘up last night. Gustave Denser,
a plumber with whom the woman lived
as his housekeeper, is also under arrest.

The mother told the police that Denser
killed her little girl Gertrude, because
it was “in the way,” and that she helped
to dispose of the body. The janitor of
the tenement yesterday stumbled over
the body, which wrapped in a newspaper,
lay in a corner of the dark stairway.
Physicians found a mortal wound on the
temple, while the face bore nine stab
wounds, apparently made by a penknife.
Later in the day the body was identifitd
by the janitress of a tenement on West
Forty-fifth street, the home of the Hy-
land woman. The arrest of the mother
and Denser and the confession of the
former followed,

According to the mother the child,
who was an attractive, robust youngster,
with a profusion of light curly hair
and blue eyes, was beaten to death the
previous night becanse Denser, who has

! three children of his own, objected to

her presence in ‘the home. Later }he
mother washed her body to remove blood-
stains, and dressing it carried it to the
doorway where it was found.

Nhe
Russians teck the vessel in tow for some
hours, but on receiving a wireless mes-
sage that the Japanese squadron was
approaching they llew up tht vessel,
after removing the crew, who were seal-
ers, and nad nothilg whatever to do
with the war. Noding is “known in
London c¢f the continued imprisonment
of th« Canadians, their case fiot having
Leen reported to the foreignm office nor
to. Lord Stratheona. Medwied is an ex-
tensive militury station not far 'from St.
Petersburg.” 1

According to eminent legal :authori-
ties in Montreal the detention of these
men is absolutely illegal. The Montreal
Star thus comments on the case:

The imprisonment of two Canadians,
R. Finlay, of Victoria, B.'Cj and C.
Grant, of . Pictcu, N. 8., in a Russian
military prison, is causing censiderable
discussion in legal circles in -the eity.
There is no possible doubt in‘the minds
of the legal gentlemen who discuss the
case. hat this imprisonpment ‘is entirely
unjustifiable.

Mr. Honore Gervais, K. €i, M. P,
professor of internatiomal law at-Laval
University, discussing the matter to-day,
said: “The detention of thesé men is
altozether illegal.’ ‘Of course; it is just
possible that the ‘continued deétention is
due to the ignordnce of the 'men them-
selves that they haye to ask for their
relense. The rule of ail natiéfis is that
prisoners of war must be kept in com-
fortable guarters,’’ properiy ‘f'ed, and.
allowed communication with the outside;
world, naturally:#inder censdbship. If:
thése conditions have not been'observed
in the present ch%e, the con@ict of the
Russians has béen what is cénstrued in
law" as an unfriendly act, agd England
has the right to démand an apélogy.

Even the Japanese on board the sealing
vessel were' not subject to arrest, while
their ship might be “subject to_capture,
The British view of the international law
differs, at least in theory, from‘the con-
tinéatal: view. Under the British inter-
national cdde every citizen of a country
with which England is at war is belli-
gerent, whether he bears armg or ot,
and, as an enemy, is subject t'o“ capture
and even to: death. 'This theory, hbdw-
ever, as is remarked by Prof. Holland,
of Harvard, lately, has grown obsolete.
. “The contirental "doctrine, on’; the
other haud, is based on the sayling of
Jean Jacques Rousseau ‘that stafes go
to war but citizens do not.’
cording to this code, ‘and especially ac-
cording to the interpretation published
by that eminent Russian author, Fred-
erick de Martens, a relative of whom is
now with Mons, de Witte at Ports-
mouth, no citizen of Japan can be' held
as a prisoner of war by Russia, unless
he was actually engaged in some way in
furthering the war, either as a member
of the army or in carrying confr nd,
or in some other capacity. Now under
that doctrine, the Japanese sealers
could not be held as prisoners and much
less could British subjects.

“I sm therefore convinced thdt so
soon as this case is brought to the atten-
t:nn or the Russian authorities these men
will be liberated and allowed to réturn
to Canada.” i
