A Universal Language.

A universal language has long been one
of the pressing needs of the world. In the

commercial world this need is being fairly on the war and the twentieth century will

well supplied by the English lan, e,
and if it eontinuZl to spre-gd as it hﬁ&r
ing the last guarter of a century, business
mien of all nationalities and in the remot-
est corners of the earth will soon be able to
cummunicate freely with each other.

Next to a universal language a universal
system of shorthand by which business
and literary men can freely correspond
with each other, or which will enable othere
to use their notes as occasion may require,
takes perhaps ‘the second place.

The only system that bids fair to accom-

lish this is the Isaac Pitman. Besides

ing almost exclusively used throughout
the British Empire, it has during the last
ten years made great headway in the
United States, where till recently a number
of modifications of the Pitman system were
extensively used. Lately it has been offi-
cially adopted, in the High Schools of
Greater New Vork, and in leadiug educa-
tional institutions all over the United
States.

it isthe only system recommended for
use in the High Schools of Ontario. Dr. A.
H. McKay, superintendent of educatlon for
Nova Scotia, makes a strong plea for its
adoption in the Nova Scotia public schools,
largely on the ground that it is the only
system that stands any chance of becoming
a universal system.

Isaac Pitman during his life time enjoyed
many gratifying evidences of public ap-
grcculiun. the most notable of which, per-

aps, was the honor of knighthood con-
ferred upon him by Queen Victoria in re-
cognition of the great benefit of his inven-
tion to the English speaking people. Could
he have lived to witness the more recent
successes of his system he would have

realized even more fully than was permit-
ted to him the importance and success of
his life's work —Daily Telegraph
