COLONEL ROOSEVELT AGAIN.

As The Standard expected, ex-President Roosevelt
has caused an excitement in Rome. He accomplished
this much before his arrival, so that there are yet large
possibilities before him. It does not appear that any-
body is to blame for the failure of the ex-President to
obtain an audience with the Pope.
