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Increase ‘of Almost Ten
Million Bushels
Estimated.

IARRANGEMENTS FOR
MANY HARVESTERS

‘Best Outlook in Madny
Years, Says President of
Grain Exchange--Cutting
to Commence Soon.

Winnipeg, July 29.—The provincial
department of agriculture and immi-
{gration estimate the wheat crop for
Ithe province of Manitoba this year
at 65,003,212 bushels. The acreage
|last year under wheat was 2,823,362
iand the yield 58,483,579 bushels. The
acreage this year is 3,141,218, the in-
crease from last year being 317,856
acres.

If the yield per acre this vear is
4.07 bushels per acre less than last
year the wheat crop of the province
this ‘gear will be 50,258,488 bushels.
If the yield per acre this year approx-
imates that of last year, and this is
the present ‘indication, then the wheat
érop will be 65,003,212 bushels for the
province.

To harvest the crop the province
requires 25,000 men and practically
an equal number is claimed by each
of the other western provinces.

A conference was held yesterday
afternoon between representatives-of
the three provinces, and the different
rallways for the purpose of making
definite arrangements with regard to
harvesters’ excursions from eastern
Canada  and  elsewhere. Joseph
Burke, provincial immigration agent,
is at Quebec meeéting British har-
vesters' excursions sent out from the
offices of the provinces from the old
country.

Splendid Crop.

“We have a splendid crop, in fact,
the best for many years,” said An-
drew Kelly, the president of the grain
exchange, and president of the West-
‘ern Canada Flour Mills Company, this
morning, who has just returned from
a long trip by the Canadian Northern
Railway to Edmonton, via Furman
and home via Saskatoon and Regina.
He is full of optimism at the pros-
pects.

“To come down to hard facts,” said
Mr. Kelley, “I saw barley being cut
at many points. Barley harvest will
be general at'the end of the 'wedk.
It is a splendid crop.” .

“I saw wheat turning color in many
districts, and there will be much
wheat cut next week and the wheat
harvest will be general August 15.
The great bulk of the oats crop will
gljo ‘be ready by that time. I saw
Aittle flax, but the little is good.
| “The weather is ideal for filling
and maturing, and a few weeks more
of it will see Western Canada with
the biggest yield of wheat she has
ever had. I base this on increased
acreage and the general satisfactory
condition of the crop.”

With Alfalfa and Corn
New Brunswick Could
Raise and Export. Cattle—
To Test this Fodder.

e

“If alfalfa and corn for fodder can
be satisfactorily raised in New
Brunswicl) and I think they can, New
Brunswick/ can beat any other part of
Canada in the production of cattle for
the British beef markets,” said J. B.
Daggett, secretary of the Provincial
Department of Agriculture, to a re-
porter yesterday.

“We can not only save the cost of
the long haul from the west, but we
can put our cattle on the British mar-
ket in the best of condition. Beef cat-
tle brought from Alberta to St, John
by train lose from 150 to 350 pounds
in weight on the journey, and it is
pretty difficult to fatten them up
again on the voyage across the ocean.
The essential factor in the raising of
beef cattle is cheap fodder.

“In this province, up to the present,
the farmers have not given any seri-
ous attention to the solution of the
problem of securing cheap fodder.
Most of our people have only dabbled
with farming, and if it was not for
the fact that we have up the St. John
valley and through the centre of the
province as fine a farming country as
you can find anywhere they would not
be in it. It has been so easy for the
farmers to make a comfortable living
in the central districts of this prov-
ince that they have not fully realized
the necessity of scientific and up-to-
date methods. But in the other prov-
inces the farmers have been obliged
to go in for scientific farming, and our
people must do the same.

“Our phovince could be a large ex-
porter of cattle, but at present we are
not producing near enough {o supply
the home markets with beef. The first
step is to take up the matter of rais.
ing fodder, and I see no reason why
we should not raise alfalfa and corn
here'as well as they do in the prov-
ince of Ontario. Our season may be
a little shorter, but we have more
molsture and sunshine. The experi-
ments made with raising alfalfa in this
province have been fairly satisfactory,
but few farmers have taken up alfafa
culture seriously.

“H. G. Sears,, who has had consider-
able experience with raising alfalfa,
believes conditions here are suitable,
and my department intends to do what
it can to enlist interest in the produc-
tion of this fodder. As for corn it has
never been raised to any extent, but
the crops have usually been good, and
it should be possible to raise it on an
extensive scale, and place it in silos
for feeding purposes. Elsewhere the
stocks and ears are chopped up and
used for fodder.”

“How about sheep raising?”

“We will never be able to do much
in the way of sheep raising till the
province is rid of dogs,” said Mr. Dag-
gett.” All over the province every-
body seems to keep a good for noth-
ing dog. In Fredericton and other
towns you see hundreds of dogs. Of-
ten they go in packs long distances
during the night to worry or kill sheep
and return home before daylight look-
ing as innocent as you please. Even
if the dogs only chase the sheep the
effect is bad. A flock of ewes which
have been worried by dogs very often
do not bear lambs. It is a mystery
why peopile persist in keeping a lot of
mongrel dogs, which are absolutely
useless, and which prevent the devel-
opment. of a profitable industry in the
province.” :
