The main outlines of the battle have
been dealt with already. We know
what troops took part in it and how
they bore themselves, but the thous-
and vivid and intimate episodes seen
between two blasts of gun fire or re-
counted by men met by chance in some
temporary shelter can never all be
told. Yet they are too characteristic
in their unconsciousness to be left
without an attempt at a record, so I
glive a little handful from a great har-
vest,

In the days before the battle, when
the Canadians lived, for the = most
part, in and about Sailly, whence one
£aw, as I have already written, the
German trench flares, like Northern
lights on the horizon, Hon. Captain
Costigan, Calgary, was the field cashier
and lived as the fleld cashier must, de-
cently remote from the firing line.
Then came the great attack that prov-
ed Canada, and the German flares ad-
vanced and advanced till they no long-
er resembled flickering auroras, but
the sizzling electric arc lights of a
great city. Captain Costigan locked
up his pay chest, and abolished his
office, with the words: “There is no
paymaster.”

Major Guthrie Keen to Get Into the
Fight.

Next sinking his rank as Honorary
Captain, he applied for work'in the
trenches and went off a Lieutenant of
the Tenth Canadians, who needed of-
ficers; he was seen no more, until Mon-
day morning, when he returned to
search for his office, which had been
moved to & cellar at the rear and was
at the moment in charge of a Ser
geant. But he had only returned to
inveigle some officer with a gift for
accounts into the paymastership. This
arranged he sped back to his Tenth
Battalion. it

He was not the only one of his de-
partment who served as a combatant
on that day. Hon. Captain McGregor,
of British Columbia for example, had
been paymaster for the Canadian Scot-
tish, Sixteenth Battalion, He, too, arm.
ed with & cane and revolver, went
forward at his own desire to hand-to-
hand fighting in the wood, where he
was killed fighting gallantly to the
last.

The case of Major Guthrie, of
New Brunswick, is somewhat simi-
lar, He was major of the Twelfth
Battalion, still in England, but
was then at the front. in some lo

the brigade headquarters a couple of
miles in the rear. A
man on foot who, at every risk, must
bear the message entrusted to him to
its destination, over ground cross-
harrowed by shell fire and possible in
the enemy’s occupation. One such
runner was despatched, and was no
more heard of until days after the bat-
tle, when the Lieutenant Colonel re-
celved a note from him in hospital. It
ran: “My Dear Colonel Currie, I am
80 sorry that you will be annoyed with
me for not bringing back a receipt for
the message which you sent to head-
quarters by me. I delivered the mes-
sage all right, but on the way badk I
was hurt by a shell, and I am taking
this first opportunity of letting you
know that the message was delivered,
as I am.afraid that you will be-angry
with me. I am now in hospital. Yours
truly, (signed), M. K. Kerr.”

It-1s. characteristic of the Colonel
and our country that he should always
refer to the private as M. K. Kerr,
and from the English point of view
equally characteristic that Kerr’s re-
port should begin: “My Dear Colonel
Currie,” and it marks the tone of the
whole battalion that only two hun-
dred and fifty should have come unm+
scathed out of the affair.

Incidents of the Battle

And here is a story of a brigade
headquarters in a house surrounded
by a moat over which there was only
one road. On Thursday the enemy's
artillery found the house, and later
on, as the rush came, their rifie fire
found it also. The staff went on with
its work untll the end of the week,
when incendiary shells set the place
alight and they were forced to move.
The road being impossible on account
of shrapnel, they swam the moat, but
one of them was badly wounded, for
whom swimming was out of the ques-
tiom. Captain Scrimger, medical offi-
cer, attached to the Royal Montreal
Regiment, protected the wounded man
with his own body against the shrap-
nel that was coming through the nak-
ed rafters, and carried him out of the
blazing house into the open. Two of
the staff, Lieut. Col. Hughes (brigade
major of the Third Infattry Brigade),
and Lieut. Thompson, (Third Brigade
Grenade Company officer), then re-
swam the moat, and, waiting for a lull
in the shell fire, got the wounded man
across the road onto a stretcher and
into dressing station,-after which they
went on with their official duties.

This is but one of a hundred deeds
done on the spur of the moment, of
which there will never be any memo-
rial, except the moment’'s cheer, or
the mpment’s laughter from those
who had time to observe.

A man can be both heroic and ab-
surd in the same act, and human na-
ture under a strain always leans to
the comical. What follows is not at
all comical, though it made men laugh
at the time.

In one of the many isolated bits of
nightwork it happened that a German
detachment was cut off by one of ours
and its situation was hopeless. There
wag something like a gasp as the ene-
my. realized this, and then a silence,
broken by a voice, crying in unmis-
takable German-Americam accents,
“Have a heart.”

Suggested that New Cabinet

London, May 21.—(Gazette Cable)—
That the Overseas Dominions should
oot have to wait until the war is con-
cluded in order to participate in a new
form of Empire government, but should
now be active advisers of the Imperial
government, is the suggestions made
by Sir Lawrence Gomme, former chief
clerk of the London County Council.
Writing to the DailyyTelegraph he ad-
vocates that the coalition ministry
should be an Empire coalition of or-
ganizing -l iReall
singles out Premier Botha of South
Africa, who should work with Lord
Kitchener.

The attack on Lord Kitchener by the
Northcliffe "group of newspapers is
arousing a good deal of resentment,
which is freely expressed by oppo-
sition journals. The Pall Mall Gazette
declares that if the working of the
constitutional machine is made more
difficult we shall be near a situation
which will drive democracy to demand
a dictatorship.

The Globe, which- has advocated a
coalition government, says that when
the full story of the shells supplied to
the British army is toM it will be
found that Lord Kitchener has been
improperly attacked.
