It Is clear that all the Allied coun­
tries do not regard with equal com 
placency the prospect of Japanese in­
tervention in Siberia. Although recog 
nised as a partner of the Entente Alli­
ance Japan has not yet borne any 
share in the military operations of the 
Allies on any of the battlefronts. Her 
navy, first In the capture of Klao- 
Chou, later In assisting to clear the 
Pacific of enemy raiders, and still later 
In submarine hunting in the Mediter­
ranean, has done splendid work and 
for this the Allies should be deeply 
grateful.

That Japanese troops might be em­
ployed on the western front has been 
mooted from time to time and stories 
have been told to the effect that the 
men of the East were already repre­
sented In that war area. But these 
stories have not been confirmed and 
no Japanese troops have appeared in 
France or Plunders. It is not hard to 
find a reason for this. The obvious 
difficulties of transportation would ren­
der it a tremendous task to transport 
a military force from Japan to Europe 
and political objections might also bo 
involved. Yet this plan has been talk­
ed of in Paris and a member of the 
Franco-Japanese Society, in a commu­
nication published in the Figaro esti­
mated that it would require but twen­
ty five days to transport Japanese 
troops to Europe via San Francisco 
and New York. Against this plan at 
this time is the difficulty of securing 
Atlantic transport. All the ships 
which are. or can be made available 
on the Atlantic will be engaged for 
months in carrying the American army 
so the possibility of bringing Japanese 
to the western front has been post­
poned practically Indefinitely.

The existing situation in the Eiv>t 
opens up new possibilities. The tri­
umphal parade of the Germans across 
Russia menaces the Allies' Interest.* 
in the Far East and may be regarded 
as threatening to Japan ns well. If it 
is actually necessary for any of the 
Allies to act In Siberia Japan is the 
logical candidate’ for the tusi; Nego­
tiations are now in progress toward 
that end and action, it is stated, lias 
been determined upon. Some of the 
Allied nations have expressed confi-

If the Foster government has au­
thority to introduce a bill covering the 
case of the Valley Railway, for this is 
the purpose of the projected legisla­
tion, what is to prevent the same gov­
ernment from going a little deeper Into 
the past and again uncovering the 
Central mess?
