Your committee further is of the
opinicn that the Vocational Act pass-
od by the legislature in 1918 centra-
lizes too much power in the hands of
the Vocational Board. For example,
a director of vocational work for the
| City of St. Johm must, before ap-
Duintment, be approved by the Voca-
tional Board and no teacher can be
appointed on the staff of a vocational
school without receiving the approval
of the same board. In view -of the
fact that the local vocational commit-
tee must provide, at the expense of
the city, the school building for such
work, as well as considerably more
than balf the money required for the
maintenanice of such school, your
committee do not contemplate this
part of the act with any great degrees
of satisfaction and feel that it ought
to be amended in that particular, as
far as the City of St. John is concern-
ed e
in conecelusion, your committee beg

to call the board’s attention to the
fact tiat the amoumt for which the
board can assess the city this year is
nearly $6,000 less than the sum re
quired for maintenance and salaries
of teachers, - officials and Jjanitors, so
that nothing from this year's assess-
ment is available for the reduction
of the: overdraft.
We therefore suggest that the
board, in view of all these facts, re-
commend the mayer and commission-
ers to take a plebiscite on the ques-
tion of establishing a vocational
school in the Oity of St. John in the
near future, and should the decision
be favorable to the establishment of
swch a school, that the board pro-
ceed at once to carry out the will
of the people.
