_ Comstamtinople, Aug. 24—The pub
lic Ledger foreigfn service today re
ceaived by courier fnom Sebastopol, the
seat of the Wrangel government in the
Crimea, a most authoritative acoount
of conditions in the 2zone of Generaf
Wrangel's army, written by an ob
server wiro intterviewc: Prime Minis.
ter Krivoshein, of Wrangel’'s govern:

~While the observer admits condi
tions have greatly improved since Gen.
Deniken’s departure, he declares
low intrigue, Bolshevist propa-
ganda, the influx of refugees, the inter-
Allied campaign and the growing Ger
man influence convince the oflicials
that “there is litule hope of uitimately
holding back the Bolshevists shonld
they find it possible to release troops
from the Polish front and move them
to the Crimea.

South Russia Situation Improves,

This exclusive report to the Public
Ledger follows: 5

“The sitnation has improved beyond
recognition in South Russia since the
gonoral demonstration of the amti-Bol-
shevist forees, prior to the evaciration
of Novorossisk. The difference is
evident to an observer immediately he
enters the port of Sebastapol. The Al
led naval authorities admit improve.
ment and they admire the way in
wiiich the harbor has been cleared,
useless material scrapped and remov
ed and the several Russian warships
cleaned and painted.

“The general impression given was
that the Ruscan army is rapidly re
oovering its self-respect and beeoming
again a real mulitary force. That Gen-
eral Wrangel has dome more in a short
time than could ever have been ex
peoted of one man was the unanimous
opinion of the foreign representatives

“The general situation was franikly
discussed by Krivoshein, the priTie
minister who was optimistic concern-
ing - the existing mil i
though he admitted eves hing depend
ed on external support, The present
moment was extromely critical, whiie
the economic situation, always bad
had been further complicated by the
influx of Caucasian refugees. There
was & shortege of bread and although
the locul harvest of barley was rather
good, there were no means of grind
ing the flour. There were never sufli
cient mills in the Crimea, so thaf
barley was being exported to Constan
tinople and elsewhere and efforts wene
being made to fmport flour. People
who did not understand the situation
considered this export of barley as an
in the Crimea, but this was not the
case.

“The main object of General Wran
gel's advance had beem to obtain the
grain harvest and he had been suc
cessful in this, Large stores of grain
which the Bolshevists had collected
for exportatior to central Ruwssit were
found, but as Wrangel was confronted
by two main aifficulties, payment and
transport, very little of this grain had
reached the Crimea because peasants
refused to accept payment in papes
and demanded goods in exchange,

“General Wrange! was disinclined to
requisition grain compulsorily and an
tagonize otherwise friendly peasants.

intrigue Rife.

“Intriguwe is naturally rife in the
Crimew and an antd-British propaganda
was being actively carnied on which
was largely based on the alleged ill
treatment of Rapssian refugees by the
British authorities. There had been
gross misrepresentation of condibions
of life in the different refugee camps,
and the minds of the officeris had beer
greatly upset by false reports ef the
death or ilines: of their wives and

, children. In response to their urgent
demand General Wrangel, against hie
better judgment, finally decided to al
low all refugees to return to the Cri
mea. Immediately batches of refugees
began arriving from the Caucasus, Six
thousand had aiready arrived and
10000 more were expected. This in
flux of refugees led directly to famine
in Yalta, whero thomwsainls were dying
of hunger.

“No additienal confingemts of refu
goes were expected from Egypt, Cyprus
and Princes ’slands, and Wrangel is
much distunbed mt the prospect since
there is no organization for feeding or
housing them. Chaos and diSastes
would follow, which were the objects
directly aimed at by the individuales
who directed the agitation. Wrangel
has now requested the British author
ities to delay the return of the refun
gees to the Crimea until economic con
ditions improve and the general sitw
ation takes a more favorable direc
Lion.
