“AND GOD SHALL WIPE AWAY ALL
TEARS FROM THEIR EYES"

TALMAGE ON QUEEN'S DEMISE.

The Nations Were in Tears, and Human
Sympathy Was Felt im Werld-Wide
Fashion on That Mournful Occasien—
¥rom Highest Throne em Earth to
Throne in Heaven.

New York, March 10.—~A vast au-
dicnce crowded the Academy of Mu-
sic in this city to-day to hear Dr.
Talmage. Discoursing on ‘‘The Min-
istry of Tears,”” he put the misfor-
tunés of life in a cheerful light,
showing that if they were borne in
the right spirit they might prove to
be advantages. Ilis text was Rev.
vii, 17, ‘*“And CGod shall wipe away,
all tears from their eyes.””

What a spectacle a few weeks ago
when the nations ‘were in tears!
Queen Victoria ascended from the
highest throne on earth to a throne
in heaven. The prayer more often
offered than any prayer for the last
64 vears had been answered, and
God did save the Queen. All round
the world the bells were tolling, and

the minute guns were booming at
the obsequies of the most honored
woman of many centuries. As near

four years ago the ¥nglish and Am-
erican nations shook hands in con-
gratulation at the Quecen’s jubilee
so0 in these {imes two nations shook
hands in mournful sympathy at the
Queen’s departure. No people out-
gide Great Britain so deeply felt
that mighty grief as our people. The
cradles of many of our ancestors
were rocked in Great Britain. Those
ancestors played in childhood on the
banks of the Tweed or the Thames
or the Shannon. Take from our
veins the English blood or the Welsh
Mood or the Irish blood or
Scotch blood and the stream of our
life would be a mere shallow. They
are over there bone of our bone and
flesh of our flesh. It is our Wilber-
force. our Coleridge, our De Quincey,
our Robert Burns, our John Wesley,
our John Knox, our Thomas Cham-
bers, our Walter Scott, our Bishop
Charnock, our Latimer, our Ridley,
our Robert Emmet, our Daniel O’Co
our Robert IKmmet, our
O’'Connell, our Havelock, our RRus-
kin, our Gladstone, our good and
great. and glorious Victoria.

The language in which we offered
the English nation our condolence is
the same language in which John
Bunyan dreamed and Milton sang
and’ Shakespeare dramatized and
Richard Baxter prayed and George
Whitefield thundered. The Prince of
Wales, now King, paid reverential
visit. to Washington’s tomb at Mount
Vernon, and Longiellow’s statue
adorns Westminster Abbey, and Ab-
raham Lincoln in bronze looks down
upon Scotland’s canital. Tt was na-
tural that these (wo ndtions be in
tears. But I an not going to speak
of national tears, but of individual
tears and Bible tears.

Riding across a western prairie,
wild flowers up to the hub of the
carriage wheel, and while a long dis-
tance from auny shelter, there came
a sudden shower, .and, while the rain
was falling in torrents, the sun was
shining as brightly as I ever saw it
_shine, and I thought, What a beauti-
ful spectacle is this! So the tears
of the Bible are not midnight storm,
but rain on paunsied prairies in God's
sweet, and golden sunlight.

and Christ’'s tears, and the harvest
of jov that is to spring from the
rowing of tears. God ixes them;
God rounds them: God shows themn
where to fall: God exhales them. A
census js taken of them, and there is
a record as to the moment when
they were born and as to the place
of their grave. Tears of bad men
are not kept. Alexander in his sor-
row had the hair clipped from his
horses and mules and made a great

ado about his grief, but in all the
vases of heaven there is not one of
Alexander’s fears. [T speak of the
tears of Uod's children. Alas, me,
thev are falling all the time! In
summer  vou sometimes  hear the

growling thunder, and you sce there
is a storm'miles away, but you know
from the drift of the clouds that it
will not come anywhere near you.
So, though it may be all bright
around aboul you. there is a shower
of trouble somewhere all the time.
Tears, tears!

What is the use of them anyhow?
Why not substitute laughter? Why
not, make this a world where all
the peopie are well and eternal
strangers to pains and aches? What
i5 the use of an eastern storm- when
we might. have a perpetual nor’wes-
ter? Why, when a family is put to-
gether, not have them all stay, or,
if they must be transplanted to make
other homes, then have themn  all
live, the family record telling a stovy
of marriages and births, but of no
deaths? Why not have the harvests
chase each other without fatiguing
toil? Why the hard pillow, the hard
erust, the hard struggle? It is easy
ecough to explain a smile or a suc-
cezs or a congratulation, but come
now and bring all your dictionaries
and all your philosophies and all
vour religions and help me explain
a tear. A chemist will tell you-that
it is made up of salt and lime and
other component parts, but he misses
the chief ingredients—the acid of a
wnured life, the viperine sting of a
bitter memory, the fragments of a
broken heart. T will tell you what
a tear is. It §s agony in solution.
Hear, then, while T discourse of the
ministry of {ears or the practical
uses of sorrow.

First, it is the design of = trouble
to keep this world from being too
attractive. Something must be done
to make us willing to guit this ex-
istence. 1f it were not for trouble
this world would be a good enough
heaven for us. You and I would be
willing to take a lease of this life
for a hundred million ycars if there
were no trouble. The earth, cush-

’l The Kansas legislature has "passed an act
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wned and upholsteifed and pillared
and chandeliered at aich expense, no
story of other werlds could enchant
us. We would say: “Let well
cnough alone. If you want to die
and have your body disintegrated in
the dust and your soul go out on a
celestial adventure, then you can go,
but this world is good enough for
me.” You might as well go to
man who has just entered the Louvre
at Paris and tell him to hasten off
to the picture galleries of Venice or
F'lorence. ‘“Why,”” he would say,
‘““what is the use of my going there?
There are Rembrandts and Rubcenses

and 'Titians here that I have not
looked at yet.”” No man wants to
go out of this world or out of any
house until he has a better house.

It is trouble, my f{riends, that
makes us-feel our dependence upon
God. We do not know our own

weakness or God’s strength until the
last plank breaks. It is contempt-
ible in us that only when there ' is
nothing else to take hold of we catch
hold of God. Why, do you know
who the Lord is? He is not an aut-
ocrat, ' séated far wup in a palace,
from which he emerges once a year,
preceded by heralds swinging swords
to clear the way. No. He is a fath-
er willing at our call to stand by us

in every crisis and predicament of
life. I tell you what some of you
business men make me think of. A
man is unfortunate in business. Ie

has to raise a good deal of money,
ared raise it quickly, IHe borrows on
word and note all he can borrow.
After a while he puts a mortgage on
his house. After awhile he puts a
second mortgage on his house. Then
he puts a lien on his furniture. Then

he makes over his life insurance.
Then he assigns all his property.
Then he goes to his father-in-law

and asks for help. Well, having fail-
ed everywhere, completely failed, he
gets  down  on his knees and says,
**Oh, Lord, I have tried everybody
and cverything; now help me out af

this financial trouble.”” He makes
(lod the last resort instead of the
first resort.

A young man goes off from hoie
to earn his fortune. He goes with

his mother’s consent and benediction.
She has large wealth, but he wants

to make his own fortune. He goes
far away, falls sick, gets out of
money. He sends for the hotel keep-

e¢r where he is staying, asking for
lenience, and the answer he gets is,
““If you do not pay up Saturday
night, you’ll be removed to the hos-

pital.”” The young man sends to a
comrade in the same building. No
help. He writes to a banker who

was a friend of his deceased father.
No relief. Saturday night comes,
and he {is moved to the hospital.
Getting here, he is frenzied with

grief, and he borrows a sheet of pa--

per and a postage stamp, and he sits
down, and he writes home, saying:
“‘Dear mother, I am sick unto death.
Come.’”” It is 20 minutes of 10
o’clock when she gets the letter. At
10 o’clock the train starts. She is
five minutes from ithe depot.  She
gets there in time to have five min-
utes to spare. She wonders why
the train that can go 40 miles an
hour cannot go 80 miles an hour.

She rushes into the hospital. She
says: ‘“‘My, son,, what does
all this mean? Why, did
you mnot send ,for = me? You
sent to everybody but me. You

knew I could and would help you. Is
this the reward I get for my kind-
ness to you always?’: She bundles
him up, takes him home and gets
him well very soon.

Now, some-of you treat God just
as that woung man: treated his moth-
er. When you get into a financial
perplexity, you call on the banker,
you call on the broker, you ¢:iill on
vour creditors, you call on your
lawyer for legal counsel, you call
upon everybody, and whea you can-
not get any help then yvou g9 Lo
God. You say: ‘“‘Oh, Lord, I ome
to thee. Help me now cuat of my
perplexity.”” And the YLord «omes,
though it is ‘in the eleventh howur.
He says: ““Why did you not sead for
me before? As one whom his motaer
comforteth, so will I comfort you.”’
It is to throw us back upon God
that we have this ministry of tears,

Again, it is the use.of trouble to
capacitate us for the office of sym-
pathy. -“The priests, under the old
dispensation, were set apart by hav-
ing water sprinkled wupon their
hands, feet and head, and by the
sprinkling of tears people are now
set apart to the office of sympathy.
When we are in prosperity, we like
to have a great many young pcople
around us, and we laugh when they
laugh, and we romp when theyv
romp, and we sing when they sing,
but when we have trouble we like
plenty of old folks around. Why?
They know how 1o talk. Take an
aged mother, 75 years of age, and
she is almost omnipotent in com-
fort. Why? She has been through
it all. At 7 o’clock in the morning
she goes over to comfort a young
mother who has just lost her babe.
Grandmother knows all about that
irouble. Jifty yeats ago she {clt
it. At 13 o’clock of that day she
goes over to comfort a widowed
soul. She knows all about that.
She has been walking in that dark
valley 20 years. At 4 o’clock in the
afternoon some one knocks at the
door, wanting bread. $She knows all
about that. Two or three times in
her life she came to her last loaf.
At 10 o’clock that night she goes
over to sit up with some one severc-
ly sick. She knows all about it.
She knows all about fevers and
pleurisies and broken bones. She has
been doctoring all her life, spreading
plasters and pouring out bitter drops
and shaking up hot pillows and con-
iriving things to tempt a poor appe-
tite. Drs. Abernethy and Rush and
Hosack and Harvey were great doc-
tors, but the greatest doctor the
world ever saw is an old Christian
woman. Dear me! Do we not re-
member her about the room when we
were sick in our boyhood? Was there
any one who could ever so touch a
sore without hurting it! And when
she lifted her spectacles against her
wrinkled forehead so she could look

closer at the wound it was three-
fourths healed. And when the Lord
took her home, although you may

have been men and women 30, 40, 50
years of age, you lay on the coffin
