The Pilgrim Spirit.
The spirit of pilgrimage which has
been so marked a feature of the religious

A gorrespondent
describes a visit recently made by more
than 2500 devout Catholics to a little
church at Whitemarsh, Prince Georgces
county, Maryland, where there isaspring
of pure cold water gushing from a rock
over which is a shrine consecrated to the
Virgin. To the water of this spring
miraculous curative properties are attri-
buted, which are effective, however, only
when those who drink them pray at the
shrine hardby. The priestof the parish,
who had long encouraged the idca
that _the Blessed Virgin lent her
benign influcnce to the waters of
the ' spring, and  who believed that
there was no reason why America should
be destitute of shrines like those of
Lourdes and Loretto, was the first to
suggest a pilgrimage. His suggestion
was seconded by the clergy of Washing-
ton and Baltimore, and the success
achieved surpassed all expectation. Two
trains, of nine cars each, packed fall,
went from Washington, and of twelve
cars from Baltimore; and the country
people flocked to the spotin large num-
bers, amazed at the strange spectacle.
Viewing it as a mere excursion, combin-
ed with religious exercises, the perform-
ance had no special interest, but as the
first pilgrimage on a large scale ever at
tempted in the United States, and an ef-
fort to establish a ‘shrine to rival those
of the old world, it was an occurrence of
peculiar significance. - We think a shrine
of some kind might be honored with a
pilgrimage in New Brunswick.. It will
never do to be behind the rest of the
wotld in this respect.

A break occurred in the old 24 inch
main near Donovan’s, on the Marsh
Bridge, on Saturday afternoon.

IHarbor Collisions.—The harboris lively -
with shipping, the available anchorage
being nearly all occupied. Yesterday the
steamer Andes, which was not moored,
as the port regulations require, was swung
round by the tide across the bows of &
schooner and the ship Charles H. QOulton,
which were just about to anchor.
