campaign meeting of the London Pro­
hibition Association on Sunday after- 
noon, In the Y. M. C. A. auditorium. 
Dr. A. S. Grant of the referendum com­
mittee, and Rev. Ben Spence of the 
Ontario Alliance, were the speakers. Bo 
urged all temperance workers and those 
who considered themselves loyal British 
subjects to enter whole heartedly into 
the campaign and influence every vote 
possible for total prohibition.

Stop Home Drinking.
Rev. Ben Spence said: "We have been 

successful in abolishing very ‘largely 
drinking and drunkenness, and now we 
want to wipe out drinking altogether, 
home drinking, private and secret drink­
ing, because since 1919 this is what we 
have seen in all its horror and naked­
ness—secret drinking.

This does not do, because what our 
home is, our country is. If we lessen 
the facilities we lessen the drunkenness, 
we want to wipe out drink altogether in 
this, we hope, our last campaign. If 
temperance wins a victory Ontario will 
be guarded on the outside by the 
Dominion bill 26 and against the manu­
facture of liquor on the inside by the 
Sandy bill. There are enough distillers 
in the province to make everybody 
drunk. We must have total prohibition.

Touch Root of Evil.
These two laws touch the very spot, 

the root of evil, and everyone ehould 
throw themselves whole heartedly into 
this campaign, get Into the fight and 
do everything humanly possible. We 
have enough patriotic men and women 
In this province to see the strategic 
moment—see what ought to be done.

At this juncture Ruthven McDonald, 
an old Londoner, sang his famous 
song, "Bury Him Deeply Down." Dr. 
A. S. Grant, the next speaker, remarked: 
"It is up to us to bury this beast we 
are fighting deep down. We must 
shoot to kill this time, and then bury
