TRIMMING FRUIT-TREES.

If you wish to have flavor in fruit, you must
hang it outside of the tree. Inside fruit grown
in the shade, will not mature. It lacks color;
it will lack fragrance and flavor, will be less
crisp and juicy. It is less bealthy also. All
fruit should be kept on the outside of the tree,
and distributed vniformly. It is no excuse to
say the orchard is large. What pays in one
tree will pay in a thousand. We may as well
bave good fruit, all of it, as not. Some trees
will do their own thinning, but many will not,
and must be attended to if good, fair, and umi-
form fruit is desired.

By thinning and distributing, the tree will be
strengthened for future bearing. It will have
a good look, with the fruit all visible and ali
alike, and all good, as good as sun and air can
make, and is not so apt in & rainy time to be-
come moldy.

When the top is dense and the circumference
close, there should be an opening made at an
apex, a thioning out of the branches. Some
trees will do this of themselves, but if not it
must be done by the pruner. This is not only
to let the moi: t air out, but the moisture trom
the ground where the branches reach it; the
tree seems like an inverted cup, holding the
moisture. Fruit inside this in a wet season
will necessarily be spoiled. There must be
air and light and a degree of dryness for the
fruit. If a little sun gets through the apex or
elsewhere it will not hurt any. It breaks
the monotomy also, and adds to the beauty of
the tree. An orchard can thus be treated ar-
tistically and aesthtetically, and be made an
object of interest to the eye, while at the same
time the beauty will be heightened by the
sense of the profit. Utility is always a
good foundation for beauty.—Couniry Gentle-
man.

SmepLe Remepy ror Croor.—A  lady
correspondent of the Maine Farmer says the
following is an effective remedy for croup:
Half a teaspoonful of pulverized alum in & lit-
tle molasses. It is a simple remedy, one al
most always at hand, and one dose seldom
fails to give reliet. Ifit should, repeat it after
one hour.

Doxestic Recipes.—Iron rust can be re-
moved by salt and lemon juice. Put hot tal-
low on ink stains betore sending to wash.
Don't bang colored articles in the sun to dry;
it fades them. Carpets can be easily cleaned
by sweeping them sprinkled with wet corn
meal or sawdust. An excellent tooth-powder
is made of equal parts of honey and powdered
charcoal.

There are few literary tasks more delicate in
coaception, or difficult in execution, than that
ot sketching a parent’s life—that parent a mo-
ther. It is so natural for the imagination,
enamoured of its study, to unduly control the
judgment, and thereby produce an ideal rathor
than a truthful picture. In this brief sketch,
we will endeavour, if possible, to guard against
this danger. And yet who that has felt the
exquisite tenderness of a mother's love, the ma-
‘gic power ot a mother's influence, and the deep,

My mother, whose maidén name was Sarah
McQuarrie, was born in Scotland about the
year 1791. She was, therefore, educated alto-
gether under the influence of Presbyterianism.
Her parents and grandparents, for generations,
was connected with the Kirk of Scotland. Af-
ter her emigrat: ion to Prince Edward Island, in
company with ber parents, she for many years,
continued to maintain her connection with that
bﬂneﬁdtheclmhofCh'iu,Mis.uhru
feeling and sympathy go.

It was not until after all ber children were
born, and for the most part grown up, that she
was brought under the influence of Methodism.
Prompted at first to attend Methodist meetings
through feelings of curiosity, she gradually
came to have a relish for them ; until, through
the instrumentality of Methodism, she was led
to realize ber naturally unboly nature, and was
at last enabled through faith in the Blood of
Christ, to claim a free and full pardon for all
her sins.

After her conversion, she distinctly showed
that Christianity was with her more than a
creed, a symbol, or a name—it was with her
vital prineiples, a spiritual life. Whilst mul-
titudes were thronging the mere vestibules of
the temple, offering their dead sacrifices to a
living God ; it was now her privilege to ap-
proach by the *‘ bew and living way,” and to
penetrate within the inner shrine, and, enve-
loped with the incense cloud of the great Aton-
ing Sacrifice, hold ** fellowship with the Fa-
ther, and, with His Son, Christ Jesus.”

The effects of her early, and somewbat
protracted Presbyterian education, were, to
s certain extent, apparent in the whole of
ber subsequent religious life. From her infan-
cy she was taught to reverence the Bible as the
Inspired Word of God ; and this she continued
to do with increasing reverence up to old age.
She was taught the same precept, likewise,
with regard to the Sabbath.

Her piety did not at at all partake of the
spasmodic, but was rather of & quiet, persever-
ing kind. She realized what the Psalmist
meant, when he says—** Be still and know that
I am God."—She was devotedly attached to
those religious services peculiar to Methodism,
and, when permitted, she loved to mingle with
the people of God in the more private means of
grace. My dear mother was permitted to en-
joy for many years almost uninterrupted bodily
bealth, but several years ago, she experienced
two successive Paralytic strokes, which shatter-
ed her physical, and very much weakened ber
mental power. This spring, when we bad the
privilege of visiting her, we found but a wreck
of her former selt—disease had made fearful
bavoc there, and it became quite apparent to
our mind, that the time of her departure was
*at hand.”
lite ™ moved slower and slower, the ‘¢ deathless
principle ” within gathered fresh strength, and
with uplited pinions and panting bosom, wait-
ed and watched the signal tor its flight. And
as each day some crumbling. fragment of the
earthly house gave way, the opening chink let
in upon her soul richer streams of the light and
blessedness of the upper world. As pines the
tond child tor its home, as sighs the way-worn
traveller for his rest, as longs the storm-t ossed
voyager for the port, so panted she to depart
and to be with Christ.

It was at 12 o'clock on Satarday night, the
23rd ult., that she departed to her rest. By the
power of a simple faith in the living Saviour,
she had wrested the dart from the King of Ter-
rors, on the confines of the eternal world, and
death was swallowed up in victory. As she
lay in the embrace of death, her countenance
was the image of repose.

« There lived no trace on that pale brow

Of wishes untulfilled:

The only hope of answered prayer,

The calm of perfect peace, was there,

The saints last sleep to gild.

*Twere more than crime to mar a rest

So tranquil, so supremely blest,”

The grave hides our dead from our sight
only—not from our memory. Neither the
green turf, nor the salt sea wave can bury the
still surviving memories of the dead. Nor do
we cease to live with them ! Doubtless they re-
member and love us still. They bear their
friendships and their love with them to the
skies, and doubtless, with increased tenderness
and affection, think of us.

MISS SARAH A. BOND, OF RAWDON.

In early life Miss Bond was attracted toward
the matter of personal religion under the la-
bours of the Methodist ministers who then visi-
ted Rawdon; but the instrmentality rendered
effectual in leading her to decision in regard
to service to God was a tract entitled, * The
Fatal Resolution.” She then made cboice of
« the good part,” and sought and obtained an
interest in the merits- of the Saviour, and re-
joiced in finding *‘the pearl of great price.” She
immediately united with the Methodist church,
and from that time until ber death, a period of
thirty-seven years —her course was throughout
one of entire Christian consistency, and of ear-
nest desire for thé glory of the Redeemer in the
prosperity ot His cause. Her last illoess was
one of five weeks continuance, during which
she in patienco possessed her soul, meekly sub-
missive to the will of Her Heavenly Fatbher,
confiding in His love, and in the full assurance
of the house not made with bands eternal in the
heavens.” She fell asleep in Jesus on the 20d

of October 1871, aged 52 years. -

Robert Archibal . Esq., departed this
life at Musquodoboit on the 22nd August last.
The deceased was a supporter of the Wesleyan
church for several years. In her pure and
simple ministration of the Word of God, he
found comfort and strength. The work of
grace in his beart was eminently a progressive
one ; years as they passed added ripeness to his
Christian experience. During the short period
in which the writer was acquainted with Mr.
L. he rejoiced to mark the Spirit giving strength
and distinctness to his contemplation of the
cross. For some months he anticipated speedy
dissolution. As the time drew near, the shrink-
ings of the fleshly nature gave way to joyous
longings to depart.
