London Cable.——The Daily News,
commenting on the situation between
Germany and the United States this
morning, says:

"It is much more than a decisive
triumph for the United States; it is a
Teévelanion of the internal position ot
Germany, iaced with the choice be-
iween reireat and war, Germany has
chosen to retreat. President Wilson
iay Wwea take satisfaction in having
re-established violated laws of hum-
anity without throwing himself into
the conthict.”

‘I'he Daily News considers the illness
Of Aumiral von Tirpitz the strongess
Pozsible confirmation of the belief
that the real crisis was not in Wash-
ingion, but in Berlin, and that it was
fore< benind suasion which compelled
a cnanze of front. It has been report-
€d Emperor \william supported Chan-
cellor Von Bethmann-Hollweg, and to-
day's news gives this report intense
significance.’

I'ne Daily Express supposes Ger-
many was glad to have an excuse for
abandoning a method of warfare
Which ccst more than it was worth;
and which covered tne German name
witn “ignominy.”

The Chronicie supposes the sinking
of the Arabic was a ‘‘try-on” to dis-
cover how much America would stand,
and that the outburst of American an-
ger finally decided the German gov-
ernment o yield something. The pa-
per criticises somewhat severely Pre-

The Standard assumes, in an edi-
torial, that the word “liner” will cov-
er broadly all passenger-carrying ves-
se_ls_ and rejoices unteignedly in the
triumph of Mr. Wilson's calm persis-
tence and unhurried firmness, and al-
80 in the evidence thus given of the
moral force which the United States
exercises in the affairs of the world.
It says that since the British navy
now has the submarine menace well |
in hand. it is not profitable to inquire
whether Germany made a virtue ol ne-
cessity,

“It should be borne in mind,” the
Btandard says, “that the President's
aim was not to be a ruler aud Jll(lfl"
over nations, but to protect the lives !

The ethical question remains uns t-l
tled, but President Wilson went as
far in hiz demands as Lis position as a
neutra] enabled him to go, and his
success establishes a principle which
will be extended beyvond its present
limits, For that =l humanity may
thank him. He has won a position
which will make his voice mcre/ pows
erful when the basis upon/wWnwh in-
ternational relations stand'comies to
be reaffirmed after the war.”

British Foreign Office Replies to
Recent Statements Made by
Berlin Headquarters.

CONFERENCE

Its Refusal by Germany Came Be-
fore the Russian Mobiliza-
tion.

London Cable.—In reply to recent
German statements, reating t the
crigin of the war, the British iforeign
Office has issued the. following:

“First—The Germans maintain that
the reason whick led to the rejection
of the proposal for a conference was
the mobilization of Russia. In Paper
No. 43 of our White Book, Sir E.
Goschen (British Ambassador at Ber-
lin) reported a conversation with the
German Secretary of State, reinsing
a conference.

‘“I'he Secretary of State said that
the suggested conference would prac-
tically amount to a court of urbigra-

tion, and could not 1n his opinion be
cullea together, except at the reguest
ct Austria and Russia. He maintained
wnat such a conterence was not prac-
ticable. He turther said that if Rus-
sia mobilized against Germany the
latter woulda have to follow suit. As
when le refused a conference he
referred to the possibility of Kussian
1mobilization it cannot now be main-

tained that the reason for the refusal ;

was the fact that Russia
izing.

The Limit of Defence on Ships Un-
der U. S. Laws,

London Cable.—ome doui)t having
existed in the minds of British ship-
ping men regarding the position under
American laws cf ships using defen-
sive armament, the Imperial Mer-
chants’ Guild to-day publishes rules

adopted for the guidance of officers
of the American Government, who are
charged with the duty of determin-
ing the peaceful character of particu-
larly armed vessels. 'The rules as
summarized occupy half a column in
the newspapers. They show that
ships may carry guns up to the elx-
inch-calibre variety, providing owners
of vessels.are able to show the inves-
tigators that such armament is intend-
ed only for defence.

MORE GAINS IN
THE CAMEROONS

Germans, After Series of Defeats:
Retreat in Disorder.

Their Deserters Attack and Rout
Former Comrades.

Paris Cable. Fighting continuues
in the Cameroons, the Genman colony
in Western Africa which the British
and French have been attempting
since the early part of the war to
wrest from the Germans. The Minis-
try of Colonies gave out a statement
to-day announcing further victeries.
It follows:

“French torces in the eastern and
south-eastern Cameroons are con-
tinuing a vigorous offensive in the di-
rection of Yaunde, capital of the col-
ony. The German troops were de-
feated in a series of engagements and
are retreating in great disorder,

“Many of the native German
troops surrendered, with their arms
and other equipment. A party of
these deserters while on their way to
our post at Aradmakej encountered a
company of Germans, who attempt-
¢d to bar their way. The deserters
defeated the Germans, and also at-
tacked &« German post at Sangeme-
lina.

“Our right column, coming
the north, attacked July 23-25 the
strongly-fortified positions at the
Dume station, simultaneously with an
attack from our southern column.
