An Act to incorporate the Village of Pembroke, in the
County of Renfrew.

W HEREAS the inhabitants of the Village of Pembroke, in the Preamble,
County of Renfrew, have by their petition represented, that

from the rapid increase of the. population of the said Village, it has
become necessary to tonfer upon it corporate powers, and prayed that

5 it may be incorporated accordingly, and it is desirable to grant the
prayer of the said petition; Therefore, Her Majesty, &c., enacts as
follows :

I. From and after the passing of this Act, the inhabitants of the Pembroke
Village of Pembroke shall be a body corporate apart from the Town- incorjorated

10 ship of Pembroke, in which the said Village is situate, and as such a vilage.
shall have perpetual.succession and a common seal with such powers
and privileges as are now orshall be hereafter conferred on incorporated
villages in Upper Canada, and the powers of such Corporation shall be
exercised by, through, and in the name of the Municipality of the

tered according to law, and also of lot number sixteen in the first
Concession of the said Township of Pembroke, .in the County of

holding such election, of which appointment he shall give notice in the Notice of
Newspaper published In the said Village, ten days before the said election.

IV. The duties of the sald Returning Officer, and the qualifications of Returningsucl fiat eecton, hai beOffiees85 voters and persons elected as Councillors at such first election, shall be
as prescribed by law with respect to Townships in Upper Canada.
