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OUR NEXT MAYOR.

The official course which Mr. Medcalf, as
Mayor of Toronto, has scen fit to persue, in
defiance of the feelings and wishes of the
largest and most interested portion of our
citizens is, to say the least, most imprudent
and censurable, and his more recent acts and
declarations indicate a determination on his
part to administer the government of this city
after a fashion of his own, wnd apparently
with thewsole purpose of catering for and
pleasing a certain class, a class who have little
or no.interest in the welfare, prosperity or
progress of our beautiful and enterprising city.

No respectable citizens who listened to Mr,
Medcalf's address to the crowd who gathered
about the City Hall during the nominations
on Monday last, but must have felt pained
and grieved, if not actually insulted, at both
the language and behavour of the man who
represents this city in the capacity of its
Chief Magistrate. His address was nothing
but the vainest egotism and defiant unblushing
effrontery. He had no excuses to offer for his
shortcomings, no apology for outraging the
feelings, and insulting the people’s wreprescn-
tatives in the persons of the delegation who
waited upon him some weeks ago. On the
contrary, he added insult to injury by sneer-
ing at the influence and power of the respect-
able portion of the community, and defiantly
anticipating a triumphant victory over all
opposition.  This was most evident from the
way he pandered to the taste of the ‘‘ unterri-
fied and unwashed,” who had congregated to
applaud him while insulting every other gen’
tleman on the platform. Mr, Medcalf’s assur-
ance, cgotism and insulting defiance can enly
be compared with that of the once fainous, (or
infamous), ‘‘ Boss " Tweed, who, when charged
by the citizens’ committee of New York with
| gross corruption, insolently and defiantly re-
plied “ well, what are you going to do about
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Good Intentions.
