STANDARD OIL SHIPS AND FLAG

Rumors That Big Company's Ships Will Abandon
Foreign Registry Are Not Confirmed at
Headquarters.

Eastward, 7.30

It is rumored that the Standard Oil Co. will trans-
fer its ocean vessels to the American flag. The
Standard Oil Co. operates over 30 ships, sail and
steam, in various parts of the world. All, or nearly
all, of these vessels sail under foreign flags, owing
to the unfavorable conditions of operation under
American registry. Their transfer to the American
flag would quickly give the €United States a very re-
spectable start in the establishment of a mercantile
marine. This rumor has been current several days,
but careful inquiry among Standard Oil officials fail-
ed to confirm the report. Officials when queried
were non-committal as to the situation, and in the
absence of denial there was a disposition in shipping
circles to believe that a move of this sort was in con-
templation. There are difficulties in the way, both
of a domestic and international character, and these
may delay or altogether prevent the consummation of
such a plan. Meanwhile, the vessels of the Standard
Oil Co. are exposed to seizure by German, British or
French war vessels when they happen to be under
hostile flags. The situation is one that naturally gives
the Standard Oil management much concern. The
fact that oil is contraband of war is also understood
to have been one reason why the Company has
taken no action, although some of its vessels
bring general merchandise on their return from the
Far East. Still another rumor was that Standard, Ofl
vessels had been ordered back into friendly ports.
The Steel Corporation, which does 75 per cent. of
our export business in iron and steel, is arranging to
bring under its ownership vessels it has under char-
ter heretofore flying the British flag. Thus, about
twenty-five vessels will be given American registry
when the pending bill is signed by the President, and
they will suffice to keep up much of our export steel
trade. Canada, it is to be remembered, ordinarily
takes 50 per cent. of these exports.

In this connection it may also be said that the ves-
sels of the Mexican Eagle Oil Co,, the Pearson Syn-
dicate, have been ordered into port as early as pos-
sible, in order to prevent seizure by German war-
ships.
