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Trouble in the East.

Everybody knows that there is 
danger of another war in the East, 
and that Britain is, as usual, concern­
ed in it. Those Oriental disturbances 
are very- perplexing to the non-his- 

_ tori cal reader. The good quiet people, 
such as the majority of the readers of 
the Post, always know that the East 
is chronically unsettled, and do not 
attempt to keep the run of affairs. 
This is doubtless wise as. a rule, for 
lift; is short and eastern complications 
are hard to unravel, and for the most 
part do not particularly concern us. 
But sometimes there is war brewing 
and when it comes to this there is a 
general desire to know what it is all 
about-—a restless longing, born to be 
unsatisfied ; for the editorials in those 
papers whiçh discuss the matters arc, 
with fiendish cruelty prepared in such 
a way that the reader, who knows 
nothing about the matter beforehand, 
knows still less after reading it.

There is-nOw every probability that 
England will have a war on her hands 
at once and that being the case the 
readers of this journal will thank us 
for giving them a bird’s eye view of 
the situation.

Egypt is represented in geographies 
as tributary to Turkey. This in one 
sense is true, for Turkey receives a 
yearly tax from Egypt, but the Sultan 
has not had for many years any au­
thority further than to receive the 
tribute money. There was a sort of 
a general understanding there, if he 
did not keep civil and.let Egypt alone, 
he would not get erven that, which 
would have been bad for Turkey, as 
the country is heavily in debt and not 
able to pay ten cents on the dollar, 
and can only borrow money enough 
to get along with By granting the 
Egyptian tribute as security. So the 
Governor-General of Egypt, known as 
the Khedive, nominally subject to the 
Sultan, is virtually king if he can 
maintain his authority over his sub­
jects. But here comes the rub. The 
present Khedive is not master of the 
situation. IIis generals have got the 
upper hand of him, and he is driven 
about from pillar to post, unable to 
control anybody. Arabi Bey is the 
strong man in Egypt. He has com­
mand of most of the military force 
and is immensely rich, which gives him 
a dreaded advantage in that country.

Turkey is in league, on the sly, 
with the insurrectionist Arabi Bey. 
The Sultan hopes to regain his power 
in Egypt by that means.

England’s interest in the affairs are 
various. The Suez canal is the main 
thing to be looked after just now. It 
is well known the English govern­
ment bought all the Khedive’s shares 
in the work, but it may not be so well 
known that three fourths of the ton­
nage which passed through there last 
year was British shipping. An im­
mense traffic is now carried on through 
the canal and it is increasing at a tre­
mendous rate. So long as the present 
weak but good natured Khedive was 
undisturbed in his power, England’s 
interests in Egypt were safe enough, 
but the Arabi is not the same sort of 
a man. He is a born disturber. 
England when the power of the in­
surgents began to look dangerous, 
mildly interposed, as did France. The 
Egyptian rabble thereupon proceeded 
to attack the European population, in 
Cairo, and Alexandria, Arabi backing 
them up. The result was the murder 
of some hundreds of Europeans and 
the flight of many more. Moreover, 
Arabi is preparing to destroy the 
canal if England interposes. The 
Mrbor of Alexandria is already full 
j>f English men-of-war, and the who^ 
available British force is prepared to 
embark at the shortest notice. France 

«—upholding back. Turkey is playing a 
double game, but is known to be in 
sympathy! with Arabi. Germany 
is tliougl:Fl>y the shrewd to be con­
stantly encouraging the Sultan of

Boaconsfield and his polity is at 
premium now, for the two entrance 
to Egypt are commanded by England. 
Cyprus and Malta are vantage grounds 

i oirthe Mediterranean, and the Red 
^ Sea approach is secured by the British 

possession of the narrow entrance to 
that water.

A Bloated Monopolist.
In view of the fact that Sir Albert 

Smith said in every speech that be 
made in this county, that he had 
refused stock in the Moncton in­
dustries because they paid too 
hcaVy dividend, and that ho said 
-that* lie could not conscientiously 
in the position ho occupied invest 
bis money in any business paying 
more than 7 per cont., the follow­
ing is interesting :

At the annual meeting of the 
stockholders of the Eastern Marino 
Insurance Company yesterday a 
statement was submitted, showing 
the net profits, for the period of 
about ten months that the Company 
has been in business to bo 37:} per 
cent, on the paid up capital. The 
directors were selected as follows : 
Lirmbton L. L. Be van, Thomas 
Gilbert, Henry Jack, SIR ALBERT 
J. SMITH, J. Be Wolf Spurr, John 
Tucker, Wesley Van vert nfld Chas. 
W. Weldon.

And yet the poor sailors, like the 
poor refiners, are working for $1.00 
per day. Sir Albert pockets his 
37,{ per cent, in 10 months, or 45 
cent, per annum.

Albert County Eecount,
The recount by Judge Botsford is 

completed. The result is that Mr. 
Wallace is declared elected by a 
majority of 61. The returning of­
ficers for one booth in Alma and one 
in Elgin had not initialed the bal­
lots as the law directed, and the 
Judge decided that these ballots 
should be thrown out. Objection 
was taken by Mr. Roger’s counsel to 
the jurisdiction of the Judge.

were in the legitimate exercise of the 
franchise and were doing their duties 
as citizens, when they turned out 
en masse and supported Sir A. J. 
Smith, but now when they go to the 
polls and vote for Mr. Wood, they 
are inspired by Quebec dictation, 
they are ruled by the priests, and 
they are enemies of the English 1 
Such arc the absurdities put forward 
by the sorehead party of Westmor­
land, in order to stir up the bad 
passions of race and religion ; array 
neighbor against neighbor, and 
provoke animosities and hostilities 
amongst those who ought to bo 
friends’! Is it not a fact that Mr. 
Wood obtained a large majority of 
English as well as French? Is it 
not a fact that the Government is 
supported by a large majority of 
English speaking constitueacies?— 
so large in fact that if every French 
constituency went over to the Grits, 
the Government would still be sus* 
mined by the tremendous majorities 
elsewhere obtained.

Is the Local Gov’t Sustained ?
Tuesday’s Telegraph says :
“ We will again inform it that the Local 

Government stands condemned at the 
polls, and that its members know it, and 
are making desperate efforts to find the 
necessary recruits. But they cannot do 
it. The country is against them and they 
know it if the organ does not. The swear­
ing in of Dr. Lewis as a member of the 
Executive, to take the place of Mr. Mar­
shall, will not suffice to arrest their doom.”

Monday’s Sun says :
“ Mr. Blair has been to the North Shore 

in search of a ‘ Government.’ He had the 
idea that it was concealed somewhere in 
the vicinity of the Miramichi, but ho did 
not disdain to search the banks of the 
Nipisiguit and the Restigouche as well. 
He returned without finding the missing 
Government. Mr. Elder then took up the 
search, and went East as far as Moncton, 
and West as'-far as St. Stephen, but with­
out any success. .. * * * * *
The missionaries have apparently had 
their journeying for nothing. They have 
not been able to erect a Government— 
even on paper ! ” _ ______

—The Transcript justifies its at­
tempts to rob Mr. Wood, M. P., of 
the credit of making good speeches 
under the plea that it was a “casual” 
correspondent and not its regular 
correspondent that furnished it the 
false information, od which its state­
ment was grounded. The Transcript 
proceeds to say that “ the Post 
knows well the distinction between 
a 4 correspondent,’ wh<f is usually a 
casual one only and • bur corres­
pondent.’ ” XXJc do know the dif­
ference. The "regular correspondent 
is one selected by the Editor for his 
trustworthiness aud reliability and 
whose statements the public may re­
ceive with confidence. The casual, 
on the other band has no such 
position, and bonce, the editor whoso 
ambition is to funish the public facts 
and news that are reliable, will sub 
ject his statements to a very rigid 
scrutiny and only admit them wheu 
satisfied of their truth, aud if he 
fails in his duty to his readers to 
winnow out false reports, lies, 
slanders, etc., the reputable editor 
when brought to book, will not toko 
advantage of his own wrong and lay 
the blame at the door of a “ casual.” 
In this case the Editor added to a 
petty, nasty offense, by making 
editoiial reference to it. We trust 
when the Transcrit is caught in any 
dirty business again, it will find 
some better plea than the “ casual ” 
correspondent.

—Mr. Irvine, M. P., for Carleton, 
N. B., has announced his adhesion 
fo the N. P. His readiness to con­
ciliate the victorious Government 
party reminds one of a story told by 
General Skopelcff of his Tmkish 
campaign. When the vanguard ol 
his cavalry approached the hamlet 
of Kervanlik, in the Balkans, a de­
putation of frightened burghers wait­
ed on the conqueror to implore 
clemency. Other propositions hav­
ing failed, the burghers finally made 
the following supplementary offer : 
the citizens would give every trooper 
sixteen pints of slibovitz (plum 
brandy), and consent to believe in 
any number of gods not exceeding 
two dozen ! Mr. Irvine with per­
haps a sly look at Government pa­
tronage is willing to believe devoutly 
in full two dozen Tory gods in the 
shape of monopolies and taxes on 
sugar, cotton, flour, and even corn 
meal.

Temperance Items.
—A conference of delegates from 

temperance bodies, in Cumberland, 
will shortly be held in Amherst to 
discuss the advisability of adopting 
the act in that county.

—A triumph for the temperance 
act has been scored in the State of 
Iowa, that State having by a sweep­
ing majority adopted a constitution­
al amendment, which is strictly pro­
hibitory.

—It ie said that Mr. Benjamin, 
counsel in England for the op­
ponents of the Scott Act, has 
moved for an arrest of judgment on 
account of one of the members of 
the judicial committee not sitting on 
the case.

—The S. and W. Agricultural 
Society has been obliged to send its 
price list, &c., away to Moncton to 
be printed, as there is no Grit press 
in this place. It used to be thought 
this Society was organized for agri­
cultural, not political purposes.

Hanged at Last.
Guitoau was hanged last Friday, 

within a few hours of a year after he 
committed the murder. The whole 
affair passed off quietly. Ho had 
visits from his relatives the day be­
fore his execution, who only had the 
comfort of hearing the condemned 
man cursing the nation generally 
aud the Judges and President in 
particular. He promised to send 
his sister a sign when ho got to 
Paradise. Speaking *o one of the 
officers he said: “God Almighty 
will curse you for this. They are 
going to hang mo to-morrow, but 
the wrath of God will come down 
upon them. Like Judas, they will 
want to go and hang themselves.” 
Then suddenly and nervously seat­
ing himself in the corner, ho 
muttered, “ Well, I’ve got through. 
There's no lise talking any more.” 
Ho scorned at times in a violent 
frame of mind, and his brother 
John said but little.

Mrs. Scovillo again commenced 
with, l< Those arc nice flowers, 
Charlie,” when he replied, “Yes, 
but I’ll bo in paradise to-morrow 
and that’s much better. Every­
thing is beautiful there.” She 
touchingly inquired, “ Yrou are glad 
to go there, are you not, Charlie?”

Ho quickly answered, “Yes, you 
bet your life I am. I am glad to 
get out of this.”

Ho then arose and coming to the 
grated door said, 141 go to paradise, 
not to heaven. In the final resur­
rection we will all go to heaven.’*

She naively suggested that para­
dise was pretty good for now, and 
ho added, “Yes, a big improvement 
on this world.”

Alter finally shaking hands with 
his relatives and again kissing his 
sister and little niece the visitors 
withdrew. That morning his wash 
erwoman returned a few pieces of 
clothing he had ordered washed, 
and she told the guard to tell the 
.assassin that the bill was sixty 
cents.” The guard returned and 
placed a half dollar in her hand, 
saying : 44 Mr. Guiteau says ho will 
give you the other ten cents next 
Monday. The woman pocketed 
the silver, stared at the guard in 
amazement for a moment, and 
throwing up her hands in horror 
exclaimed, “ My God !” and hurried 
out of the prison.

That was Guitcau’s last joke.
The assassin ate a hearty dinner 

on the day of his execution. He 
spent a part of the foténoon in 
copying his “ last prayer,” which 
he read on the Scaffold. The final 
expiation took place at a quarter 
to one in the presence of 250 
spectators. Dr. Hicks made 
invocatioiy n these words :44 Father, 
out of the depths we cry to thcc; 
hear thou our supplication, for the 
sake of Jesus Christ the Saviour, 
who has made full propitiation for 
Us. Behold this thy servant. We 
humbly pray that thou wilt deliver 
him at this supremo moment of his 
life. Liberate bis soul from prison. 
May lie appear before you, absolved 
t,v the great mercy, from blood 
guiltiness. Deliver him and us. 
Lamb of God that taketh away the 
sins of the world, have mercy on 
us. Amen, and amen.”

There was a slight delay while 
or more spectators pushed throjigh 
the door leading from the rotunda to 
the corridor at the lowered of 
which the gallows was placed. Dr. 
Hicks read from the Scriptures. Tie 
read but for two or three minutes 
and then stopped. After a moment’s 
delay, Guiteau in a loud, clear, firm 
voice said, “A*still read Utbm Mat­
thew x , 28 to 41 : “ Fear not them 
which kill the body but are not able 
to kill the soul,” etc. Then having 
shut his Bible, he read his last dying 
prayer, which is as follows :

“ My dying prayer on the gallows : 
Father now I have gone to Thee and the 
Saviour. I have finished the work Thou 
gavest me to do, and I am only too happy 
to go. The world does not yet appreciate 
my mission, but Thou knowest it. Thou 
knowest Thou inspired Garfield’s removal 
and only good has come from it. This is 
the best evidence that the inspiration came 
from Thee, and I hare said for Thee in. 
my book that all men may read and know 
that Thou, Father, didst inspire the act 
for which I am now murdered. This 
government and nation by this act I know 
will incur thy Eternal enmity, as did the 
Jews by the killing of the man my Saviour. 
The retribution in that case came quick 
and sharp, and I know the divine law will 
strike this nation and my murderers in the 
same way. The diabolical spirit of this 
nation, its government and its newspapers 
toward me will justify Thee in cursing 
them, and I know that thy divine law of 
retributions is inexorable. I therefore 
predict that my murderers from the Exe- 
cutive-to the Hangman will go to Hell. 
Thy laws are inexorable, Oh, Thou Su- 
pr,e#n9 Judge! Woe unto the men that 
violate thy laws, only weeping and gnash­
ing of teeth await them. The American 
press has a large bill to settle with Thee, 
righteous Father, for tlieir vindictiveness in 
this matter. Nothing but blood will satis­
fy them, and now my blood be on them, 
and this nation and its officials. Arthur, 
the President, is a coward and an ingrate ; 
his ingratitude to the man that made him 
and saved bis party and land from over­
throw has no parallel in history, but Thou, 
righteous Father, will judge kim. Father 
Thou knowest me, but the world hath not 
kriown me and now I go to T-hti'e, and the 
Saviour without the slightest ill will to­
ward a human being. Farewell ÿe men of 
earth/

When ho had finished reading his 
prayer ho again surveyed the 
crowd and said, still with a firm 
voice : “ I am now going to road 
some verses which arc intended to 
indicate my feelings at the moment 
of leaving this world. If set to 
music may bo rendered effective. 
The idea i# that of a child babbling 
to his mamma and his papa,

wrote it this morning about ten 
o’clock. ’ Ho then commenced to 
chant these verses in a sad doleful 
style :—

I am going to the Lordy,
I am so glad,
1 am going to the Lordy,
I am so glad,
ram going to the Lordy
Glory, Hallelujah, Glory Hallelujah.
I love the Lord with all my soul,
Glory Hallelujah1,
And that is the reason 
I am going to the Lord,
Glory,Hallelujah, Glory Hallelujah, 

pftero Guiteau’s voice failed and 
he bowed his head and broke into 
sobs, but rallied a little and went 
on with his chant.]

I saved my party and my land, *
Glory Hallelujah !

But they have murdered me for it and that 
is the reason I am going to the Lordy. 
Glory Hallelujah ! Glory Hallelujah !

I am going to the Lordy.
[Here again his feelings over­

come him and ho leaned his head 
on the shoulder of Dr. Hicks and 
sobbed pitifully, still ho went on.]
I wonder what I will do when I get to the 

Lordy.
I guess that I will weep no more when I 

get to the Lordy.
Glory Hallelujah !

[Hero was another interruption 
caused by sobs and emotions which 
ho was unable to repress. Ho 
wept bitterly, and then with quiver­
ing lips and mournful tones he went 
on to finish his ditty.]
I wonder what I will see when I get to the

I expect to see most splendid things be­
yond all earthly conception.

When I am with the Lordy.
Glory Hallelujah,

[Raising his voice to the highest 
pitch that he could command.]
Glory Hallelujah, I am with the Lord.

This closed the chant, and then 
Rev. Mr. Hicks gave to Guiteau his 
final benediction and farewell, say­
ing : 44 God, the Father, be with thee 
and give thee peace forever.”

As soon as Guiteau had finished 
his reading he was pinioned and no 
time was lost. He stood perfectly 
quiet and did not seem to be agitated. 
The dreadful work was done very 
rapidly and the black cap was adjust­
ed in less than four minutes from the 
time he stopped speaking. There 
whs a brief moment after the cap 
was adjusted before the drop fell, 
and in the same loud clear voice, the 
same in which he had previously 
spoken, Guiteau cried, 44 Glory Hal­
lelujah ; ready go.”

At 12.45 the signal was given, the 
drop fell, and, without a struggle, he 
expired, amid the cheers of the crowd 
and of the prisoners. A few min­
utes after the hanging, Guiteau’s 
body was lowered and the physicians 
examined his pulse, which beat for 
same time after the drop fell. The 
body was cut down at eighteen mi­
nutes after one o’clock.

Now that Iho end has come even 
Guitoau’s friends and relatives are 
glad all is over. The murder, with 
the trial and all that followed, is 
one of the most striking, and yet 
one of the most sickening events in 
history. There can bo no doubt 
that Guitoau was not a sane man. 
lie was not crazy, it appears, in a 
sense that would make him ir­
responsible to the law for such a 
crime, but no one would say that 
the murder of Garfield was of the 
same character, morally considered, 
as would bo the slaying of a man 
for bis gold. How small a man 
may have a largo show in history 1 
This poor fool plunged thirty 
millions of people into mourning. 
Ho has kept the nation for half the 
time during the year in a state of 
morbid excitement and the account 
of death will now bo rend with 
more interest and be more talked 
about than that of any of the noble 
mon who have fallen since this time 
last year.

Fredericton Letter.
Methodist Conference-

The N. B. & P. E. I. Conference is hold­
ing its annual meeting this week and last. 
Rev. Mr. Phinney, the prospective pastor 
for Sack ville, presides with much dignity. 
He is none of your delicate little beauties but 
a min'of great stature. He will make you Sack 
ville Methodists stand round when he gets 
among you. The business of the confer­
ence, on the whole, has been trans­
acted with decorum, and making allow 
ance for the fact that most of those taking 
part were ministers, the discussions wore car­
ried on with good feeling and courtesy. 
There was a slight hitch about a clergyman 
who was transferred from the Newfoundland 
Conference to this one. Either the reverend 
gentleman did not suit the people here or 
.they resented the action by the court of 
transfer, for they strongly objected to the 
performance. The transferee looked some 
what awkward at finding himself so unwel­
come, and apologized for the intrusion which 
however- he had nothing to do with, it being 
the work of his superiors, viz :—the Transfer 
Committee of the General Conference, The 
Fredericton Conference disapproving of the 
transfer, arranged and {Missed resolutions af­
firming the illegality of the General Confer 
dice action. Now, Dr. Douglas of Toronto 
is the President of the General Conference. 
He came all the way down to Fredericton to 
preach on Sunday in a sort of official capa­
city. It was announced that the Rev. Dr. 
would preach in the evening and as he is a 
remarkably eloquent man, a crowd went to 
bear him. But Dr. D. did not proclaim any 
truth or anything else from Fredericton pul­
pits. On the contrary ho went home 
in a state of high indignation, with­
out visiting the conference, which shows 
that even clergy do get into rages and that 
grave D. D’s arc quite different at times from 
birds in their little nests. John Wadman,
A. M., D. D. Moore, A. M., and W. B. 
Thomas were received into full connection 
after an examination by Rev. Dr. Steward, 
which they passed creditably. On Monday, 
there were speeches by Rev. Dr. Young from 
Manitoba and the delegates from the N. S. 
conference.

There was talk later of the propriety of a 
centennial celebration, of the founding of 
Methodistism in the lower provinces The 
suggestion was that a memorial hall be built 
at Sack ville by the conferences of N. S., N,
B. , and P. E. I., jointly.

The County Parliament.
July Session.

Council met on Monday at 4 o’clock. 
Warden Black being absent, Amos 
Ogden,1 Esq., was called to the chair.

Councillors present—Award, Riley, 
Campbell, Trueman, Mills, Lntea, 
Richard, Melanson, Gallant, Kay, 
Humphrey and Ogden.

Minutes of last meeting read and 
approved.

Secretary Oolton, who had been 
authorized to correspond with other 
municipalities, with a view of ascer­
taining what their regulations were 
as to controverted elections, laid on 
the table copies of such regulations 
from Albert and Kent Counties. He 
also reported in answer to questions 
that there was $8,000 insurance on 
the Court House, $700 on the Regis­
try Office, and $2,000 on the Jail.

Conn. Richard reported for the 
committee which was appointed last 
session to prepare a bill for the 
Legislature to enable the Council to 
sell the county lauds. The bill had 
been prepared and the Legislature 
had rejected it on the ground that it 
gave the Municipality power to sell 
more land than seemed good to the 
Legislature.

Councillor Mills objected seriously 
to the interference of the Govern­
ment. He claimed that the bill was 
rejected on political grounds. 
Councillor Mills was eloquent in hie 
denunciation of the conduct of the 
House, which showed no respect 
for the opinions of fifteen of the 
ablest men in the Odhnty. The 
matter must be at&ndeg to at once. 
He thought “ it would be a darn 
good job if the Council sold the 
whole thing—court house, jail and 
all, and moved to Moncton.” Some 
of the Councillors, he said, would not 
be here next year. Already two of 
them had gone up higher—one a 
fpot higher, the other two feet 
higher. •

A discussion arose hero as to the 
proper procedure. Coun. Richard 
moved that the same committee be 
re-appointed to urge the matter 
again before the House and to at­
tempt the completion of the business. 
Technical objections were raised by 
several councillors, and some were 
made to the substance of the motion 
A good deal of general discussion 
on the land question took place.

After an hour or so spent in dis 
euasion followed by a meeting of 
Committees and a rendering of re 
ports, with a slight adjustment of 
the minutes, the matter was found 
to be straightened out to date, after 
which Oeun. Richard moved that a 
committee be authorized to sell all 
the county lands in Dorchester not 
included between the Wood Lawn 
road and the road leading to Mem- 
ramcook. The motion passed. The 
following councillors were chosen : 
Ogden, Campbell, Mills, Richard.

Coun. Avard moved that applica­
tion be made to the Legislature for 
a grant of certain lands, in Botsford, 
formerly given for public purposes, 
said lands to be held in trust for 
school purposes in the parish of 
Botsford.

Mr. Emmerson presented a peti­
tion from certain owners of Pre D’cn 
Haut marsh, asking that that body 
of Marsh be included in another Di­
vision than now embraces it.

It 
was agreed that a committee confer 
with the branch bank, consider the 
question, and report at next meeting.
