coat may be neccssary. [After the
barness is dry—which will be in from
two hours to a half or a whole day,
depending upon the weather and pre-
vious condition of the leather—wash
thoroughly with soap suds _In mak-
ing the suds use good castile soap
and cold rain-water. (Warm water
should never be used on harness
leather.) Apply the suds with a
sponge. . Rub off with a bucksk!n.
