Sir Charles
dealt in a trenchant mamner with our
trade relations and showed that we have
nothing to fear from American non-in-
tercourse, and that if the Yankees shut
their doors we could sell our fish and,
lumber elecwhere. His pertinent refer-
ences to England’s attitude in this con-
nection were heartily applauded. -~
