DRINKS POISON. |

Buffalo Man Ends His Life by Swal-
lowing Laudanum. |

Buffalo, May 14.—TIn the presence of
his thirteen-year-old son William Fre- |
ert, 41 years old, of 100 St. Joseph sireet, |
committed suicide last night by swal-
lowing a dose of laudanum.
