Gentle- 
men, we indicated last session that we pro- 
posed to reduce the taxation, and to make 
some alterations in the tariff if it continued 
to yield as it was doing; and to prove that 
this tariff is not only a protective but also 
a revenue one, when we found it was yield- 
ing substantially more than was required 
by the Government, we felt it would be our 
duty to do as we did in 1871, and to ask the 
removal of the duty on tea and coffee. It 
will be seen that we are in a position to do 
this when I tell you that the surplus has 
gone up to perhaps $5,000,000 during the 
present year, and that when Parliament 
meets we will be able to provide abundant-
