The Chairman, in moving the adoption 

ef the report, said the gross receipts 
.mounted to £1,025,260, of which about 
one-third was from passenger, mail, and 
express traffic, and about two-thirds from 
goods, cattle, and merchandise traffic? and 
that they were £131,378 in excess of those 
for the corresponding half year of 1876, 
whilst the working expenses, including re­
newals, reached the sum of £769,160, 
against £716,640 in 1876, so that there re­
mained a profit of £256,100, against 
£177,242 for 1876. These figures justified 
the Directors in having paid £48,244 in 
dividend* on the first preference stock of 
the Company. Business in Canada had 
been exceedingly bad, and a ruinous com­
petition had reduced the profits of the line 
to the lowest point. Looking back to the 
experience of the last six years, the average 
earnings per ton per mile in the December 
hall years from 1872 were as follows :— 
1872, 1 "38 cents ; 1873, 1 "44 cents ;
1874, W0 cents; 1875, TOO cents; 
1876, "75 cents ; and 1877, "80 cents. The 
Company, it would be seen, had been in 
the disagreeable position of continually and 
argely increasing the volume of its busi­
ness, while the remuneration had decreased. 
The prospects of the Company depended 
mainly on two elements. There was, first, 
the general prosperity of Canada and the 
United States, but, secondly and mainly, 
the absence of reckless and insane com­
petition between the Trunk lines. As re­
garded the element of commercial pros­
perity Can^a and the United States had 
of late years been in a most unfortunate 
condition. There were 1,728 failures in 
1876, and 1,890 in 1877 for upwards of 
£11,000,000 in the Dominion, with 17,964 
failures in the States for the two years for 
a total sum of £80,000,000. Immigration 
had fallen off, and the lumber trade had 
declined. The Canadian Finance Minister 
had occasion recently to lament in his 
budget speech that whereas a few years 
ago, with a total population of 3,600,000 
souls, the country imported goods to the 
value of $127,000,000 ; last year, with 
population of 4,000,000, the impoi 
were a little over $94,000,000. There 
bad been a lamentable list of bank­
ruptcies accumulating on the American 
railways. In addition to the 30 railways 
sold under foreclosures during 1876, no less 
than 54 were similarly sold in 1877, and 
thus 84 railroads, comprising altogether 
upwards of 7,700 miles, or one tenth of 
the railway system of the country, repre­
senting also a nominal investment of $400,- 
000,000, had been sold under foreclosure in 
the last two years. There were further 44 
railroads, with an additional mileage of 
5,500 miles, in regard to which proce 
were pending, and which were in the 
ef receivers, and they represented a further 
capital of about $500,000,000. The United 
States and Canada had been passing 
through a crisis which had been aggravated 
in Canada in consequence of the action of 
the municipal bodies and corporations and 
the provincial governments who had assist­
ed or constructed railways which will for a 
long period seriously embarrass them, not 
enly by directly absorbing their resources 
ad injuring their credit, but also by in­
dicting competition and damage on pre­
viously established railways. The compet­
ing lines of railroad in America lost be-

cluding the transfers to the various reserve 
funds, the total expenditure was between 
67 and 68 per cent. The result, as indi­
cated in the report, was the best they had 
shown for some years. After commenting 
on the net results of the half-year’s work­
ing—which enabled them, after meet­
ing the loss on working leased 
lines, bond and debenture stock 
interest, and paying the dividend on the 
preference stock, to recommend a dividend

CONSTANCE KENT AND THE ROAD MURDER 

__ml SECRET EXPLAINED AT LAST.
The mystery which has hung over the 
ae of Constance Kent, convicted on her 

own confession of the murder of her yoim; 
brother, is explained by Dr. J. C. Buckml), 
in the second of his Lumeleian lectures on 
“ Insanity in its Legal Relations” before 
the Royal College of Physicians. The 
doctor states that the crime was solely 
prompted by- revenge. He adds :—“ After 
an interval of several years, a truly con_ 
scientious motive led her to confess, Mid 
the most painful and interesting duty fell 
to my lot of examining her for the pur] 
of ascertaining whether it wo 
to enter the plea of * not1 guilty on 1 
ground of insanity.’ I was compelled 
advise against it, and her counsel, Mr. 
(now Lord) Coleridge, on reading the notes 
of my examination, admitted that I could 
not do otherwise. I think the right time 
and opportunity have come for me to ex­
plain away this apparent monstrosity of 
conduct. A real and dreadful ihotive did 
exist. The girl’s own mother, having be­
come partially demented, was left by her 
husband to live in the seclusion of her own 
room, while the management of the house­
hold was taken over the head, of grown-up 
daughters by a high-spirited governess, 
who, after the decease of the first Mrs. 
Kent, and a decent interval, became Con­
stance Kent’s step-mother. In this position 
she was unwise enough to make dis- 
paraging remarks about her predecessor, 
tittle dreaming, poor lady, of the fund of 
rage and revengeful feeling she was stirring 
up in the heart of her young step-daughter. 
To escape from her hated presence, Con­
stance once ran away from home, but was 
brought back; and after this she only 
thought of the most efficient manner of 
wraSdng her vengeance. She thought of 
poisoning her step-mother, but that, on re­
flection, she felt, would be no real pumsh- 
ment, and then it was that she determined 
to murder the poor lady’s boy, her only 
child.”

Mr. Whicher, the celebrated ex-police 
detective (Dickens’ “Inspector Bucket”) 
writes to the Ttleyrapk:-" In anarticle, 
which appears in this day s Eatly Tele­
graph, reUtive to the above crime, refer­
ence is made therein to the steps taken by 
me in that very painful matter, with a 
view to the discovery of the guilty party 1 
but there is one alight error which, if un- 
explained, may affect me personally, and I 
shall, therefore, feel much obliged if yon 
will be good enough to allow me to correct 
it It u quite true, however, as therein 
stated, that at the time a great deal of 
odium was cast upon my proceedings, and 
many unworthy motives attributed to me, 
in consequence of my charging the crime 
on the girl Miss Constance ; and, further, 
it was made the subject of a discussion in 
the House of Commons as to whether I 
ought not to be dismissed the force or re­
duced from my then position, but, fortu­
nately for me, the Home Secretary took a 
different view of things, and I retained my 
rank. Consequently it is incorrect, as 
stated, that I ‘ had to leave the police 
force, relative to this case,’ but I quitted 
the service some three years after, in con­
sequence of ill-health, reeoiving a first-class 
certificate and the fuU superannuation al­
lowance.”

parties, a» he was very popular and very 
liberal in his charities. The train by 
which he arrived at Waterloo station was 
fifteen minutes late. His brougham was 
waiting for him, but it is not known that 
he had anv special engagement to account 
for his tiaste in leaving the train. He 
slipped and fell between the carriage and 
the platform. His injuries were—the right 
foot severely bruised by the step of the 
carriage, which cut the boot across the 
ankle, his pelvis smashed, and a number of 
his ribs broken ; he also complained of in­
jury to his chest. When taken up he was 
supposed to be dead, but consciousness 
soon returned. When taken to St. 
Thomas’, he asked what hospital it was, 
and when informed, he expressed his satis­
faction that he was taken to the one of 
which he was a governor. He lived only 
one hour after his arrival. His last words 
were—“ Do not disturb me ; let me die in
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year, of age. He was made a Q.C. in 
1858, and has been M.P. for Reading since 
1860. Sir Francis is stated by “ Debrett ’’ 
to have been the first member of the Jewish 
faith called to the English Bar, and also 
the first person of that religion who was 
made a Q.C. He was a Liberal In politics. 

IMPORTANT MUNICIPAL CASE.
Mr. Ray, of Sunderland, having object­

ed to the expenditure by the corporation 
of upwards of £2,000 for entertaining Gen.

a fellowship in Hertford College, Oxford. 
An appeal had been made from the Qneen’s 

i Division, which had ordered the is­
sue of a peremptory mandamus command­
ing the Principal and Fellows of the Col 
lege to hold an examination for a fellow­
ship, to admit to such examination Mr. 
Alfred Isaac Tillyard, and to proceed to 
the election of a Fellow. The Court of 
Appeal unanimously reversed the decision 
if the Queen’s Bench and gave judgment 

for the College.
MB. CROSS AT PRESTON.

Mr. Cross has addressed a public meeting 
in Preston. He expressed his conviction 
that the Government still retained the con­
fidence of the country, and rod this was 

ived by the result of the recent elections, 
ce the general election, although they 

had lost one or two seats, their majority 
had been substantially maintained. Ad­
verting to the Eastern Question, he strongly 

indemned the speech of Mr. Bright as not 
ily unpatriotic, hot as a misrepresentation 

of the policy of the Government. The first 
object of her Majesty’s Ministers waa to 
preserve the peace of Europe, and t6 secure 
this it was amrolutely essential to revise the 
Treaty of San Stefano, to secure that the 
treaty should be overhauled, not in part, 
but as a whole. As at present drawn, it 
scattered to the winds the deliberate 
opinion of Europe, and as England was 
part of Europe she declined "to assume a 
passive attitude, and although anxious for 
peace she was neither unprepared for nor 
afraid of war.

- REFORMS IN HOUSE CONSTRUCTION.
On the 3rdfost., a paper on “The Reforms 

in House Construction demanded by Sani­
tary Science ” was read before the Society 
of Arts, John street, Adelphi, by Dr. John 
Balbimie, of Sheffield. The chair was 
taken by Dr. B. W. Richardson. The lec­
turer began by remarking that a sanitary 
revolution in the architecture of the dwel­
lings of the industrial and other classes was 
now imperatively called for, as one of the 
essential domestic necessities of this age. 
The houses of even the wealthy were far 
too often in flagrant antagonism to the first 
teachings of physiology, the basis of all 
sanitary science. Whether in block, let in 
flats, or in separate houses on the perpendi­
cular system, the first thing to be secured 
was a properly constructed, well lighted, 
and well ventilated entrance hall, that being 
in the household economy what the lungs 
were to the body. Dr. Balbimie then ex­
plained in detail his plan, for building 
blocks of artisans’ dwellings, or houses for 
the middle or upper classes, so as to venti­
late every part, warming the air in winter 
at a small cost, and cooling it in summer by 
the action of one identical mechanism, 
modified to meet the demands of varying 
circumstances. The lecturer only claimed 
to have turned to account the principle of 
effecting a circulation of air in coal mines, 
which foul been applied satisfactorily to the 
ventilation of the prison at Pen ton ville.

Mr. Wait, M.P. for Gloucester, has met 
with an accident. While returning across 
Salisbury Plain from Stonehenge his horse 
stumbled and fell, and Mr. Wait was 
thrown heavily on his face. He was insen­
sible for some time, but no serious results 
are apprehended.

Christ church cathedral, Dublin, has 
been re-opened after complete restoration 
at a coat of more than £200,0 
a Dublin distiller, bearing the whole of the 
expense. The Archbishop of Dublin cele­
brated the Holy Communion and preached. 
The Lord Lieutenant and the Duchess of 
Marlborough, the corporation, and a numer­
ous congregation were present.

The Recorder of Dublin, in opening the 
Quartes Session» on Tuesday, expressed re­
gret that transportation had been abolished, 
and said that under the present system of 
penal servitude Judges had nothing before 
them but the hopeless task of sending back 
habitual criminals to prison, with the pro­
spect of seeing them returned to the streets 
no better, perhaps worse, than when they 
were sentenced.

Alexander Robertson, well known 
Dundonnachie, has brought an action in 
the Justice of Peace Court at Dunkeld, 
against the Duke of Athole for a halfpenny, 
On the 20th April Robertson crossed Dun 
keld Bridge, and paid a halfpenny toll 
under protest. To-day Robertaon conduct­
ed his own case, and argued that the Duke 
should have collected the copper in person. 
It was pleaded for the Duke that the Jus­
tices had no jurisdiction, and this plea was 
sustained. Robertson appealed to the 
Quarter Sessions. No expeMe, were al­
lowed.

The London correspondent of the Liver­
pool Courier writes “I am in a position 
to affirm positively that the Emperor of 
Austria recently sent for Baron Rothschild, 
and, in the presence of Count Andrassy, 
asked his what were the prospects of a 
loan in the event of war. Baron Roths­
child informed his Majesty that he would 
have no difficulty whatever in raising anv 
sum provided Austria’s relations with 
England should be considered 
friendly, but if Austria should put herself 
in antagonism with English policy he did 
not consider that he could raise any loan 
for her.”

A Bristol telegram says : — “ Serions 
frauds have been committed upon the West 
of England and South Wales Bank this 
week by some men,■-two of whom are now 
in custody, obtaining a cheque-book 
through one of them opening an account at 
Bristol. Cheques for heavy sums have 
this week been presented, on which the 
name of Mr. Casey, cattle-dealer, and a 
large customer of the bank, was cleverly 
forged. Several thousand pounds were in 
this way drawn out before the fraud was 
discovered by Mr. Casey entering the bank 
as one of the cheques was being paid.

A correspondent of the Standard writes 
Itistimeto abolish the ridiculous and 

useless crimson sash worn by our infantry 
officers over their-tunics, and substitute in 
its place a white belt, with pouch for a 
field-glass, A field-glass should now be as 
much a part of an infantry officer’s uniform 
as a sword or revolver. _ So much, indeed, 
was this fact recognized in the last summer 
drills that officers were recommended to 
carry field-glasses with them, and most of 
them did so. Let the new Secretary of 
State for War, therefore, abolish the useless 
sash, and introduce the belt and field-glass. 
The "«6 is quite useless, and offers a mark 
to the enemy, whereas the field-glass 
would be of the greatest use.

The recent revival of the taste for old 
blue and white Nankin china has already, 
say, the Tinut, led to such a rage among 
the “ ohinamaniaca" that, as we recently 
saw in the sale of Captain Luke , china, 
eager competitors were ready to outbid

this system, and a great number of ingeni 
ous arrangements tor utilizing the space 
and increasing the comforts m artisans’ 
and other tenements, were illus­
trated and explained by reference to a 
series of models which, it was announced, 
would be left on view in the room, of the 
society to-day, and with regard to which 
Dr. Balbimie would be present to give any 
éxplanations that might be desired. 
Among the improvements suggested by the 
lecturer was an alteration in the mode of 
setting the fireplace. A stove-grate merely 
for sitting-rooms, and not for cooking pur­
poses, to be at once effective and econo­
mical, must, for the most part, be made of 
brick or terra-cotta, and only the bars of 
iron. The brick or terra-cotta rides and 
top should be massive, in order to retain a 
lame amount of heat, and, to economize 
fuel, this massive grate should project from 
12in. to 18in. into the room. He had con­
trived a grate of this kind, in which the 
tendency of an ordinary fire-place to smoke 
when the grate was thus set forward had 
been overcome, while it was to the full as 
susceptible of adornment as one of the kind 
generally in use. Dr. Richardson, after 
pointing ont the difficulties which beset 
the sanitary reformer in all attempts to 
improve the condition of dwellings m our 
large towns, and expressing his approval 
of many of the suggestions made in the 
paper, said that at least two of the im­
provements proposed might be carried ont 
with slight expense in all houses. The 
first of these wss the construction of » con­
servatory on every second floor landing to 
give light and air to the interior ; and the 
second, the very simple and effective al­
teration of the fire-grate suggested by Dr. 
Balbimie.

Paris, May 2.

The 1st of May, 1878, must have swept 
forever from the minds of even the meet 
sceptical any donbte as to the reality 
of the power of resuscitation, versa­
tility of genius, and perseverance, of 
the French nation. Scarcely eight years 
from the time when her capital 
was in the hands of a hostile and foreign 
Fewer, while yet she might have been sup­
posed to be labouring nnder the effects of 
a great war in which she had been con­
quered but not crushed, beaten but not 
humiliated, she suddenly summons to her 
capital all nations to compete with one an­
other in every branch of art, science, and 
industry, she presents to the world an Ex­
hibition upon a scale hitherto unknown, 
opened with a fête worthy, for splendour, of 
the palmiest days of the Third Empire, 
while from its spontaneity it acquires a 
significance which no forced pageant 
could possibly lay claim to. Those were 
the fêtes of the Court : this is 
fête of the people. The weather, with the 
exception of a few shower,, of which more 
anon, was propitious. From an early 
hour the streets were alive with the move­
ment of troops, who, marching to “the roll 
of the stirring drnm," took 
lining the avenue, from the Elysée to the 
Trocadero, as well as in the Exhibition 
grounds—eighty thousand yen in all were 
under arms. As the morning advanced, 
and eleven o’clock, the hour for the opening 
of the gate», approached, the crowds of cabs 
and carriages in the streets, now almost 
dazzling with the many coloured flags from 
every window, all wending towards the 
great centre of attraction, made it 
anything but pleasant for the un­
wary foot passenger who strove to reach 
the opposite side. The French “Cocher” 
has a playful habit of making straight at 
you, and lashing his steed while giving 
vent to his cry of warning, which, to a 
nervous person, itself is almost fatal ; how 
it is more people are not annihiliated is a 
perfect wonder.

But to proceed, which, by the way, was 
very slow work even after I had got a cab. 
At all the gates confusion reigned su­
preme, each of the crowd of policemen 
having evidently received a specially 
modified order. One can’t help missing at 
first our old friend the gendarme with his 
three-cornered hat, blue coat, white 
trousers, splendid moustaches, jingling 
sabre, all combined in a gigantic swagger ; 
the present eergent de viUe is but ^poor 
looking fellow when compared with him, 
having only a plain blue-black uniform 
and peaked cap to boast of. Though not 
so fine to look At, he is, however, as a rule, 
a most useful member of society. Making 
my way from the gate opposite the British 
Commission through the sections, I was 
struck by the wonderful metamorphosis

“ Mr. Sankey and the Hippodrome choir 

will sing at the church of the Disciples, 
Madison avenue and Forty-fifth street 
(Rev. Mr. Hepworth’s), to-morrow morn­
ing at 10.45.” So read the notice in last 
Saturday evening’s paper. On the follow­
ing morning the large dome-like building 
which will seat twenty-five hundred per­
sons was crowded by a waiting audience, 
many of whom were unable to find room 
in the pews. The church, which is built 
entirely of iron, is in the shape of a three- 
quarter circle, and is lighted by two rows 
of ground glass windows, with painted 
borders, extending all around the circular 
side. In the middle ef the straight side is 
placed the platform (for altar there is none 
in this Congregational church), and back of 
that, the organ. The floor is an inclined 
plane, the pews rising one above another 
like the seats of a theatre. The walls, of 
fluted iron, are painted a cold gray colour, 
while the ceiling, also of iron, is a stone 
blue, dotted at intervals with small chan­
deliers and tin reflectors. A large chan­
delier ornaments (if the expression may be 
used of anything so ugly) the centre. 
Altogether there ie nothing of the “ dim 
religious light” effect about this church. 
We were fortunate enough to be shown 
into an excellent seat on the broad aisle, 
and so were near enough to get a good view 
ef those upon the platform. Back of a 
table on which stood a tall glass containing 
a bunch of lilies, sat Dr. Hepworth, a 
tall broad-shouldered athletic man foil 
of physical vigour and force. Indeed 
he is said to take a great interest in out­
door sports and exercises and generally 
spends nis summer vacation on board his 
own yacht. He is one of the most popular 
clergymen of the city, drawing large con­
gregations, not so much from the refined, 
intellectual classes, as from those of the 
strata just below in culture and position.

Such, 
for instance, as the coquettish break­
fast caps which are worn nowadays by 
young ladies, married and unmarried alike. 
These may be easily made by skilful fingers 
in a few moments from the fancy handker­
chiefs now so much in vogue. Of stiff, 
white crinoline, make a band two inches in 
width and large enough to snugly fit the 
head. Lay the handkerchief over this 
band, and taking one of the points for the 
front of the cap, make there a box pleat, 
then put three side pleats each side of it, 
and make another box pleat in the back, 
letting that point hang down longer than 
the front that it may tall over the back 
hair. Draw back the points which are left 
at the sides over the pleat in the back, and 
fasten them with a bow. Put another bow 
in front or a little at one aide, if preferred, 
and the cap is complete. Handkerchiefs 
with coloured embroidery, or of silk gauze 
with bright borders, are used for these 
caps, the ribbon bows matching in colonr. 
The new broad cuffs and collars may be 
made at home also. Cut strips ol linen 
two and a half inches long and three inches 
wide. Double them so that the width is 
only an inch and a half and, turning the 
edges together, baste up the seams. Slope 
them a little first, so that the bottom is a 
trifle wider than the top. Sew the strips 
together with a. fine linen beading which 
can be bought for five or six cents a yard, 
and finish top and bottom with Torchon 
lace. The cuffs and collar are made exact­
ly alike, with the exception of the number 
of the stripe used.

The marriage of Baron Blanc, Minister 
from Italy to the United States, to Miss 
Terry, of New York, has been the cause 
of ranch excitement among the most fash­
ionable people of our city.
