A Change of Terms,

In 1865 a rectangular piece of land near
the officers square was exchanged by the
city council for a front on the river extend-
ing from Regent to Carleton streets, belong-
ing to the military authorities.

The Reports of the Various Committees

The usual monthly meeting of the city
council took place on Tuesday last, Mayor
Allen presiding, when were present Alder-
men Macpherson, Vandine, McReady, Gill-
man, Estey, Farrell, Moore, Macnutt,
Richey, and Beckwith.

The auditors’ report was adopted. The
expenditure for the past month was: roads
and streets $378.75; city hall $68.90; public
works $540.79; fire department $7.41;
contingent $136.55; wharf $80.26; street
lamps $523. 12”; administration justice$4.00;
market $3.00; sewerage and water, $206.70;
The quarterly salaries for the quarter ending
November 1st were paid, also the monthly
pay of engineers and policemen. The alms
house commissioner submitted his state-
ment, asking for a further remittance of
$400, to meet current expenses. On motion
of Ald. Beckwith, Messrs. D. B. Barker and
Jas. F. McManus were appointed auditors
to inspect the school accounts. Ald.
Macnutt submitted the annual report of the
chief engineer. This was ordered to be
received, and printed with the annual ac-
counts. City treasurer submitted his ac-
counts and balance sheet for the fiscal year
ended October 3ist. Referred to printing
committee to be examined for printing in
pamphlet form. On motion of Ald. Mac-
nutt, a cheque was ordered to be issued in
favor of the chief engineer for $50, to pay
for fireworks used on the occasion of the
Governor General’s visit.

On motion of Ald. McPherson, chairman
of the administration of justice committee,
a cheque for $56.25 was ordered in favor of
Zebedee Wright, policeman, as a donation.
Ald. Vandine presented a petition from the
ladies of Wellington» ward asking that
crosssings be laid over Smythe street and
vicinity. Petition referred to road comy
mittee with power to act. Ald. Gillman
presented a petition from Jacob M, Barker
asking aid from the corporation, in conse-
qunce of injury sustained while in the city
employ. The city clerk was authorized to
renew the insurance on No. 4 hose station,
and a cheque for $6.25 ordered to be issued
for that purpose.

45 cts per bushel ; buckwheat, $1.75 per cwt.

SmeLtinG Worgks.— Mr. Edward Jack has
great faith in the mineral advantages of New
Brunswick, at a meeting of the board of
trade at St. John he " suggested the estab-
lishment of smelting works in that city, and
felt satisfied that charcoal iron ecguld be
manufactured in St. John at a cheap rate.
It transpires, however, that the work can be
done so much more cheaply in Nova Scotia
that the persons, with whom Mr, Jack is
acting, will erect their works in that
province.

CoMPULSORY ATTENDANCE. — The chief
superintendent, in his recent reports, has
given his vote for compulsory attendance at
school. This measure is also favored by
the board at St. John, and by the school
trustees in this city. It will be a matter of
great difficulty, however, to establish such a
rule in this city. Attendance officers are
expensive, and the system in vogue at Lon-
don, New York, and Berlin has been deemed
an infringement of the liberty of the subject.

A Livery Runaway.—The broncho belong-
ing to T. Murphy on Regent street, has a
fondness for galloping up hills. On Satur-
day last it started at a lively pace with the
wagon out Regent street, and was only
captured with difficulty by B. Jones. The
playfulness of the animal is abnormal, no
damage being done to the vehicle.. This is
its third flight this week. N.B.—This space
will be reserved for this paragraph in each
issue of THe HerALD hereafter.

Sk Courp Nor HAVE DoNE WORSE WITH
A SrtonNe.— It is reported from St. Mary’s
that on Friday last a colored woman drew a
revolver on a man of the same color, who
assaulted her, and that two shots were fired
at him, one of the shots passed through the
coat of a boy, and struck a window. No
arrests were made, the village being without
police.

Nor 10 BE BEATEN.— The school trustees at
St.Andrews,consider a flag staff for the school
building an unnecessary expense, and have
declined to grant an appropriation, The
citizens, however, have unanimously de-
cided to provide one themselves,

A LIBEL SUIT.

Interesting Proceedings in the Supreme
Court this Week.

The Supreme court on Tuesday last was
occupied with the case of Judge Steadman
vs. the Sun publishing company in which
the plaintiff claims $10,000 damages for
libel. Chief-justice Allen presided. Jas. A.
Vanwart appeared for the prosecution, and
for the defence, C. N. Skinner, M. P., Q. C,,
and L. A. Currie, with Dr. Barker as counsel.
“fhe following were sworn on the jury:
John Moore, C. Bryden, Alex. Calder, J.
Campbell, W. Barker, R. Boone and John
Murray.

J. A, Vanwart, in opening the case said:
This was a libel suit arising out of certain
allegations published in the daily Sun, in
which the plaintiff, who was a revising bar-
rister under the Franchise act, was accused
principally of unfair registration, of being a
violent political partizan in his revising of
voters lists, and of being guilty of improper
conduct during the months of October, '89
to March, '90.

W. H. Thorne sworn, said — The daily
Sun had been published by the company
since '78. The papers produced dated Dec.
30, '89; Feb. 20,'90; March 18, '90; and
June 24, '90, were published by the com-
pany. The paper is printed in St. John.
The circulation for October last was be-
tween two and three thousand, and from
September to March last certainly not less
than one thousand.

Thomas Fowler proved receipt of the
paper for Feb. 20,90, through the mail ; and
Jas. Hawthorne gave evidence respecting
the sale of the paper on the streets of this
city.

Judge Steadman sworn, said — Am plain-
tiff in this suit. Have been judge of county
courts for York and Sunbury since Jan. '67.
hiil Juge 89 as revising officer beld a regis-
trar's office.at Gagetown. Employed an as-
sistant, Was at the office most of the time.
My assistant was R.T. Babbitt, registrar of
déeds and wills. Papers produced were
bought at Hawthorne’s and sometimes from
street boys. Had attention drawn to arti-
cles in issues of Oct. 29 and of Dec. 30, '89.

Cross examined by Mr. Skinner — The re-
vising of the voters’ lists was done in writ-
ing. Refused L. A. Currie access to the
lists at first because he was believed to be
the real author of the libels ; but on expla-
nation from that gentleman instructed my
assistant, Mr. Babbitt, t0 communicate to
Mr. Currie that he (Currie) might have free
aceess to the lists. Made revisions also in
’86, and at that time was allowed by law to
have a clerk, and appointed Mr. Babbitt.
Knew there wds a minority against my con-
tinuing Mr. Birchall in office; but knew
also a large majority were in favor of
him. The letter produced was in Babbitt’s
hand writing,

Ques. — What was your course of proceed-
ingin 1886 ?

His Honor: interrupting said — He could
not see what' that had to do with the case,
and Mr. Skinner in reply stated that there
was an ‘“‘analogy between 1886 and 1889.”

His Honor — Well, confine yourself to
1889, the time how in question.

Plaintiff continuing, said —In June 1889
1 Bégan revising at Gagetown. I wentdown
on first day of June to Gagetown. Did not
make a list but went over assessment rolls.
In August was in Gagetown again for the
purpose of preparing the preliminary list.
Was at the registry office, but for the pur-
pose of revising I attended at my own office.
Due notice of revision was circulated by
handbills. Helda court in each parish for
final revision. Personally examined applica-
tion's, and they passed under my supervision.
Mr. Babbitt did not give me any advice
whatever, nor would he write ‘ approved ”’
or “condemned” on these applications.
Mr. Babbitt most certainly did not do any-
thing without my first examining these
applications.

(The applications were then produced in
court and with a few exceptions was all
identified by the plantiff).

As a rule all applications were initialed
by mme. Oct. 18th 1889 met Mr. Currieat the
coutt al Petersville, G. F. Baird was there,
and a conversation took place respecting the
sending of applications to Fredericton.
‘When making up my preliminary list in
1886 I was allowed by law to receive ap-

‘plications there, and I told Currie so during
that year, applications received on the 18th
Oct.- 1889 were ruled out, because the time
was up. They had been sent to Fredericton,
and not to Gagetown. Were mailed at St.
John on the very last day, and did not reach
me within the time allowed by law, nor at
my office in Gagetown. Mr. Babbitt would
receive my letters at that place, and would
make a memoranda of the dates of receipt.
In 1886 the law did not fix the place where
these applications were to be received but it
does now. Did not receive applications
from Sunbury in this city in 1889. In 1886
I allowed Mr. Babbitt to send back applica-
tioms for rectification to parties who had not
made proper returns, although I was not
obliged to do this. I together with my clerk
received abuse even for this, and as a fact in
1889 I did not allow Mr. Battitt to send any
applications back for rectification, as I knew
we'should be accused of delaying these ap-
plications, although they were improperly
filled up.

The proceedings on Wednesday morning
were chiefly taken up with the identification
of papers, and about 11.45 a. m. Mr. C. A.
Skinner opened up for the defence.

Fred. Alward of Brunswick, sworn, said —
Public opinion he thought was against Mr.
Babbitt being continued as the plaintiffs
clerk.

By Mr. Vanwart — Did not recollect about
the forms requiring to be filled up. Heard
that some applications had been improperly
sent in, Had only forwarded one applica-
tion myself, but understood subsequently
thatanother form was being prepared. The
application produced was the only one per-
sonally forwarded by me. Would not swear
that Judge Steadman referred to the year
1886 in reference to the addressing of these
applications to his city residence.

By Mr. Currie— Freeman Alward was a
liberal.

By Mr. Vanwart— As far as he knew
Freeman Aldward was a liberal, and was a
very distant relative. Was a conservative
myself.

George F. Baird sworn, said — Was form-
erly a tepresentative for Victoria in Queens
Cd., and resided &t that place. Knew the
revising ‘barmster and his assistant Mr.
Babbitt. I attended two courts held for the
purpose of revision at Petersville and
Hampstead. At the former place a large
number of conservative applications were
rejected. Spoke to Judge Steadman respect-
ing the matter. Was under the impression
that plaintiff directed that applications
might be sent to Fred ericton, and not to
Gagetown, and had a conversation with the
Judge on that point. Asked who would
receive the applications if sent to Gagetown
and the answer was Mr. Babbitt. I said, no
conservatives would be likely to forward
their applications to Gagetown as they had
had experience of Mr. Babbitt before. This
was the substance of my conversation with
the Judge.

William Woods — Lived at Petersville.
Made an application for Wm. Henry’s name
to be placed on the lists in 1889. Paper
produced was the application. I attended
the Petersville court but heard nothing
respecting the matter.

The examination of witnesses for the de-
fence continues but no facts of special in-
terest have been developed. The case will
probably be finished about Wednesday
next,
