Hercic Priest at Water ‘Front Fire.

Amoogst the many touching and
inspiring spectacles witnessed dur-
ing the great conflagration at the
North German Lloyd steamship
docks in Hoboken on a late Bstarday
was that of & priest standing on the

firoboat New Yorker

and, with hands outstretobed, giving
sbeolution to the frantic men whose
heads protruded from the port holes
of the SBaale, dying in view of those
who were powerless to aid them.
The priest was Rev. Jobhn Bros-
vap, of the mission of Our Lady of
the Rosary, in State street, New
York. Father Brosnan related the
following story of his experience :
“It was about 9 o'clock, while I
was walking along the B wtery wall,
that I eaw the floating lighters
burning as they name down the
river. Father Heory, who is rector
of the migsion, had 10ld me earlier
in the evening of their being a fire
in Hoboken.

“As 1 nesred the pier of the fire-
boct New Yoiker I saw tuge bringing
in the irjwred. They were laid on
the flor of the fire bouse, and many
of them were unconscipus. I sent
at onos to the minsion and bad the
holy oils acd breads sent over, The
Charch sllows conditional abeola
tion, and I did not stop to ascertain
who were of our faith. I administ-
ered extreme unotion toabovt thirty
before they were carried to the
bospitals, Then I learned from the
firemen of the gravity of the fire. A
firemgn provided me with a rubber
coat,and | went to the scene aboard
the tug Mutusl, with Captain Rob-
erte.
“ We went first to the Saale. By
the time we arrived at ber side she
was slowly sinking. I saw msoy
beads and faces looking out of the
port holes. They were ‘0o far away
from me to be resched. They
understood, many of them, and I
praised God that He brogght me
there, for it did seom as though I
bad brought cousolstion to some of
them. Death they knew was cer-
tain. They knew there was Do
hope of eseapp. They did mot be-
come frensied. They seemed re
signed to die, and spent the last
moments in prayiog with me. Ob,
