The
Fisherman’s ring, which is so
called because it has a figure of
St. Peter in a barque throwing
his net into (Matthew iv: 18, 19)
is a plain gold ring with an oval
face, bearing the name of the
reigning Pope engraved around
and above the figure of the
Apostle. On the inside are cut
the names of the engraver and of
the majordomo, The ring weighs
an ounce and a half. It is the
official seal -of the Popes, but
although the first among the rings,
it is only the second in the class
of seals, since it serves as the
privy seal or Papal signet for
apostolic briefs and matters of
lesser consequence, whereas the
great seal of the Holy See is
used to stamp the heads of S8,
Peter and Puul in lead, and some-
times, but rarely, in gold: on
Papal bulls. :
