NEW YORK TO PARIS BY AUTO.

Commissioner Perry, of the Royal
Northwest Mounted Police, arrived in
the eiti Jast night from the east on
the CN.R. He is making a tour of
the police barracks in Alberta and
Saskatchewan, for the purpose of esti-
mating .the cost of the improvements
that will b made next sumtier.
Wheén intetviewéd by a Bulletin
represéntative this -morning h2 said:
“I am just going around to the diffei-
ent barracks receiving and looking
Into reports from the differént in-
spectors. - Th® government purposés
meking large improvements to the
barracks in Battleford, and, in faet,
nearly ‘all the barfacks will have more
ot less improvements made n2xt sum-
mer,

“As regards crime, there is just as
much this year as last, but it is most-
ly of the petty variety. As the coun-
try is b2coming more thickly settled,
the wrong-doers are becoming less,
and it is with the uneducated class
that we have to deal with principally.
“My trip over the C.N.R. has shown
me that mon2y is really scarce, but
from the talk in those towns I am led
to believe that the money situation is
loosening up.

“The other day I was interview:d
in Regina about the proposed auto-
mobile race from New York to Paris
that ig8 being promoted by the Paris
Matin. A New York papsr wanted
fily opinion as regards the machines
getting from Edmonton to Dawson.
It would be practically impossible.
If an auto had wings it might fly
there, but as for covering the ground
it is -absolutely out of the question.
Thz distance from Edmaonton to Daw-
son is 2,000 miles, and although a
machine could get as far .as Atha-
basca Landing and perhaps the Peace
River Landing, the mountains, heavy
brush, and muskegs from there on
ofier a barrier that is unsurmountable
as far as awtomobiles are, concerned.
‘““The trail for the police, which is
metely a bridle path, to Dawson, took
three years to compl:te, and such a
one suitabel for automobiles would
take an army of men years to build.
If those desirous of trying th2 trip!
could but see th: mountains, the
strfams and muskegs to cross, the
timber and bushh through which a
way would have to be hewed., they
would gladly relinguish their ideas of
such a trip till som? future date.”
The commissioner, who is probably
the best informéd man in America on
the subject, has travelled the propos-
sd route himself, and his deecision in
the mattér will undoubtedly veto the
ereatest trip ever proposed for auto-
mbbilas,

Ottawa, Dec. 4.—Questions were
given the precedence in the Commons
this afternoen.  The. Premier told
Hon. Mr.. Foster that the Hon. Mr.

Hyman left the aetive control of his
department on December 4, 1906, and
the resignations were dated Novem-
ber 19 and May 22, 1907.
