- He examined th=
stomach of the deceased and found
about four onnces of liquid which
smelt alecholie He believed that
death was due to hemorrhage of the
lungs caused by the shot which en
tered at the front and passed through
the lungs,

Dr, Fergusson, of Morinville, who
aszisted Dr. Quesnel in the post mor-
tem examination, corroborated the
evidence of the former witness regard-
ing the locdtion and nature of the
wounds., He could not state, how-
ever, which wound was caused first.

The
witness did not knoiv why he used the
term “‘financial settlement,” but had
hea#d him use the expression before.
About 2 o’clock Mrs. Sprinkle stat-
ed that her husband and Krone return-
ed with the wood. Her husband came
in and Krone followed a {ew minuteg
later. When Sprinkle came in he
warmed his hands at the stove and
then passed into the inner room. In
a few minutes Brusha came in and
offered’ him a “drink ~of whisky.
Sprinkle refused at first but later took
a drink to keep Brusha in good hum-
or. While this was n progrese Krone
had comc into the ‘kitechen.  Brusha
+ent cut for a drink of water and ask-

b

ed Krone why he did not speak te]

him, Krone replied that he was only
doing what Brusha had asked -kim to
do, not speak to him. Brusha said
he didn’t want anyone to snub him
and he &wore at Krone; ealling him
a liar and saying “Pll make you see
me,”” and pulling off his coat.

“I dont want to have any trouble
with you,” replied Krone, but Brusha
said he was ‘going to have trouble’'as
he was there to have a “financigl”
settlement- with him. Brusha stated
that now they would have to cut it
out, fight it out, or shoot it out, and he
slapped Krone in the face. = Krone
struck back and a fight began.

Murs. Sprinkle stated that as soon as
the men Dbegan to fight she made her
husband, go out of the house to be out
of ithe trouble. He started at.once
for Morinville... Brusha and . Kréne
fought in the kitchen and the ‘porch
and Brusha asked the accused to come
outside and fight it out. Krone refus-
ed and Brusha took hold of the form-
er’s collar and tried to back him<out
the door. ' The fighting ceased for a
moment and Mvrs. Sprinkle went in-
gide the house. She siood by the stove
and Brusha asked her where her hus-
band was as he wanted to have one
more chance at him, The witness re-
plied that he had gone and Brusha
said, “For two cents and a half T'd
knock you out of the window.” He
struck Mrs. Sprinkle and knocked her
agdainst the wood bbox., He then turn-
ed to Krone, saying, ““God damn you,
I'll fix you; F've got you ndbw.” Both
men drew their revolvers and Krone
fired.

Brusha Made First Move,

“Whoe pulied his gun first,” asked
Mr. Robertson.

“John Brasha,” was the prompt
reply,

Continuing, the witness stated that
Krone fired and Brusha fell. In a me-
ment Brusha ros¢ and made, a° motion
with*his gun as if to shoot and Krone
fired three times more. One of these
bullets lodged in the kitchen eabinet,
in passed through-the stove pipe and
gnother hit Bftisha and he fell dead.
The whole shooting affair only oceu-
pied about 8 seconds.

Mrs. Sprinkle stated that she had
known both Brusha and Krone for
abhout four years. Jrusha was of a
quarrelsome  disposition and had
trouble with Sprinkle prior to this.
He had threatened to shoot Sprinkle
on one occasion and at another time
he had fired at him with a rifle. In
cross-examination the witness stated
that Krone had always appeared quiet
around the house and she had never
known him to quarrel before. She
noticed Brusha’s  coat burning a few
minutes aiter the shcooting and Krone
put the fire out. Considerable cross-
examination {followed by the crown
prosecutor regarding the fight between
Brusha and:Krone, but the witness did
not change her story very materially.

Corroborative Evidence,

James Sprinkle, husband of the pre-
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vidus witness, corroborated his. wife’s
story regarding the beginning of the
fight ‘which ended in the tragedy. The
fight began by Brusha hitting Krone
in the face and Krone retaliating. His
wife then called him out of the house
and he started acfoss *the fields \for
Morinville to notify the" police.

The witness stated that the had
gone about a quarter of 'a mile when
he heard shouts irom the house, and
s little. boy ran after him ta tell him
that Brusha was shot. He returpned to
th2 ‘hous: and found the body lying

on the floor of the kitchen and was——

told that Krone had shot Brusha.
Caspar Lavallee, proprietor .of the

"Alberta hotel, Morinville, stated 4hat -

the deceased, John Brusha,”had been
in the bar of his hotel ‘early in the adt-
ernoon of January 31st. H Had been
drinking and was undeér the inflience
of liquor. He had a revolver with him
and the winess stated-that hé examin-
ed it and removed the loaded shélls
from its chambers. Brusha left the
hotel about two o’ciock, reloading his
gun as he went. He had known Brusha
tor a yvear and had found him rather
rough when drinking.

Philip Mollersine testified briefly a3
to the good reputation of Herman
Krone, the accused, had bérne during
the past year he had known him.

The last witness for the deience -was
Mrs. John Brusha, widow of ‘the «a-
ceased, and sister of the accused
Krone. She was informed by the
court that she need not give evidence
regarding private communications with
her late husband unless she wished.
She stated that she came to this coun-
try about a year agy from Missouri,
where she had married Brusha. Her
brother was not :at all quarrelsome
and had always been ready to give
money eitifer to her ‘or her husband.
This concluded the evidence for-the
defence.

H. H. Robhertson, counsel for the
defence, then addressed” the jury at
some length, impressing ¢3 them the
fact that Krone had done tne shoeting
in self-defence and suggesting ‘that
probably the defect in Brusha’s re-
volver, which prevented it from diss
charging every time the t'rigger was
pulled probably saved Krone’s life.
Crown Prosecutor Cogswell also out-
lined the evidence in the case, dwel-
ling on the serious consequencas  of
using a gun unless it was perfectly
clear- that there was no other way to
save himseli. Judge Stuart then
charged the jury as {6 their daty and
the conelusions they must come to in
order to bring in a verdict for aec-
quittal, manslaughter or murdexr, The
jury then retired and aiter deliberating
an hour returned at 6.30 with a ver-
dict~of not guilty and the priscner
was discharged.

As this Avas the only ecriminal case
to be frigd by jury the jurymen in
attendance at:thecourt were thanked
by the judge and dismissed from fur-
ther attendance.
