San  Franciseo, . Nov. -13.—Francis
.?._Heng‘y, chief. progecuting attorney
in"thé graft ‘Gasés, was shot in Judge
Lawler’s courtroom nt 4.35 this after-
noon by Morris-Haas, an eg-convict.
engagéd in the salaon business, whom
Henéy hid exposed. srhile he was at-
tempting to quailty as a juror in the;
trialb of Abe Ruéf for bribery,

he det of the assassin was so un-
expected that John Foley, Heney’s
bodyganaid, was ‘unuble to saye his
ediployer. ~ Foley grappled with the
murderer and with the assistapce of
several ‘deputy sherifis disarmed. him
and. turned him over to the police.
Heney was removed to the Lane Hos-
pital, wliere an examination showed
that he had been shot on the right
side of, the heud, the bullet ranging
round the head and locating in  the
ather jaw. - Doctors say the wound is
not dangerous. Haas’ explanation of
the shooting is that he was driven
crazy by brooding over the exposure
Heney made of his conviet record
when he was in the jury box, and the
shame the exposure brought to him-
self and family.

Heney Still Fighting.

Late tonight Heney’s condition is
favorable and recovery seems certain.
He issped a statement saying that he
would yet get Abe Ruel dand put him
behind the bars. “Haas is in the
eounty jail ‘about thrée miles out of
town; and a jail guard, reinforced by
ten monnted policemen and ten patrol
men, are inside the gates.  According
to a statement made by Haas to-
night, the “shooting of Heney was a
purely personal affair. - He said he
had confided his determination to
kill Henay to no one. In 1888 Haas
was senteneed to two yéars in  the
penitentiary on a charge of embezzle-
ment. In the former trial of Ruef he
had been aceepted as a juror when
this faet was discovéred. Up to that
time Haas’ disgrace had been almost
forgotten, and- he -elaimed to have
been living an upright life since his
release. - I was driven crazy;’’ Haas
says, '‘by .the shame brought . upon
myself - and . family: by the exposure
that 1 had been in prison.” He said
le had been brooding over the affair
for months, £

On the ocecasion of the recent. visit
of ‘the -prinice to the tercentenary cel-
ebration- at Quebee, he canveyed his
pléasare to the chief of the Six Na-
tions to accept. the chieftainship
which was tendered  him.

~-GUILTY. OF MANSLAUGHTER.

Italian Sentenced to 16 Years at Macleod
for Killing Two Men.

Macleod,  Nov. .13.—Angelo = Monte,
charged ' with :the - murder -of Salvate Cas
tina, was found'guilty today of manslangh-
ter ~and sentenced by Justice Stuart-.to
fifteen yéars. The defonoo admitted: *bat
Monte had . killed - Salvato -and: also_. his
brother Antonio, but put in a plea of
great: provocation. ' 1t is likely that Moots
will ba friad on the other charge of kill-
ing Antonio Castina. Beth men were
killed by Monte on September 25. Ther
had attscked him at their boarding houso
at Lillee. . After the quarrel the. accused
had gone upstairs to his room, securad o
double-barrelled shot gun, came down snd
killed both - the Castina brothers. - The
ovidénce proved that the Castina brothers
had for a lengthy period been persistentiy
annoying Monte. J. M. MeDonald, of
Macleod, acted. for the defense.

WOULD LEAD TO WORSE.

Hamilton Police Commission Refuse
to Stamn Out Disorderly Houses.

Hamilton, tober :14.~The police
commissioners, in reply to a large de-
putation, refused fo appoint -a mor-
ality officer. Judge Snider doubted
the advisability ef stamping out dis-
ordérly houses, as it might lead to
something worse.
