Sabbath School Conference.
Jan 16th.

Our report yesterday of the proceed 
in*.T8 of this Conference closed with 
the forenoon.

In the afternoon, at two o’clock, the 
business was resumed, beginning with 
devotional exercises. Mr. Smith, of 
Knox Church, Galt, then spoke on the 
subject, “ How to render our Sabbath 
School work more attractive and effi< 
cit nt,” throwing out a number of valu­
able suggestions, to which those present 
listened with sustained attention.— 
Among other things he recommended 
tfoat the contort ot the children be duly 
provided for, that good singing should 
be encouraged, that interesting periodi­
cals should be obtained and circulated, 
that a well-selected library should be 
furnist ed, that godly teachers who can 
enter svmpathizingly into the feelings 
of the" children should be employed, 
that the se should have at their head a 
Superin tendent who is a man of God, 
love» ch ildren, and has the faculty of 
maintaining order,and able to give a 
good add'.ress, while the truth mast be 
taught in its beautiful harmony. Child­
ren sboul d be taught to do something, 
such as gathering in others to the Sab­
bath School, and giving to the Lord’s 
work. Mr Smith also sp->ketof the de­
sirableness of holding such Conferences 
as the present.

The subject was dis sussed by several 
speakers who followed Mr Smith, all of 
whom approved of the suggestions he 
had made. Dr Barrie, in the course of 
his remarks, recommended that the 
psalm or hymn to be sung should be
given out on the preceding Sabbath, 
that it might be committed to memory 
by the whole school, and sung from 
memory the next Sabbath.

Mr Smellie, as appointed by the Pres­
bytery, Introduced the subject : “ The 
importance of Sabbath School Libraries 
and the best means of procuring them.” 
He dwelt first on the importance of 
such libraries, in furnishing and ex­
panding the mind, providing families 
with books and books of the best kind, 
doing away with the desire for pernici­
ous litetature. Even grown up mem­
bers of a family greedily devour in some 
instances, the books children take home 
from the Sabbath School Library. Be­
tween the two subjects—the importance 
of $tbbath School Libraries and the 
best Beans of procuring them—comes 
in the question of what materials should 
these Libraiies be composed ? The 
speaker would advocate the selection of 
all books from the character of Peep of 
Day to Butler’s Analogy, and even Me- 
Cosh on the Divine Government. He 
would not restrict them to common 
literature; but he did not think Living­
ston’s Travels, or Scores by’s Memorials 
of the Sea, nor even Hugh Miller, at­
tractive ae these ones were, adapted to 
our Sabbath School Libraries. He 
would prefer standard works, such as 
Banyan’s Pilgrim’s Progress, Dod­
dridge's Rise and Progress, some of 
Dick’s and Kremmacher à works, Ac. 
We should have short and simple trea­
tises on Calvinistic Doctrines, on Pres­
bytery, on Practical Religion, such as 
Bonai’s God’s way of Peace, Life in ear­
nest, Solitude Sweetened. Works 
of fiction and of a sensational character 
should be excluded. Biographies and 
memoirs of religious worthies should be 
by all means procured. The speaker 
proceeded to enumerate a large number 
of writings on such subjects as those 
specified, and recommended their intro­
duction into Sabbath School Libraries, 
and referred to works on the subject of 
revivals, and concluded an interesting 
and instinctive address by dwelling on 
the best means of procuring such books, 
and how they should be used. The 
subject was followed up by others till 
thi hour of adjournment.

In the evening the proceedings were 
resumed by engaging in devotional ex­
ercise, after which Mr Jas A Tnompson, 
ol Erin, introduced the following sub­
ject to the meeting- “ The best means of 
awakening the hearty aid and co-opera­
tion of parents, congregations and others 
in our Sabbath Schools. He dwelt very 
earnestly on the duty of awakening the 
interest of the children. * This would 
lead them to ask questions at home, and 
this will quicken the interest of parents. 
Teachers, again, should visit the child­
ren In their own houses. This he took 
to be the secret of the success of the 
Glasgow Sibbath. Schools. . He never

Mutiny of Prussian Soldiers

New York, Jap 17—The Herald's 
special from St Petersburg says : A ru­
mour prevails here that the . Grand

“The Story of a Lifetime.”
The third of the course of lecture» 

under the auspices of the Y. M, C. As­
sociation was delivered in the Congre­
gational Church last Tuesday evening, 
by the Rev Tboa Guttery, of Toronto. 
The attendance was large, and the lec­
ture was the most successful that has 
yet taken place. After prayer by the 
Rev. Mr. Smellie, the President of the 
Association, Dr McGuire, introduced the 
lecturer.

Mr Guttery began by contrasting the 
time In which the subject of hie lecture 
first came into nottice and the present.
In the former time—those “ grand old 
days of yore,” as they were frequently 
called, but which were not to be prefer­
red to our present advanced age—Whit­
field and Wesley were making giant 
efforts to introduce a true, earnest re­
ligion into Euglandrand with what suc­
cess we are all well acquainted.
