MANY OPERATIVES BURNED OB MAIMED.

Boston, Sept 19.
The Granite Mills,. at Fall River Massa- 

achusetts, were burned this morning. 
The buildmg conta;ned some 700 men, 
women, and clr'dren. Many perished in 
the flames, while others jumped from the 
w’-dOws and were killed. The cries of 
the women and children were heart-ren- 
d'ng.

The following is a fu”. 'account of tho 
fire. Mills Nos, 1 and 2 of tho granite 
works had been ru l ing about 20 m:,m- 
♦■>8 when tho operatives in No. l.whichi8 
an old mill were startled with a cry of 
fire, and tho escape of smoke from tbe 
fourth storey. On this, next to the up­
per floor, which was the mule warp 
spinning depr-tmeut, there were nearly 
100 qi-ls at work, under a male overseer. 
On the upper floor, the fifth, about 30 
girls were employed spooling and warping 
cotton. These were the youngest of tho 
operatives. With the alarm .the flames 
seemed to leap up to this attic, coming 
from the windows below, and to tho 
terror of all, up the great tower in tho 
centre of tho building, in which were all 
tho stabs communicating with each 

Tko five c.'.nght, as slr.t?d, in the 
mule spinning room in tbe uorth-vtfst 
end of tho mi1! and, it is stated, from the 
friction in a mule head, at once iguiting 
the oil waste about it, and spreading by 
means of tho oil on tbe floor and about each 
piece of machinery directly towards the 
centre tower, the only source of escape 
for those on the fourth and fifth stories 
besides the four tire escapes, two on the 
sides of each gable ond. As it rushed 
over tbe flooring it instantly found sub­
stance :*i the wood-week,and once getting 
into the tower ran up to at-1 through the 
single entrance to the fifth story, then 
spreading to the roof timber,and lillingtwo 
great rooins,450by 90 feet with dense black 
smoke and flames. While tho flames 
were mnk’ng such terrible headway tho 
operatives became frv :Jy wild. The 
overseers at a g'auce saw there was no 
way possible to cheflk the fire, and gave 
tin i.- sole attention to those whom they 
bad at work. They called to them to 
save themselves, and pointed out ways of 
escape. These were principally tiro lad­
ders, for ttie timid creatures dared not 
run the tbe gauntlet of tbe tower. Tho 
overseer of the spooling room, who him­
self remained till ho was nearly suHb- 
cafed ia smoke, states ths sceno in his 
room—and it must have been worse in 
that next below the sta’-s—cannot be 
depicted. Children ran about without 
any knowledge of what they were doing, 
crying and begging piteously to be saved, 
yet wrenching themselves away when 
talau forcibly and carried to the tower 
wiiilo vot there was some chance, or to 
tho iron ladder, to two scuttle windows 
of the south end which opened upon the 
roof balcony at the head at Twelfth-street 
fire-ladders. It' was impossible to get a 
great majority to take even this method 
in order to save their lives. Some 
wanted clothing, and some this or that 
thing, they knew not what. As tho fire 
frightened them away from the fpot of 
the roof-ladders they rushed to the win­
dows at tho south gable end, but they 
were nearly 60 feet from the ground and 
they da’-ed not jump. Cotton ropes were 
put oqt for them to slide down by, and 
some took this chance, but in the effort 
several met with death or injury, for no 
sooner would the rope bo lowered before 
there was, a rush for it from the story be­
low ; too many would take hold of the 
rope which would part, and all clinging 
to it would come down in a bnneh. 
While such scenes were being enacted 
hero, similar ones were going on in the 
mule spooling room. Tho flames had 
ascended with quickness of thought to 
the. entrance of the tlr-d or the fourth 
floor, thereby cutting off tho means of 
escape, but the operatives bad the two 
ladders of the south gable directly before 
them and were urged by the overseers 
and citizens below ro take them. Some 
did, but others, as if they were mad, 
rushed on the balcony tand dropped or 
threw themselves fiom the guards, hard­
ly looking at tho iron ladders. There 
was ample time for every one to have 
been saved, had a right course been pur­
sued, and it.was not for want of direc­
tion that the girls lost their lives. The 
Superintendent, as soon as the alarm was 
given, rushed to tho upper story, 
and, with the overseers, did all 
that was possible to save life, and 
when the means provided for escape in 
tho construction of the mills were ren­
dered unavailing by the heat, flames 
and smoke, the people on the ground 
procured beds and mattresses tor the

Soor unfortunate to jump on, and many 
id throw themselves from the windows 

to almost in every case receive fatal or 
terrible injuries, for the distance was 
nearly fifty feet. The greatest conster­
nation was felt by the people on the 
streets, who had assembled in immense 
numbers, and their cries and acts did 
not help greatly to compose the mill 
hands. The disciplined firemen and po­
licemen, as soon as they arrived in suffi­
cient numbers, worked with a will and 
to advantage in their efforts to save the 
girls. Some very bravo acts were per­
formed, and it is said that several fire­
men—tho number is given as four—gave 

j their lives in this humane endeavor. 
Morgues and hospitals were speedily im­
provised, and as fast as one could be 
picked from under the windows of tho 
mill a stretcher was ready to carry her 
away. At tho Central Station 25 bodies 
were cold in death, and other unfortu­
nates had been taken to other stations 
and to their homes. Every doctor in the 
city was called at the earliest moment, 
and all exhibited the greatest solioLude 

" for the sufferers.
It is not too high to place the number 

of the killed at 40 and the injured at 
twice that number.

The extent of the fire ia not so great 
as might under the circumstances have 
been expe eted. The fire was under con­
trol shortly after half past eight o’clock. 
The entire roof had not fallen in, nor had 
the walls crumbled below the eaves on 
the north side.

A Gift from 4 Carllst.

Varona, a Cuban patriot, now residing in 
Paris, has given 20,000 francs to an 
agent of the Cuban Republic in this citv, 
to help to carry on the war against 
Spain.

The New Explosive Agency.
EXPERIMENTS with dynamite.

On Saturday afternoon last, Mr. Young, 
of Young <$t Mi'1er, Toronto, agents in 
Canada for tho article called Dynamite, 
for which is claimed an explosive power, 
superior to that of gunpowder, made 
several experiments iu tho presence of 
about fifty, prominent citizens of Guelph,

The first trial of tho power of Dyna­
mite—which was described at length in 
a recent issue of the Mercury—wias 
made on a largo boulder ly;ng on the 
common on Gordon-straet, near the Gas 
Works. The stone was one o' the hard­
est kind, having no grain, and belong-ig 
to no class of granite or other ordinary 
stope. On the top of this was laid a 
charge consisting of two or^three cart­
ridges of dynamito, loosely tied together. 
Th one of those was inserted a strong 
percussion cup called a “ detonator,” 
to which was attached a fuse ma' in 
the ord’nnry way, but covered with a 
water-tight substance. Tho charge was 
laid on the boulder loose, and covered 
with a smaller stone. When the crowd 
bad retreated to a safe distance the fuse 
was fired, and in a few moments it had 
ignited and sent the top stone flying off 
in pieces into the air, wlr’e the smidler 
fragments fell like a shower of he41, at a 
distance from tho scene of the explosion. 
It was found that the boulder had suc­
cumbed, and was broken into fragments, 
an occurrence which dispelled any scept- 
icism that had been lurking in the nr-ids 
of the incredulous.

Tbe party then proceeded to the Gas 
Works, where r • excavation is being 
made iu the hard rock for the now gas­
ometer. Several holes had been drived 
in tho solid rook, about twelve juchés 
deep by two in diameter, but their size 
was reduced to about five inches deep 
»nd one in diameter, by filling with earth 
and water. Mr. Young claims, as a 
great advantage over gunpowder, tfciat 
dynamiteurequires a boring of only five 
inches, while the substance is impervious 
to water. The cartridges having been 
inserted and covered with sod, an exposi­
tion took place, resulting in the loosen­
ing of the rock for several feet aro’und.

The 
explosion threw a body of water several 
feet .into the air, and also brought a large 
number of small fish to the surface. They 
floated as if they were; dead, but in 
about ten minutes they had re­
covered from the shock, and were quite 
lively. This peculiar property of dynam­
ite will be a boon to avjglers who fail to 
make the fish "bite.” A’-eady it has 
proved successful, and a fishing party on 
Lake Superior this summer brought to 
the surface ?n this way about seventy 
large fish, which they easily caught 
while in a condition of stupor.

A boulder on the common near Pre- 
sant’s mill, was divided into five parts by 
a charge cl dynamite, which wn laid 
loose upon its surface.

This concluded the series of experi­
ments, which will, no doubt, aid in bring­
ing before the public the peculiarly 
powerful qualities of this new exolodent. 
For farmers, it is particularly adapted, 
not only bmlders, but roots of freshly 
felled trees and stumps succumbing to its 
power. Its work in the clearing of land 
will, we feel sure, soon come to be recog­
nized among our farmers, while already 
miners and others engaged in blasting, 
have recognized its place.
