The Detroit Free Press says:— A new
electric railroad will be built und- operared
in Outario, with termini at London and Pt,
Burwell on Lake. Erie before July 1, 1903,
This aonouncement was made yesterday
afternoon by Dr. Frunk Hassler, of Detroit,
who; niunaged the deal with the Canadian
Government.
