The Assizes for this District commenced on
Monday, the l4th {ustant; Cmier Justice
Rogrinson presiding, and concluded on Tues-
day night last: the Calendar of prisoners
was unusaally lengthy, and we are sorry to
say, there were several cases which are clas-
sed in the highest degree of crime,” for there
were no less than three charged with murder,
and one with RRape.

The case of Rogers condemned for 4 rape
was a very nggravated one, as it appears he
in company with a man named Brimma-
comb, who has fled the country, had followed
two Indians and a squaw, determined to violate
her person at all hazards, and thatin the scuf-
fle which ensued, one of the Indians was kil-
led by Brimmacomb, and the other one so se-
verely injured as to be obliged to fly for his
life, leaving the squaw at the mercy of the
two men. fact murder was com-
mitted in connection with the crime for which
he has been sentenced to suffer the extreme
penalty of the law,
