'[}l’ne boy started to do it, but not ina way
to suit his father. :

“Irving,” said Mr. Alberts, 1 want you
to do what I tell you.” He then scolded
him for not doing the work as he had told
him he wanted it dove in the first place.
The boy didn’t make any reply, but did as
he was told. This was at 8:30 o'clock. He
was through the work in fifteen minutes,
and sat down to study again. - At 90'clock
he got up and went out the back door. He
hadn’t said & worn from the time his \ther
had scolded him, and he didn’t speak when

he went out. His brother dward and his
father were in the room when he went out.
