Prospects of Settling the Scotch Rail- 
way Strike.OVER 200 LIVES LOST!T a JÙ
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Glasgow, Dec. 27.—As the result of a 
conference at Edinburgh of provosts, railway 
directors and delegates representing the 
strikers it is stated there are prospects of 
settling the strike. At Dundee yesterday an 
unsuccessful attempt was made to derail a 
train. The Caledonian Railway Company, 
which had steadfastly refused to yield to 
the strikers, has, says a Glasgow dispatch, 
practically won the struggle with its em- 
ployes. The success of the other 
companies is thought to be doubt- 
ful. Another dispatch from Glasgow 
says freight traffic has not yet 
been resumed on the railways, but there is 
a slight improvement in the amount of 
passenger traffic done. Caledonian rail­
way officials say they anticipate an early 
collapse of the strike. They state that 
many locomotive engineers and firemen 
among the strikers will resume work on 
Monday and that others have privately 
asked to be reinstated. The strikers gen- 
erally express confidence in their prospects. 
The Caledonian Company yesterday en- 
gaged 36 English engine drivers. The 
various railway companies express a will- 
ingness to treat directly with the men, but 
decline to allow officers of the union to be 
present at an interview. A meeting of 
citizens of Edinburgh appointed a committee 
to confer with the railway directors and 
representative men with a view to the eel 
ticinent of the strike.

submit Ald. McDougalls scheme of civic 
reform to the popular vote at the January 
elections. The scheme in brief is as fol- 
lows: The mayor, as at present, shall be 
elected for one year by the whole people. 
The ward divisions shall be abolished, and 
instead the city shall be divided into 
six districts running north from the bay to 
the north city limits. Each of these dis­
tricts shall return four aldermen to the 
Council for a term of two years, and two of 
the aldermen in each district shall drop out 
annually, making an annual election. The 
committees of the Council shall be four in 
number, being standing committees on (1) 
finance and assessment, (2) streets and pub- 
lie works, (3) property, (4) fire, light and 
water. The committees shall consist of 
six members each, and from the members of 
each committee at the beginning of each 
year the mayor shall nominate a chairman 
for the year. The chairmen, with the 
mayor, shall form a board of control or 
executive committee, and the members 
(except the mayor, whose salary remains at 
$4,000) ehall be paid $2,000 yearly. This 
board shall have all nominations to office, 
and before it shall pass all appropriations 
for over $200. All aldermen shall be paid 
$500 per annum as indemnity. The new 
system of government, if approved by the 
electors, shall come into force on the 1st of 
January, 1892."

Newfoundlands Grievance.
HALIFAX, Dec. 27.—Monsignor Howley,

questions will inevitably result in war. The 
people ol the French shore are desperate 
over the postponement of a settlement 
of their intolerable difficulties and 
will, he is afraid, take every means 
in their power to precipitate a crisis. 
The proposition to cede Burin to France 
cannot be entertained for a moment. New- 
foundland might just as well be asked to 
cut out lier heart and give it to France. 
Dr. Howley declares that the modus 
vivendi has only served to intensify the 
strained conditions of affairs, to inflict 
enormous losses on Newfoundland fisher- 
men and vastly increase the probabilities 
of bloodshed between the rival fishermen.
