Were he a member of that body be would 
endeavor to do more than was being done. 
It did not redound to the credit of the 
House of Commons that more bad not been 
done. Another election would come around, 
and when it did he hoped militia men 
would act more together in the interests of 
the force and less for party politics, and get 
the militia put on a good footing. As far 
as the Ontario Parliament was concerned, 
it had done all in its power to aid the 
militia. It had given grants to the Ontario 
Rifle Association every year, and given 
power to municipalities to give grants to 
volunteers and to bands. The county 
council of Wellington had voted a 
grant for many years before it was made 
legal. __________ .
