John Vrooman was charged with murder- 
ing James Hickey. Hickey was a driver by 
trade. His business called him from home 
the most of the time, and the prisoner 
being a friend, visited his house quite fre­
quently during his absence. Finally 
trouble arose between husband and wile, 
and the latter left the home of her hus­
band, and has not returned. Biokey 
imagined that Vrooman had something to 
do with her absence, and threatening re- 
venge, said lie would kill him. He met the 
prisoner, who was riding in a buggy, on 
June 12 last, and stated his suspi- 
cions, but Vrooman denied any knowl­
edge regarding the wife, and Hickey sold 
if ho would call at an office on the dock he 
could prove the contrary, whereupon 
Hickey got into the rig with Vrooman. 
They had proceeded but a short distance 
when hot words were exchanged. Hickey 
struck Vrooman twice in the face with his 
fist, upon which the latter took a heavy 
revolver from his hip pocket and shot

“In the last issue of tue Yale Review the 
Hon. Simeon E. Baldwin, of Connecticut, 
in discussing ‘The historic policy of the 
United Stales as to annexation expresses the opinion that ‘The North American con- 
tinent. with every island on the cost and 
the Hawaiian group upon the west all 
bound to ir as satellites to their planet, 
will, if we continue our historic policy as to 
annexation, eventually come under the 
American flag.' Only a few days since Mr. 
John Jacob Astor in a published interview 
announced himself as being strongly in 
favor of continental union at an early day 
as being ill the best interest of the Ameri- 
ran as well as the Canadian people.

LIRE is the prevalent feeling at this time. 
Mrs. Field does not step down socially by 
entering the millinery business.

They have not lost their 
memory of the time when they were with- 
cut the luxuries and opportunities ft now 
brings them, or parted with the inheritance 
of the qualities in the recent ancestors 
whose thrift produced it.

Mrs. Field has shown good judgment in 
selecting a business for which the feminine 
taste is peculiarly adapted; and she is wise 
in entering into it actively as a student of 
fashions and a partner who will be epeci- 
ally occupied in securing trade. Perhaps 
feminine business abilities are best exor- cised in the management of details. Women 
seem to be well fitted to the retail trade on 
that account. We believe that the failures 
among those engaged in it are much fewer 
proportionately then among men. More- prop they have an enviable reputation as 
honest merchants, prudent and trustworthy. 
The employment, loo, gives them the shel­
ter and the protection so desirable for them. 
If they succeed, they win the great and in 
estimable boon of independence. They have 
put their talent to needed use and not hid- 
den it in a napkin.

All success, then, to Mrs. Field in her 
busincs venture, undertaken with motives so honorable, so unselfish, so womanly and
