DAIRY RECORDS USEFUL

Enable D.-irymn‘ to Weed Out the
» Poor Stock.

Ottawa, July 18.—The departmen: &
agriculture has lssued the following:
Out of 2,400 cows tested last month,
in Ontario for members of cow test-
ing assoclations, 896 of them, or over
one-third of the total number record-
ed, gave yields of over 1,000 pounds
of milk and 33 pounds of butter fat.
Many cows gave over 40 pounds of fat.
In sharp contrast are some low aver-
age ylelds, from all cows included in
three or four assoclations, of less than
26 pounds of fat. With butter fat
valued only at 20 cents per pound, this
means that good cows 'are efirning
$3 per month more than poor COWS.
If this average is multiplied by a mﬂkf
ing perfod of ten months, it follows
that there Is actually a difference in
the income from two such cows of a@
much as $30 in the season.

These astonishing differences are
only brought to light and to the appre-
hension of owners when they begin
to record weights of milk and to take
samples for testing. If cows are’
viewed from a right perspective (a
full season’'s satisfactory production
and not a brief, near-sighted glimpse
of a record for a day or a week), not
one will be retained in the herd that
does not return a good profit, and such
common differences as noted above
will not be possible in the properly
selected dairy herd, each cow selected
on the basis of her individual demon-~
stration of profit made. Every dalry
farmer will find it advantageous t0
keep dairy records.

N. S. FOREST FIRE

incendiaries Start Destructive
in Amherst County.

Amherst, N, 8, July 17. — A tere
rible forest fire has been raging in the
western portion of this country for the
Jast week. The fire originated in the
lumber property owned by Cochrane
& Soley at Fox River. They claim
that the fire was plainly the work of
an incendlary, and that fires were set
in three distinct places on their prop-
erty, and on portions of it not visite
by either hunters or fishermen., So
far the fire has run through valuible
lumber lands for eighteen miles, and
hag burned a swath from six to eight
miles wide.
