The local police are trying to locate 
relatives of Henry Morgan, agod 22, 
a Ruilor, whose home is believed to 
have 1>« en either in London or the 
immediate vicinity. Morgan was, ac­
cording to Information the authorities 
have ’•eceived, left deliberately to 
drown when he fell overboard in the 
Pacific. The story told by one of the 
aaiiors on the boat ha:» aroused the 
fiercest indignation, and the shipping 
commission of the coast will conduct 
an in vest I irntlon at once.

An Awful Story.
The foilowine Is the story as told in 

a clipping from the Seattle Sunday- 
Tlmes of last Sunday:

"The last sight that met the eyes 
of Henry Morgan, able-bodied seaman 
washed overboard from the schooner 
Minnie A. Caine, ns he sank to death 
in the waters of the mid-Pacific, was 
the smiling face of his vessel's mas­
ter, Captain George Zantz* waving a 
Jesting adieu from the vessels deck, 
if the story of Harry Melville, sailor 
on that vessel, is to be credited.

Melville further says that the 
Caine's master sacrificed a human life 
in order not to Jeopardize 340 worth 
of sail cloth, as when It was a case 
of saving Morgan's life or a sail which 
was In danger of being carried away, 
he ordered his men to disregard the 
struggles of the drowning man and 
secure the sailcloth.

Tells Dramatic Tale.
Melville told his story yesterday to 

the United States shipping commis­
sioners, who will investlento the death 
at sea on June 21 of Henry Morgan. 
Owing to his inability to find anyone 
connected with the marine inspector s 
office yesterday afternoon, Melville 
will not be able to bring the case to 
the attention of those officials until 
Monday, when lhev will be asked to 
find whet*-- Zantz'e negl- -- — Mor-I
gun his Mfe. I

Melville, a clean-cut Australian j 
youth, seven years a sa:lor, told a 
plain, straightforward story. He un-.j 
tolded the tale of a man's Indiffère nee 
to the dying appeals of a fellow crea­
ture which made indignation burn 
fiercely in the hearts of his hearers. 
He pictured Morgan after he had been 
torn from the vessel's bob stays by a 
wave, struggling vainly in the wake 
of the schooner, while carnivorous sea 
birds pecked at the eyes which strain­
ed for a last glimpse of the vessel, Ms 
only hope of rescue, fading slowly 
away in the distance.

A Sailor’s Narrative.
Melville's story is as follows:
"I was an A. B. on the schooner 

Minnie A / Caine, Captain Zantz, which 
left Newcastle, Australia, with coal for 
Seattle on May 31. On June 20 in 
latitude 31 minutes thirty-two seconds 
K''"th. longitude 128 minutes, we ran 
into a terrible storm, the kind we 
sailors call a "roaring 30," which 
blew from the northwest. Most of our 
sails were carried away on the first 
day. and on the second day the flying 
Jlh down-hauler carried away with two 
men hauling on it. Like most of the 
vessel's cordage, it was rotten and 
wen : her-decayed.

"When the downhauler carried away 
the Hying Jib dropped into the water, 
hanging over the bob chains. The 
mate, who was an old man, became 
ahumed and sang out for us to save

Four of Those Injured Die After 
Removal to the Hospital.

Shortsville, N. Y.. Aug. 26.—A < arload 

of rough pine boxes was delivered lie re 
trdny. and before daylight farmers and 
villagers began carting them to tem­
porary morgues, where lay 22 bodies of 
those who were killed yesterday in the 
wreck of the I.e high Valley train on 
the trestle over Canandagua Creek. 
These 22, with three others in the 
morgue at Rochester, probably will 
comp:etc the list of dead unless more 
deaths occur among the 60 or 60 in-

It Is now estnbllsheed th *t the wreeck 
was caused by a broken rail. Three 
cars out of the train of 14 plunged from 
the track. The train was bound from 
Buffalo to Jersey City.

The coroner is making careful effort» 
to obtain the names of the Injured, but 
a complete list is almost Impossible to 
btaln. Linemen have strung temporary 
wire» around the wreck and across the 
big gulf, and although piled up with of­
ficial business the wires are now begin­
ning to bear inquiries from anxious per­
sons which. It is expected, will lead to 
additional Identifications.

Eleven Identified.
At present. In this remote place, ac­

cessible by rail only from a branch of 
the New York Coentral, a doben refu­
gees from the wreck have come to make 
bona fide efforts at Identification.

This morning eleven of the twenty- 
two bodies In the Shortsvlile morgue 
have been identified. They Include nine 
women, one man and a six-vear-old 
child, whose mother Is said to be one of 
the unidentified dead. A staff of sixteen 
undertakers worked all night embalming 
the bodies.

T\e coroneer said that he had decided 
to hold the inquest on Monday In the 
town hall here. He is getting out sub­
poenas for the train crew, railroad track 
inspectors, passengers and eye-witnesses.

With Similar Misrepresentations.

The Toronto millionaires, who are fomenting and financing the anti­
reciprocity campaign in Ontario, are introducing some new wrinkles In 
electioneering.

One of them is the hiring of a man named Hawkes to try to wheedle 
the English newcomers into a so-called British League, which is to be used 
as a donkey-engine to the anti-reciprocity machine. Hawkes is to visit 
London in an endeavor to round up the newly-arrived English citizens like 
so many sheep. In North Bay the Sons of England refused to be made 
tool# of for partisan purposes. The English newcomers, who have brought 
tq this country the habit of independent thinking on public questions, and 
who demand argument and reason from the platform, are offered an insult 
by Hawkes* paid attempt to exploit them.

Another device of the Toronto Junta is to flood the country with 
screaming posters. These are to be of two varieties, one for the city, 
the other for the country. In a few days the billboards of the cities will 
blossom with lurid appeals to the workingmen to vote against reciprocity 
on the ground that it will injure Canadian industry and create unemploy-

Our local contemporary Is already acting as advance agent of this An­
anias propaganda. It attempts to make a sensation over the importation of 
undressed Georgian pine for use in the new Catholic Church in South 
Ivondon. Georgia pine, undressed, has always been admitted Into Canada 
duty-free, and no party proposes to tax It. It helps Canadians to conserve 
their more valuable white pine. Under the heading of "Mills of the United 
States Outbid Mills of This City,"* It »ay«:

22PER CENT. ON DRESSED LUMBER COMBS OFF.

“There is no duty upon joists and other material brought into 
Canada except when two edges are dressed.

"Reciprocity makes dressed lumber from the United States free.
"If Contractor Dodd finds it a paying investment to have his joists 

ami sills shipped direct from the southern mills to London, will he not 
also bring in his dressed material when the duty is removed?

"RECIPROCITY STRIKES AT THE LONDON WORKINGMEN’S 
EMPLOYMENT.”
The assertion that the Canadian duty on dressed lumber will be abol­

ished by reciprocity is absolutely false. The reciprocity agreement does 
not touch the duty on dressed lumber coming from the United States. It 
makes a heavy reduction in the duty on Canadian lumber entering the 
United States, so that Canadian manufacturers will have a better chance in 
the United States market. We challenge the Free Press to reproduce the 
lumber schedules of the reciprocity pact. Either it is guilty of a brazen 
attempt to deceive the workingmen of London, or it is ignorant of the de­
tails of the agreement.

The workingmen of London should be on their guard against these at­
tempts to mislead. The reciprocity agreement removes the duty on food­
stuffs, but it does not touch manufactured articles to a degree that will de­
prive a single Canadian of employment. On the other hand, it will provide 
more business for London’s wood-working Industries which will be able to 
ship dressed lumber into the -United States In far greater quantities.

APPEAL AGAINST THIRD FINE 
OF LOCAL HOTELMAN IS HEARD

Charles James Seeks to Upset Judgment Which Means That He 
Loses His License—Crown Attorney Objects to Hea.

The hearing of the James appeal from 
the third conviction of selling liquor 
after hours at hie King street hotel, the 
Windsor, was again delayed by Judge 
Elliott at the court house et his morning.

The argument as to the propriety of 
allowing the appeal was continued, and 
his honor will give his decision in the 
matter on Monday morning.

Crown Attorney McKIIlop, acting for 
the license commissioners, contends 
that the act requires that within 10 days 
after the summary conviction before 
the magistrate the defendant must 
summon the prosecutor to show why 
the conviction should not be quashed.

The Arguments.
No such action was taken within that

time, but twenty-nine day# later Mr. E. 
W. Scatcherd, acting for Charles James, 
the proprietor, secured an appointment 
for the hearing of the appeal.

Mr. Scatcherd argues that the act 
Is contradictory, and that the case fin­
ally lands under the criminal code, pro­
viding that the matter must be taken 
up In the division court and not be­
fore the Judge In chambers.
