SEPARATE SCHOOLS
T0 BEAR SHARE

Are Willing To Pay Part of
Cost of Industrial Education
Here.

OBJECTION TO A FEE

But Board of Education Decided To
Charge $3—A Meeting on
Tuesday.

At the meeting of the board of edu-
cation held Tuesday afterroon, the
appointment of Mr. H. B. Beal, a prin-
cipal of the industrial school, at a
sulary of $500 per annum, was ratified,
together with the report of the com-
mittee as to the arrangements for the
school.

Considerable discussion took place on
the question, for the most part re-
garding detall. Dr. Mugan thought
that a rental should be charged for the
school, so that the separate school
supporters would have an opportun-
ity of sharing in the expense.

“We are quite able, and willing to
bear our share of the cost,” sald Dr.
Mugan. “It i1s merely a matter of
business, and I think the commit-
tee should give the public school board
a rental for the building and equip-
ment,

This matter was referred to the
committee for further consideration. It
is expected that a rental will be
charged.

Objecticin to Fees.

Dr. A. J. Wyckoff objected to the
committee charging a fee for the in-
dustrial school.

“This department should be abso-
lutely free,” he stated. “It i8 estab-
lished for the poor, and now we weant
to charge them.”
“It has been demonstrated that much
better results are obtained when a
fee is charged,” said Mr. W. W. Gam-
mage. “The principal has power to
remit the fees of deserving pupils, and
we can in this way accomplish what
you are desirous of.” |
The fees will be §3 per term. i
Eyeglasses For Pupils.
The board has definitely decided to
provide eyeglasses for children whose
sight is defective, and who cannot af-
ford to purchase them. Miss Gil-
christ, the school nurse, reported that
there were some too poor to buy glasses, |
and she recommended that the board
purchase them,
Mr. W. T. Strong called attention to!
the fact, that it was easy to be cheat- |
ed on glasses, and Mr, Gunn stated |
that several specialists in the city
would examine the children’s eyes, rec-
ommend the kind of glasses to be used, '
and then a price on them could be ob-|
tained.

Mr. C. A. Whitwam has been named
chairman of the advisory committee of
the commercial school, Chairman |
Weekes reported to the board.
No report was ready, but it would !
be submittel at the next meeting. |
Trustee Strong asked if it were not
possible to Tearrange the school
boundaries in the city, so as to relieve
the crowding in some sectlons. In- |
spector Edwards stated that there,
might be some room at the new Alex- !
andra school, but that the rallway
tracks to the south of the school pre-
vented any possibility of a satisfactory
readjustment of the boundaries. The
inspector also hoped to use what room
was available for classes for boys who
were from 14 to 16 years of age, but
who had failed to pass the entrance,

Resignations.
The resignations of Miss M. E.
Smith, of the Aberdeen school, and
Miss Francis Heritage, of the Col-|
borne street school, were presented
and accepted,

The application of the Wortley Road |
Mothers’ Club for tea utensils was re- |
ferred to No. 2 committee.

Inspector Edwards reported that
there were 5,280 puplls on the roll at
the public schools, an incréase of 141
over last year. The average attend-
ance was 4,789, an increase of 123, The
kindergarten showed a decrease, the
number on the roll beilng 777, as com-
pared with 826 last year, a decrease of
49. The average attendance was 564 as
compared with 639 in 1910, a decrease
of 75. The total on roll was 6,057, an |
increase of 92, and the average at-
tendance was 5,363, an increase of 48.

The decrease In the kindergarten at-
tendance was largely due to colds and
children’s diseases.
