Forty-four new members of the 
Chamber of Commerce were reported 
by team captains at the dinner- 
meeting of that body at the Tecum­
seh House Thursday night. Returns 
were not by any means complete 
however, and in view of the fact 
that roughly 70 per cent of the pros­
pect cards had not been reported, it 
was decided to set the total objec­
tive at 100 new members.

President E. S. Little congratu­
lated the members of the teams on 
the excellent results so far attained, 
and urged that continued efforts be 
made to increase the number of 
members from the names of those on 
the cards still out.

Was an Inspiration.
Meigs B. Russell of the Canadian 

City Bureau, and the American City 
i Bureau, said that it was an inspira­
tion, and a source of pride to see the 
spirit shown by the workers in so 
short a time.

“It’s a splendid example of what 
you can do," said Mr. Russell. "Forty- 
four new members—that’s fine. 1 
think you can easily set your goal at 
100—there are still three-quarters of 
the cards out. and in a few days you 
can bring the total up to that num­
ber.”

Mr. Russell emphasized that the 
Chamber of Commerce should aim to 
be bigger, and more powerful each 
year. Some were always dropping 
out. moving away, or not taking the 
active interest they formerly did. 
New men should take their places, 
and should be encouraged to join.

“You can make London's Chamber 
of Commerce the best in Ontario," 
said Mr. Russell. “But you will have 
‘to work. You may justly feel proud| 
of the results announced tonight. 
They bespeak a. live and active or- 
ganization."

But results, he said, were not al­
ways visible in numbers of members. 
In analyzing the citizens in one city, 
fifteen per cent were always sure to 
support the Chamber of Commerce 
with their money. Two per cent 
gave their efforts, and were always 
willing to work. Twenty-five per 
cent stood by to idly criticize, and 
the remaining fifty-eight per cent did 
not care, and could not be counted on 
for anything.

Criticism Good.
“It is a rather good thing to have 

these men who criticize, in our 
midst." said the speaker. "They may 
be knockers, but they at least have 
the energy to protest over something 
they think is wrong. In many cases 
they have the vision to see ahead 
that a damaging influence is at work 
in the community. But when he is 
wrong, it is up to the Chamber of 
Commerce to change his view—to 
change his criticism from destructive 
fault-finding to constructive sugges- 
tions."

Mr. Russell cited a case, that of a 
Rhode Island City, where conditions 
were about as poor as they could 
be. There were no industries, the 
population was a mixed one. The
