Phoenix's right swing sent McGregor 
to his knees The rest of the round was 
Phoenix's. In the second round, Mc­
Gregor’s poor condition was apparent, 
and he took more than his Share of 
punishment. His seconds threw a 
towel into the ring and Taylor awarded 
the decision to Phoenix.

The first preliminary featherweight 
battle between Smith. D. O. R., and 
Northcliffe, Essex Fusileers, took an 
extra round to decide. Both kids were 
evenly matched, and both displayed neat 
footwork and clean fighting tactics. The 
gong at the end of the first round saved 
Northcliffe from what looked like a 
Knockout.

Both Hick- 
ling and Morrell set a fast pace from 
the bell, und displayed footwork and 
ability none too apparent in the earlier 
bouts.

The first round was anybody’s. Mor­
rell was forcing Hickling into the cor­
ner at the gong. Morrell had the ad­
vantage in the second round, and sev­
eral times rushed Hickling to the ropes.

In the third round Hickling’s left 
found Morrell’s head, and Morrell re­
taliated with a right to the body, and 
rushed him around the ring with a suc­
cession of lefts. Hickling ran. to tho 
amusement of the crowd. Morrell rained 
in several rights and lefts to face and 
body. Hickling returned a left. Mor­
rell bounced Hickling off tho ropes as 
the round ended. Morrell was given the 
decision.

Phoenix, the colored bantam from the 
1st Hussars, won the decision over 
Pallat, R. C. R., in tho final bantam 
mix, on a technical knockout. The 
colored boy seemed able to hit Pallat at will. Taylor stopped tho boat half 
way through the first round when Pallat 
groggily moved towards his corner.

Stickley, Essex Fusiliers, won the 
light weight shield by virtue of his 
knockout swing to Brown’s jaw, in the 
second round. Tail and rangy, this 
lad pierced Brown’s guard at will. 
Brown was game and submitted to a 
fusilado of rights and lefts that bartered 
his face and covered it with blood be­
fore the first round ended. Brown landed 
a fast right to Stickley’s face opening 
the second round, but Stickley came 
back with a fast right and left to 
Brown’s bleeding face, nad he took the 
count.

Deserved Win.
On the night’s play the Bengali de- 
served to win, for they played fairly 
steady aggressive hockey.

By the middle of the fifteenth 
round, Greb’s left side all around his heart was raw with welts. How

Under Handicap.
Greb fought under a peculiar mental

It was in the first eight or 
ten rounds that Tunney had the more distinct advantage over Harry, avoid- ing Greb’s rushes or meeting them 
and lose flurry of fists at the head

Greb’s star weapon, a short right 
uppercut, which rasps against the 
mouth and nose as he holds his op- 
ponent’s head down with his left, was tabooed throughout the fight and 
what few times he did try it, he and

Deprived of this. Greb was almost 
disarmed, for his loud-smacking 
blows to the small of the back did no particular harm to Tunney.
Tunney seemed to have made a study of the things which bewildered 
him so badly in his fight a veare

consecutive year and permanent pos­
session of the Burns Trophy. With the 
cup went $1,200 prize money.

Morgan has offered to donate another 
cup for future races, an offer which is 
tonight under consideration by the 
Dog Racing Association.

Exactly nine minutes after Grayson 
arrived at the finishing post "Shorty" 
Russick, driving seven dogs at a good 
pace and all running well, ended his 
journey of 200 miles, and won second 
prize money of $700. Billy Winterton, 
who drove Morgan’s team in 1921, ar­
rived at The Pas 1 hour and 23 minutes 
behind Russick. Billy Winterton re­
ceives $400, and Solomon Cook, who 
finished ten minutes later, won $200 
by finishing fourth. Cook beat out 
Sam Pranteau, the favorite, by half a 
second for fourtli money.

Baptiste Campbell, driving the team 
owned by Tom Creighton, had not ar­
rived early this evening. Charles Stab- 
back, driving another Creighton outfit, 
turned back after covering 28 miles.

The time of tills year’s race is two 
hours and one minute slower than that 
of last year, which set a world’s record 
of 24 hours and 51 minutes.

Baseball magnates can bet season’s baseball crowds to within a couple of 

thousand turnstile clicks. Every four or five years the crowds reach the peak, 
then subside. «

There’s a lot of other things go the same way. Hockey is one of them. 
Throughout Ontario there arc dozens of little places that have built up great 
little hockey machines that were near champs in their day. Most of the larger 
places haven’t escaped the swing of the cycle either. As a matter of fact, it Is 
steadier In the larger places than It is in the towns, for many of the latter have 
produced one great team and stopped there. Kitchener and Stratford are two 
places that have probably been the most consistent producers of winning hockey 
teams in one or other of the series.

Ten or twelve years ago London usually struck groupings that compared 
to the "Big Four” loop this season. Simcoe, Paris, Ingersoll were to the fore in 
those days the days when Eddie Oatman and Goldie Prodger, present pro stars, 
were playing pond hockey. Then, a few years after, came the London teams 
that had some great struggles with Goderich and Simcoe, usually running into 
Collingwood in the finals. Wlarton Red Men first came into prominence around 
this time by unexpectedly putting Collingwood out in a sudden-death game at 
Kitchener and then being soundly beaten by the Stratford team which had 
Rankin families vieing for membership.

London fans in those days of the old Princess rink used to go from work to 
stand in line for seats—cold, bitter waiting it was, too. It’s quite a spell since 
the cycle has hit some of the smaller places; some of them it’ll never hit again 
probably. But for a city the size of London the cycle seems to be long overdue. 
Probably It s waiting for a new Grand Trunk station or an arena.
