In addition to his native 
Portuguese, he writes and speaks fluently 
five European languages, and he is an 
active member of half a dozen learned 
societies. He is the greatest traveler of 
all the crowned heads. When stricken 
ill, he was in the course of making his 
second tour of Europe; in 1876 he visited 
the United States. He has been a shrewd 
as well as a liberal-minded ruler, but the 
brightest distinction of his reign is the 
edict for the gradual but total abolition of 
slavery in his Empire. He is not yet an 
old man, being in his sixty-third year, 
but he has had a long .experience on the 
throne, having been declared of age while 
he was in his fifteenth year. He will have 
been forty-eight years a sovereign, by 
next July, should he live, and every 
friend of liberalism will hope that he may 
be spared to see this and many more an­
niversaries of his coronation.

CIGARETTE SMOKING.
India, by some political prophets, is 

looked upon as the great nation of tho 
future.

In that case India would certainly have 
the foundation for far greater wealth 
than any other equal extent on the planet 
Another form of seed which is expected 
to result in the fruit of national great­
ness is the human life that will 
dominate in the India of the. future.

And, wisely directed, 
there is no reason why this fresh human 
current should not contain all the good 
elements of the springs from whence it 
will flow. When the steady energy and 
dauntless heroism of the Englishman is 
combined with the fire and patience of 
the Hindoo there should be exhibited the 
very finest human achievement which 
world is capable of producing.
