Wales has become the scene of a most
interesting struggle of labor against the
uttermost rights of property. Not de-
terred by the victory of trade unionism
over the London & Northwestern rail-
way, Lord Penrhyn Pettisby shut down
his slate quarries rather than, as he
says, ‘“‘establish a precedent for outside
interference with my private affairs.”’
He first dismissed 71. men because they
formed a committee to secure better
conditions of labor, whereupon 2,700
men left work. The board of trade, un-
der the voluntary coneciligtion act,
ordered mediation, but Lord Penrhyn
declined and cloged the quarries, throw-
ing 5,000 men out of work in the depths
of winter. This defiance of parliament
will lead to an attempt next session to
pass a law compelling employers to ac-
cept the mediations of the government.
The progress of public opinion on labor
questions isshown by the fact that Lord
Penrhyn is almost without sapport in
the press.

. of five shillings ($1.25) per quarter be
levied on imported wheat and the pro-
ceeds be invested in a pension fund to
provide all indigent persons above sixt
years of age with a pension of fifteen
shillings ($3.75) weekly. .

It is stated that the British admiralty
intends to introduce a new class of tor-
pedo destroyers of a minimnm speed of
33 knots. Twenty vessels, it seems, will
be ordered immediately of this class.

Neariy 1,000,000 pounds ($5,000,000)
will be expended in extending the docks
at Antwerp to meet the increasing de-
mands of shipping at that port. The
imports of the last decade have increas-
ed a couple of million tons annually, and
the minister of public works has decided
to extend the quays 3,0000 feet south-
ward and to make a channel 200 feet
wide and 24 feat deep.

Adyvices from Blantyre, a mission town
in British South Africa, announce that
the British force sent last month against
the Agonis-Zulus, under Chief Chikusi,
who invaded South West Nyassaland
and burned a British mission station,
besides massacring the inhabitants of a
number of villages, routed the Angonis
with very beavy loss after some sharp
fighting. Chief Chikusi was captured
and hanged. Five men of the British
force were wounded.

The estate of the late Shah of Persia
is valued at £40,000,000 ($200,000,000),
of which two-fifths is in cash and bul-
lion. Itis rumored that his successor

. will devote £40,000,000 to advancing the
civilization of Persia.

A Paris correspondent says: There is
much talk of the inability of the French
dockyards to executequickly enough the
new naval programme, and the question
of whether ironclads shall be purchased
from England has excited a patriotic
discussion.

There is a strike at Melbourne, Aus-
tralia, of marine engineers, owing to the
refusal of ship owners to r nize the
union rules as binding. The strike will
probably extend over the whole of Aus-
tralia.

The New York Herald Paris edition
states that it can guarantee the accuracy
of the néws which it presents that An-
tonio Maceo is still alive.
