He did this because
he understood that Mr. Alexander was
financially embarrassed, and in a bitter
tone  said: “Notwitnstanding, = the
strained relations with tiie two gen-
tlemen (Alexander and Jordan), I felt
bound to see that this loan was*liqui-
dated by reason of the letter » Mr.
Alexander extracted from me,”

Mr. Hyde's Salary

Mr. Hyde told of his salary, stating
it to be $30,000 and being increased to
$100,000 as his duties increased, but in
a statement alleged that because of
losses in syndicate ‘transactions and
the payment of $212,500 on the Mer-
cantile loan, his average income had
been  but a litte more than $38,000 a
year. He covered the George H.
Squire and other syndicate transac-
tions fully. )

Of the $50,000,000 Union Pacifie pool
Mr. Hyde said E. H. Harriman insti-~
gated it, and evplained it was to be a
h%lding syndjcate for five years. It
was understood this was for the pur-
pose of controling the Union Pacific.
The executive committee of the Equit-
able was not informed of this opera-
tion. He said that Mr. Harriman
even refused to give a statement of
the purposes of the pool to the super-
intendent of insurance when he was
“clamoring for it last spring.

Interesting Disclosures

Eclipsing all this sensatfonal testi-
mony, however, were Mr. Hyde’s state-
ments concerning former Governor
Odell and Mr. Harriman relative to
the settlemant of the suit brought
by Mr. Odell against the Mercantile
Trust Company, involving Shipbuild-
ing Company bonds held by the former
governor. Mr. Hyde -said that Mr,
Harriman came to him and advised
the settlement of the suit, as he feared
that powerful influences at Albany
would be invoked in retaliatory measg-
ures. - Mr. Harriman suggested as one
of these measures the revocation of
the charter of the Mercantile Trust
Company. The Equitable Life, he said,
was not interested beyond the connec-
tion it had with the Mercantile Trust
Company. Mr. Hyde was under the
impression that ‘the Mercantile in set-
tlement retained the bonds and paid
Mr. Odell about $75,000. The Mer-
cantile claim of Odell was about
$180,000. The bonds subsequently net-
ted about 50 cents on the dollar. The
counsel and members of the execu-
tive committee of the Mercantile ad-
résed settlement and he recommended

to get him out of the country were
made by Mr. Hyde against Henry .
Frick and E. H. Harriman in . connec-
tion with the reported aspirations_ of
Mr. Hyde to become ambassador to
France. He said Mr. Frick inspired
the idea, and both Mr. Harriman and
Mr, Frick promised to use their influ-
ence to secure the appointment. He
said He thought “their idea was that
they would acquit themselves of their
friendly ste'vardship with great profit
to themselves,” and added that the na-

ture of their interest had since become
very obvious.

Mr. Hyde charged Mr. Frick with
breach of faith in leading him to be-
lieve that the Frick investigating com-
mittee was “friendly” to him, at the
Same time “doing everythirig he and
the committee could to knife me.”

- _GERMANY IN FAR EAST.

Withdrawal 6f Small Garrisons Partof
Original Programme. K

Berlin, Nov. 13.—The forgign . office
says the despatch of the Liondon Daily
Telegraph, published today, saying that
an agreement has been concluded be-
tween the German governor of Kaiochau
and the Chinese governor of the Shan-
tung province, under which. aiochau
will be evacuated in Jannary sand Kagmi
in six months, is a mixture of truth and
error. The facts are -that - Emperor
William, at the time when:he proposed
the -withdrawal of the foreign troops
to the Empress Regent of China from
the province of Chi Li, except the lega-
tion -guards, - propgsed on his initiative
to evacuate Kaomi and the town of Ka-
iochau. Both places are outside of Ger-
‘many’s sphere under the lease contract.
They were temporarily occupied at' the
time of.‘the Boxer movement as a pre-
cautionary measure, and their . occupa-
tion was never meant to be permanent.
The measuré is in 10’sense due to Jap-
anese -pressure. No question of the
withdrawal of the German forces from
the Kaiochau territory exists. The
treaty by which Germany -leased the
Kaiochau district remains in force and
unimpaired.

O e R S e S,
THE MORRISH INQUEST.

Result of Enquiry Held at Duncans on
Thursday Last.

An inquest-was held at Duncans on
Thursday under order of Hon. Mr. Jus-
tice Martin under the coroner’s act, to
inquire into the cause of death of the
late John L. Morrish, which occurred
on.the 10th ult. near Dunecans.

Evidence of numerous witnesses was
taken and it appeared that the deceased,
who was a miner employed at the Len-
ora miine, had been seriously injured by
an explosion of dynamite in May last
which had shattered part of his fact. He
was iaken to the Chemainus hospital
gnd operated on by Dr. Perry and was

ischarged in September as sufficiently
cured. He returned to Mt. Sicker, but
his health was broken. He was at-
tended by Dr. Perry and looked after by
neighbors, who did all that they could,
but -his condition not improving, he was
advised to try a change of air and treat-
ment in Victoria. His death occurred
en route. \ 2

The following witnesses were called:
Messrs. Hagan, Talion, Dr. Perry, Boak,
Hemsworth, Musgrave; - Lomas and
Castley. The court room was crowded
with interested spectators awaiting the
verdict of the: jury, which was as fol-
lows: 2

‘We, the jury on this case, find that J.
L. Morrish died from-the ultimate effects
of injuries sustained by an explosion of
dynamite on May 31, 1903, and that - his
death was accelerated by his removal
and the want of proper clr‘aud treat-
ment during convalescence. he jury
exonerates all persons concer being
convinced that the best was done under
the cé’rcumstances.

Mother Is Alleged to Be Insane
and Irresponsible For
/ Her Acts.

HAT gives promise of developing
into an interesting case of ab-
duction occurred at Esquimalt
on Friday afternoon last. It

appears that the wife of ¥. J. L. Tytler,
accompanied by her brother, John Boyer,
succeeded in carrying off the two chil-
dren of Mr. and Mrs. . Tytler. _Both
children are well known in the distriet
where they resided, Muriel, the eldes*,
being 13 years of age, and Eric, 5 years.

In conversation with a Colonist re-
porter last evening Mr. Tytler stated as
follows: That about two years ago his
wife was stricken with insanity, and for
a long time it was uncgrtain whether she
would recover, Finally she appeared
to recover and the physician imstructed
him to send his wife east. This he wd.
During her absence she appeared to have
recovered, but owing to some unknown
cause her affections for her husband be-
came alienated. ~. She did not desire to
come home, and ‘on two Or three occa-
sions expressed a desire that she have
her childrert to live with her.

Mr. Tytler felt, from the correspond-
ence, that. she was still far from weli
mentally, and he decided not to allow
the children to go to her, which he con-
sidered he could not be blamed for .do-
ing. .
v Arrived in This City

About the end of October his wife, ac-
companied by her brother, John Boyer,
unexpectedly arrived in the eity, but in-
stead of going to her husband Mrs. Tyt-
ler registered at the Driard hotel.

As soon as Mr. Tytler heard of her
arrival he took the children to see her.,
which was done of his own free will,
.and not from any request from the mo-
ther. On the firbt visit he left the chil-
dren with the mother all night.  From
that time on they were with the mother
all day, and remained all night whenever
requested to do so. :

‘This continued till Mr. Boyer inform-
ed the husband that unless he made over
the children to Mrs. Tytler she would
take proceedings against him for judi-
cial separation. and for the custody of
the children.

This Mr. Tytler declined to do, and
wasi 'warned by his neighbors of a Pos-
sible effort on the part of the mother and
uncle to kidnap the children.

He thought it would be wiser if- he
did not allow the children to go to town
and be alone with her. In order that
his wife might not be separated from the
children altogether, - he gave permission
to see them whenever she desired at Es-
quimalt, where he resided. .- He told his
wife that if she did not cgre to live with
him, and have the children entirely with
her, she might live in the enighborhood
and see as much of the children as she
-pleased.

She called to see the children regular-
ly every afternoon and spent a short time
in their company.  Mr. Tytler was anx-
igus not to annoy her with his company
and invariably found some excuse to go

bors had seen the brother around alntrst
every day, but Mr, Tytler was not aware
of this until after the abduction took
place. -

On Friday last Mr. Tytler made a fire
in the drawing room and told the chil-
dren to remain in, as it was too cold to
tg.o out, and 'then-he left them for a short
ime, :

About 3 o’clock the mother came to see
the children and was followed - shortly
by her brother. When the next car
for the city was about to start, the uncle
was seen to seize the little boy in his
arms and hurry him away to the car.
The little fellow did not want to go and
was sobbing bitterly.

out and leave them together. The neigh-

of ‘the girl and dragged her to the car,
on reaching-which ‘the uncle seized the
girl and pushed her in. ® ¢

Like the little boy the girl was also
crying and endeavored to get away. On
the trip into town the little girl cried
neprly all the way and said how cruel l’s
wﬁas to take her away from “her daddy.
When they came to the Craigflower road
she begged that instead-of going to town
that they ghould go up the Gorge. Her
uncle told Ter that they were going in
a boat and to keep quiet. During the
trip the uncle appeared to be very mnery-
ous and excited. i

After crossing Point Ellice bridge th’e
party alighted and made for MeclIntosh’s
boat house. Here the uncle had previ-
ously engaged a steam launch. The
party got into the boat and were taken
for a short trip up the Gorge. jThe
uncle made an effort to get the boat
owner to make a trip to San Juan island,
but the owner declined because he could
not clear the customs.~ They then head-
ed for the outer wharf, where the party
alighted. . They entered a car at this
point and® went towards town.

After this their movemeits are un-
certain. On reaching town the unele
took the trouble to telephone to Mesh-
er’s store at Esquimalt, asking them to
inform~Mr. Tyfler that the children
were having tea with their mother and
that they were all right.

Mr, Tytler arrived home shortly after
6 o'clock and was surprised to find his

home deserted. Thinking that the chil-

dren might be at some of the neighbors,
he made inquiries and found, as already
stated, that the children had beem taken
away by their mother and uncle.,

A graphic description’ was given him
of their manner of leaving, His sus-
picions were aroused and he made all
haste to the city, where he made inquir-
ies at all places where they were likely
to be, but without success.

He was now £nlly convinced that the
children had been k'ﬁinaped, and was
afraid that they would be taken over the
Sound on the Princess Beatrice. He
made an attemptsto get a warrant to
search the steamer, but ‘was unable to
do so.  He then tried to get-on board
the vessel, but was informed that he
could not go on board without a pass.
He ‘went in search of the official to se-
cure the necessary permit, but was fore-
ed to waste considerable time. He was,
however, successful in o taining the pass
and when on board made inquiries from
the officials if there were any children
on board and were told that there wers
none, ' He searched all over the ship,
with the exception of the staterooms,
‘which he was unable to enter without a
warrant. .

He remained on the vessel until she

was on the point of leaving, and was
then assisted by the provincial police,
who' did their utmost to trace the lost
ones In town-and also in the search on
the Princess Victofia. The search was
continued till late Saturday afternoon,
when Mr. Tytler received a telegram
from his wife from a point ontside of
Seattle, stating that the ¢hildren  were
“well and happy” with her.
.- Mr. Tytler does not wish’ to prosecute
those whom he claims haye been instru-
mental in taking his children from him,
but he wants his children returned.  kf
the children were returned he would
take his wife to_his home and live with
her the 'same as before she was taken
sick.

Mr. Tytler claims that although his
wife is in-a sense mentally sound, she
is. not the same as she used to be before
her illness, and he thinks that she would
not .commit- such an. act if ;she jvere ia
ber Tight senses,. il ¢ a0

Mr. Tytler, who is a civil engineer,
arrived in the city about two and a half
vears ago; and since Mareh last has re-
sided in Esquimalt.

"NORTHERN FISHERIES.
Overseer Helgesen Is Down From
Hazleton and Reports Progress.

Hans Helgesen, ex-M. P. P. ‘for

Dominion

Cariboo and.a resident of Metchosin,
at present Dominion fisheries overseer
in the northern waters of this prov-
ince, is .down from Hazéiton, a guest
at the Dominion Hotel. He will re-
main in the city until next spring.
Seen by a Colonist representative, Mr.
Helgesen was at first reticent about
being interviewed, pending sending his
report to the minister of marine and
fisheries. He said, however, that the
work accomplished this season in pre-
venting the barricading of the streams
by Indians had been very successful.
For' years the Indians in the North
had been in the habit of building ob-
structions across the rivers and
streams, thus eventing the salmon
from reaching eir natural spawning
grounds and causing a tremendous
waste, This year he and three men
operated in the upper Skeena and suc-
ceeded in preventing the building of
these obstructions and thereby saying
millions upon millions of spawn and
fish. Two big barricades that had
been placed across the head of the
Babine River by the Indians were re-
moved, and now the lake and tributary
streams are once again swarming with
fish.

Questioned as to what effect it had
upon the Indians, Mr. Helgesen ré-
plied: “Early in the season I ob-
tained from the Coast canners free
gifts of sockeye web netting for dis- |
tribution among the Babine Indians.
This I'cut up and gave every family
a piece of netting, instructing them in
its use. = The second week in Septem-
ber 1 visited the tribe and took an
inventory of their catch. I found
40,000 dried galmon bellies, and the
spring salmon were running plenti-
fully, with. the steelheads and cohoes
yet to come, and I am quite satisfied |
that the Babines have ample fish for
all their wants.”

The clearing out of the obstructions
in the numerous rivers covers quite a
large country,and the beneficial effects
to the sglmon industry cannot be over-
estimated now that the fish are able to
get to their natural spawning ground
unmolested. 5
